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There is something very peaceful about a cemetery. There’s something very alive about a cemetery, especially in spring when the dogwood is in bloom and the flowers are out and everything is coming to life. Kay enjoys walking through the cemetery, especially because of the Bible and knowing what it has to say. When she looks at the tombstones she wonders about the families and the people buried there. [Kay is standing in a cemetery as she says this.] Here’s “Daughter Sarah Lee, Born in 1952” and “Died in 1952”. Think about the grief that must have gone on in this place, the sadness and the sorrow as they laid their precious little daughter in the earth. You wonder: Did they know about this Book? Did they know about Jesus who is the Resurrection and the Life? Had they heard the gospel? On the tombstone is written, “I pray Thee, Lord, my soul to keep.”

As Kay walks to another spot she sees two little plaques on the ground. This is where “father” is and “mother”. She looks over and sees a tombstone for Eleanor. It says “1928” and that’s it, because Eleanor is not yet dead. Yet you wonder… She knows she’s going to die; does she know what’s going to happen to her when she dies?
In our study of the book of 1 Corinthians we’re studying one of the most awesome chapters in all the Word of God, 1 Corinthians 15. It’s a chapter that tells us about life after death; it tells us the good news because it describes for us the gospel of Jesus Christ: Jesus Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures and was buried just like the people in the cemetery were. Oh, His tomb was above ground because that was the custom of the day, but He was buried and He was dead. And they knew He was dead. But the good news is this: He rose again from the dead. He lives.

The problem is, in the city of Corinth, in that church in Corinth, in that Gentile church, there were a group of people who really didn’t believe that Jesus Christ had risen from the dead. So after Paul has described the gospel and told how Jesus Christ, after His death and resurrection, appeared to so many (including Paul himself who was one untimely born), he has to deal with this problem.
1 Corinth 15:12 Now if Christ is preached, that He has been raised from the dead, how do some among you say that there is no resurrection from the dead? Being Gentiles, they were probably ignorant about what the Old Testament had to say. As we look through the Scriptures we see:

Psalm 16:1, 2, 8-10 Preserve me, O God, for I take refuge in Thee. I said to the LORD, “Thou art my Lord; I have no good besides Thee.” I have set the LORD continually before me; because He is at my right hand, I will not be shaken. Therefore my heart is glad, and my glory rejoices; my flesh also will dwell securely. For Thou wilt not abandon my soul to Sheol;…To the grave. Thou will not leave me there; abandon me there. Neither wilt Thou allow Thy Holy One to undergo decay. If we were to walk in the cemetery, get a pick and shovel to dig up the coffins, we would find decay in those coffins. Yet here was a promise—a prophecy—about the Lord Jesus Christ, the One who is the resurrection and the life. The One who said: For Thou wilt not abandon my soul to Sheol.  Neither wilt Thou allow Thy Holy One to undergo decay. The Jews had hope as in Daniel 12 which said that a time of great distress is coming for God’s people like has never come before.
Daniel 12:1b-2 “…And there will be a time of distress such as never occurred since there was a nation until that time; and at that time your people, (God is speaking to Daniel so this refers to the Jews) everyone who is found written in the book, will be rescued. And many of those who sleep in the dust of the ground will awake, these to everlasting life, but the others to disgrace and everlasting contempt. There is going to be a resurrection and when it comes, some will be resurrected to go to heaven while others will be resurrected to be cast into the lake of fire where “the worm dies not and the fire is not quenched.” It depends on whether people have believed in the One who was not allowed to undergo decay, the One who was raised from the dead, the Son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ.

The Corinthians were ignorant of these Scriptures and ignorant of what Job had to say:

Job 19:25-26 “And as for me, I know that my Redeemer lives, and at the last He will take His stand on the earth. Even after my skin is destroyed, yet from my flesh I shall see God;” What does he mean? After he’s buried. After he’s corrupted.

Job 19:27 “Whom I myself shall behold, and whom my eyes will see and not another. My heart faints within me!” It’s an awesome promise, isn’t it? In the midst of all of Job’s pain and hurt, know this: Job had hope. He knew that this life was not the end. He knew that the grave was not the end. He knew that there was life after death, that there was a resurrection from the dead. 
Remember the little girl buried in the cemetery, Sara Lee, who was born and died in the same year? What’s the hope for her? What’s the hope for you if you have given birth to a child who has died? Is there any hope? Go back to 2 Samuel to King David, who had a child born out of wedlock that he loved and whom he wanted to live, but whom God said would die. David began to fast and pray. He laid on the floor all night…

2 Samuel 12:18 Then it happened on the seventh day that the child died. And the servants of David were afraid to tell him that the child was dead, for they said, “Behold, while the child was still alive, we spoke to him and he did not listen to our voice. Maybe if you’ve lost a loved one you understand. People came and went, they sat and talked, they left. You think, “What did they say?” You lie awake at night and try to remember, “I think they were there; what did they say?” because your sorrow is so great. Maybe there were days that led up to that sorrow, days that led up to that death, days that led up to that final closing of the eyes, that final resting and quieting of the chest never to breathe again in your presence. You wanted to fall down on that person and say, “Wake up. Wake up, don’t die. Don’t leave me.” Kay understands your sorrow because she has loved ones that are buried or cremated. You want to say, “Don’t leave me.” She wants you to know that the Bible says there can be a time for you to be together again. There’s a tombstone in the cemetery that says, “Together forever.” It’s where Kay’s mother and father are. How can you be together forever? You can when you know Jesus Christ and the promises of God. 
When David’s child died they were telling him: 
2 Samuel 12:18b-20a How then can we tell him that the child is dead, since he might do himself harm!” But when David saw that his servants were whispering together, David perceived that the child was dead; so David said to his servants, “Is the child dead?” And they said, “He is dead.” So David arose from the ground, washed, anointed himself, and changed his clothes; and he came into the house of the LORD... He went to God because that’s where his peace was. That’s where his assurance was. …and worshiped. “Worship” means “to look at somebody’s ‘worth-ship’, somebody’s value.

So the church in Corinth had all these questions about death, life and resurrection and all these debates going on in the church. As some said, “There’s no resurrection,” Paul’s answer was to say, “Okay, let’s stop and think. Let’s reason it out together.” Paul is a master at reasoning: “What if there is no resurrection? What if it’s true what you’re saying? What if all of these tombs will never be opened? What if the dead will never rise? What if Jesus Christ didn’t rise from the dead, then what is our ministry, our teaching and preaching, all about?” Paul then gives them a list of arguments.

1 Corinth 15:12-13 Now if Christ is preached, that He has been raised from the dead, how do some among you (in the church) say that there is no resurrection from the dead? But if there is no resurrection of the dead, (If these people aren’t going to rise from the dead) not even Christ has been raised; If there’s no resurrection for some of the buried, [not all] because on some of them there’s a testimony of a faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, then Christ has not been raised either.
1 Corinthians 5:14 And if Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is vain,… 
What Kay is doing right now is vain. It’s useless, empty, worthless; turn the channel. (Don’t turn the channel because it’s not in vain.) Also, if this is true then your faith is in vain—your faith in Jesus Christ, your faith in the Word—if this is all there is to life and there is no resurrection whatsoever.

1 Corinthians 5:15 Moreover we re even found to be false witnesses of God, (We’ve told you a lie) because we witnessed against God that He raised Christ, whom He did not raise, if in fact the dead are not raised. Paul is a master lawyer, isn’t he, as he presents the case and looks at it from the other side?

1 Corinthians 5:16 For if the dead are not raised, not even Christ has been raised; Paul wants you to understand: If these tombs are never opened and if bodies never come out of them, then Christ has not been raised.

1 Corinthians 5:17 And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is worthless; you are still in your sins. If Christ has not been raised from the dead, then you are in your sins. Why? Reason through this. What does the gospel say?

1 Corinthians 15:3b …that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures. It was laid out in the Old Testament from the very first garden. Wipe away the tombstones in the cemetery and instead think a garden in a world where there is no sin, no death, no sorrow, no pain. If you can think of God walking through the garden in the cool of the day with Adam and Eve having communion and sharing with these two that He created in His image and breathed life into, know that there was a time like that until Adam and Eve stepped over the line that God drew.
Genesis 2:16-17 “From any tree of the garden you my eat freely; but from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat from it you will surely die.” 
You know the story: The serpent went into the Garden and his first words were:

Genesis 3:1b “Indeed, has God said, ‘You shall not eat from any tree of the garden’?” Eve listened to the serpent and believed she could be like God. She believed what the serpent said that she would not really die but instead would be like God. She took the fruit of the tree, bit it, then gave it to Adam and he ate it. In that moment, in that second, sin entered the world. “The wages of sin is death.” “The soul that sinneth, it shall surely die.” When we sin, we die. We are born in sin because Adam now brought forth after his likeness.

Romans 5:12 Therefore, just as through one man sin entered into the world, and death through sin and so death spread to all men, because all sinned— So death was in the world. 

What Paul is telling us is:

1 Corinthians 5:17 And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is worthless; you are still in your sins. If you’re still in your sins, the payment for sin remains the same: Death. That means to die twice. It means to go into a second death; to be eternally separated from God forever and ever. Think of all those tombstones in the cemetery and know this: Some will be raised to go into everlasting life but others will be raised to go into everlasting contempt. Jesus Christ Himself said it:
John 5:25-26 “Truly, truly, I say to you, an hour is coming and now is, when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God; and those who hear shall live. For just as the Father has like in Himself, even so He gave to the Son also to have life in Himself; So there is a day coming when the dead are going to hear His voice.

John 5:28 “Do not marvel at this; for an hour is coming, in which all who are in the tombs shall hear His voice.” All of those in the tombs are going to hear His voice.

John 5:29 And will come forth. All the graves in all the cemeteries in the world are going to be opened and they will come forth; those who did the good deeds to a resurrection of life, those who committed the evil deeds to a resurrection of judgment. 
Of course, that’s not true if Christ has not been raised from the dead. As a matter of fact, you might as well throw away the Bible because the whole point of this Bible is to show the love of God in redeeming man who has rebelled against God and who deserves nothing but the judgment of God. But God in His grace, mercy, and lovingkindness, forgives iniquity and then He is able to pardon the sinner and give him eternal life. 

1 Corinthians 15:18 Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ have perished. In other words, those that have professed Jesus Christ; those that have bowed the knee and confessed that Jesus Christ is Lord and turned their backs on the world and on sin; those that have suffered for the gospel of Jesus Christ, have perished.
1 Corinthians 15:19 If we have hoped in Christ in this life only, (If He’s our only hope, and it’s only for this life) we are of all men most to be pitied. We are to be pitied if Jesus Christ was just an example; if He went to that cross, hung there, died, was buried and left in the tomb never to rise again, then we are most pitied because our faith is in vain and worthless. 

That’s if the dead aren’t raised. That’s if Christ is not raised. But listen to the facts:

1 Corinthians 5:20 But now… “But now,” says Paul, “This is what you want to believe, and some of you in Corinth are saying that, so I want you to know the ramifications of that doctrine. But now let me give you the facts. But now let me bring you to reality. But now let me bring you face to face with truth.” But now Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who are asleep. The ones buried in the cemetery are those that are asleep. Part of the harvest, part of the resurrection, has already happened. Because of that we can have hope. These are the facts:
1 Corinthians 5:20-22 But now Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who are asleep. For since by a man came death, by a man also came the resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive. But only those in Christ will be made alive. Those not in Christ will be raised to condemnation, to judgment, to the second death, as Jesus stated in John 5. By Adam came sin and death, and the consequences of sin and death. By Jesus Christ came righteousness and forgiveness and eternal life. 

1 Corinthians 22-26 For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive. But each in his own order: Christ the first fruits, (Then you have a time phrase:) after that those who are Christ’s at His coming, then comes the end, when He hands over the kingdom to the God and Father, when He has abolished all rule and all authority and power. For He must reign until He has put all His enemies under His feet. The last enemy that will be abolished is death. What does that mean? It’s so important so catch the picture of it all:

We have an order to the resurrection: Christ is the first fruits. When Jesus Christ hung on the cross, 
Matthew 27:50-51a And Jesus cried out again with a loud voice, and yielded up His spirit. And behold, the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom; signifying that now our sins had been paid for in full because when Jesus hung on that cross he cried out, “Tetelestai” (τετελεσται) which means, “It’s complete”. It was a term used to signify the cancellation of a debt. He was saying that their debt has been paid in full because the blood of Jesus Christ cleanses us from all sin. The veil was torn from top to bottom—the veil that shut the people out from the Holy Place and the Holy of Holies—signifying that there was a new way into the presence of God. It was through the rent veil of the flesh of the Son of God. When we walk through that rent veil, when we come to God through Jesus Christ, we have forgiveness of sins and we’re cleansed of our guilty conscience. Isn’t that awesome? Isn’t it awesome to know you can be forgiven; you can be cleansed; that there is no condemnation to those in Christ Jesus?
Matthew 27:52-53 The tombs were opened, In Israel, as you look out from the Temple Mount over the Kidron Valley to the Mount of Olives, you see all the graves. This is where they were buried. They were buried there because they knew a resurrection was coming. Daniel had promised them that. …and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised; 

Matthew 27:53 And coming out of the tombs after His resurrection they entered the holy city and appeared to many. After His resurrection, bodies came out of those tombs and went into the city and appeared to many people. What was the testimony? What was being said? Jesus had conquered sin and death. He had conquered sin by paying for it with His sinless blood. He was a Lamb without spot or blemish.

1 Peter 1:18-19 Knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your futile (vain and empty) way of life inherited from your forefather, but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of Christ. Because Jesus was without sin, He could pay for your sins and God was propitiated. God’s holiness was satisfied therefore He could raise Jesus Christ from the dead. So Jesus Christ is the first fruits. That He has been raised from the dead is a testimony that all these still buried today who have believed in Jesus will be raised also, raised to eternal life. When is that going to happen? There is an order to things: They will be raised at Christ’s coming when He leaves heaven. But right now Christ is sitting at the right hand of the throne of the Most High God. He sits there to make intercession for us. He’s interceding for you right now. He wants you to understand this truth—and the gospel. He wants you to believe that He was raised from the dead because it’s true. He doesn’t want you to believe a lie or be deceived, or go around saying, “There’s no resurrection. When you’re in the tomb, that’s it. It’s over. Kaput. You’re under—six feet deep.” No. Every single one of us (remember, we saw it) will be raised—Jesus said that—some to condemnation but some to glorification to be with God. 
When will the tombs open up? At the second coming of Jesus Christ when He rises from His seated position at the right hand of the throne of God and the heavens open and He descends and comes in His power and glory, in His time, to reign as King of kings and Lord of lords. When He comes He will subdue all the kingdoms of this earth. Every nation, every human being will eventually bow the knee and confess that Jesus Christ is God. He’s going to come back. Revelation 19 tells you that. He’s going to set up His kingdom and then rule for 1000 years. Remember, these are the facts. This is truth—pure, unadulterated truth.
1 Corinthians 15:22b-25a …in Christ all shall be made alive. But each in his own order: Christ the first fruits, after that those who are Christ’s at His coming, then comes the end, when He delivers up the kingdom to the God and Father, when He has abolished all rule and all authority and power. For He must reign… Reign where? If He’s coming, it’s from heaven. He’s coming here to planet earth. He’s going to reign.

1 Corinthians 15:25 For He must reign until He has put all His enemies under His feet. That means, if someone is His enemy, that person goes under His feet. When you put an enemy under your feet, or you put your foot on the neck of your enemy, that signifies you have conquered that enemy. You can imagine someone prostrate with another foot right on top of the back of their neck.

1 Corinthians 15:26 The last enemy that will be abolished is death. Next to that verse you might want to write: Revelation 20:14. 

What Happens at the End
Revelation 20 refers to Satan being bound for 1000 years.

Revelation 20:2-3 And he laid hold of the dragon, the serpent of old, who is the devil and Satan, and bound him for a thousand years, and threw him into the abyss, and shut it and sealed it over him, so that he should not deceive the nations any longer,… We are living in a time of horrendous deception. Most of the world does not believe in Jesus Christ. Most of the world has put man where God belongs and has said that man is the center of the universe—that everything pivots around man. But everything does not pivot around man. Everything pivots around God. We have denied God, turned our backs on God. We have said there is no God. We have played the fool and the Bible says, “The fool says in His heart that there is no God.”
Romans 1:21-23a For even though they knew God, they did not honor Him as God, or give thanks, but they became futile in their speculations, and their foolish heart was darkened. Professing to be wise, they became fools, and exchanged the glory of the incorruptible God for an image… And in our case in the United States of America, it’s an image made like man. In a great part of the industrialized world, the civilized world, we’re in an image made like man. That’s our god. We worship man. But in worshiping man, this is what God says:

Revelation 20:2b-3 …and bound him for a thousand years, and threw him into the abyss, This is the one that deceives the nations, the serpent, the dragon… and shut it and sealed it over him, so that the should not deceive the nations any longer, until the thousand years were completed; after these things he must be released for a short time. What is God doing? He’s removing this great deceiver, shutting up the opposition and giving everyone living then a chance to really see who God is. And some will still not believe.

Revelation 20:4 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them and judgment was given to them. And I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of the testimony of Jesus… Do you know how many martyrs there are in the world, even now? There are more martyrs now in this century, in this time, than there have been in all the other ages. More have laid down their lives for Jesus Christ because they believe in the resurrection and the life—that being absent from the body is to be present with the Lord. They believe they’re going to be raised from the dead someday never to die anymore. Because of that, they’ve laid down their lives, having not turned their tail on God or apostasized. They have not denied him but have suffered. “Yea, all who live godly in Christ Jesus will suffer persecution, but if we suffer with Him, we shall also reign with Him.” (see 1 Peter)
…and because of the word of God, and those who had not worshiped the beast or his image, This is the final world power that’s on the scene, on the horizon. Every person on the face of this earth who wants to buy or sell will someday receive the mark of that beast, and the minute they do it, they’re damned to eternal judgment. There’s no way they can ever be saved after that. If you study the book of Revelation, you’ll know that. …and because of the word of God… Because they believed that this is true… 
We’re living in a day and age when they’re saying that there is no absolute truth. They’re saying truth is relative, social, cultural, national. No it’s not. The Word of God is truth. And if you don’t believe it, you’ve believed a lie. … and those who had not worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received the mark upon their forehead and upon their hand; and they came to life There’s that resurrection at His coming. Not only did they come out of the tombs and come to life but they reigned with Christ for a thousand years. 
Revelation 20:5 The rest of the dead did not come to life until the thousand years were completed. This is the first resurrection. There are two resurrections: one unto life and one unto death. There is a resurrection unto the new heaven and the new earth with the glories of heaven having no more tears, sorrows, pain, death. It’s the resurrection of little Sarah Lee now lying in the cemetery. It’s the resurrection of the multitudes that have put their faith in Jesus Christ. That resurrection happens. That’s the first resurrection. It has stages which we’ll see in the next lesson.
Revelation 20:6 Blessed and holy is the one who has a part in the first resurrection; over these the second death has no power, Remember: there are two deaths—two deaths for the lost but not two deaths for Kay. She will die once. When she dies she will be absent from the body and present with the Lord. She knows this because she has a relationship and not a religion. She knows it because Christ is in her and “Christ in me is the hope of glory.” She knows it not because she earned it but because she believed in Jesus Christ and as a result she is able to do good deeds. So when Jesus said that some of these will be raised to eternal life and some to eternal judgment, He means “Those that did the good deeds.” 
Were they saved by doing good deeds? Was that what caused them to be raised? No, but the good deeds were evidence that Christ was in them because apart from Him we can do nothing. When Christ is in us, by the indwelling power of the Holy Spirit, we are able to walk in good deeds. We’re no longer slaves to sin. “In this are manifest the children of God and the children of the devil.” Whosoever habitually practices sin is of the devil. That’s how you know those who are born of God, who have God’s seed within them, God’s Holy Spirit within them, are the ones who bring forth righteousness and do deeds of righteousness. …but they will be priests of God and of Christ and will reign with Him for a thousand years. Remember from 1 Corinthians 15:
1 Corinthians 15:25 For He must reign until He has put all His enemies under His feet. How long is He going to reign on this earth? A thousand years. And who is going to reign with Him? Those who have taken part in the first resurrection. Their reign will be according to their faithfulness. Some will reign over five cities and some will reign over ten cities. Jesus made this very clear in the gospel of Luke and other places. So we want to be faithful. 
It’s not enough to know that when we die we will be absent from the body and present with the Lord. We know that someday our bodies are going to be raised from the grave and we will be united with them. Hallelujah. We’re all going home. But there is a judgment seat of Christ. When we stand before Him and give an account for the deeds done in our bodies, He passes out rewards because faithfulness with God is always rewarded. God is just to the nth degree.

Revelation 20:7 And when the thousand years are completed, Satan will be released from his prison, He will come out of that bottomless pit where he has been in chains.

Revelation 20:8-10 And will come out to deceive the nations which are in the four corners of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together for the war; the number of them is like the sand of the seashore. And they came up on the broad plain of the earth and surrounded the camp of the saints and the beloved city, (Jerusalem—and that’s where Jesus will be.) and fire came down from heaven and devoured them. And the devil who deceived them was thrown into the lake of fire and brimstone where the beast and the false prophet are also; and they will be tormented day and night forever and ever. It’s just as eternal as eternal life. Remember 1 Corinthians 15:
1 Corinthians 15:26 The last enemy that will be abolished is death.
Revelation 20:11-13 And I saw a great white throne and Him who sat upon it, from whose presence earth and heaven fled away, and no place was found for them. And I saw the dead, The twice dead—those who are going to participate in the second death, who did not believe in Jesus Christ, who didn’t receive Him. Those who thought they could get to God another way or said, “Leave me alone. The man upstairs and I have an understanding. We’ve made our peace. We’ve got a deal.” You don’t deal with God. You come to God His way or you don’t come at all. And the only way you come to God is through the Lord Jesus Christ. So these standing there are dead. …the dead, the great and the small, standing before the throne, and books were opened; and another book was opened, which is the book of life; and the dead were judged from the things which were written in the books, according to their deeds. And the sea gave up the dead which were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead which were in them; and they were judged, every one of them according to their deeds. You say, “There’s that ‘deeds’ again.” There they are being judged according to their deeds, and you know why? Your deeds show who’s in residence inside you, whether God is there or not.

Revelation 20:14 And death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death, the lake of fire. This is the fact. This is the truth:

1 Corinthians 15:26 The last enemy that will be abolished is death. After this there’s no more death. These are the ones who have been raised from the dead, having been brought out of the tombs, out of Sheol, out of hell, who now stand one by one at the great white throne judgment of God. The books are opened but their names are not in the book of life. God has blotted their names out of the book of life because they refused to receive Jesus who is the Way, the Truth, and the Life. They are the ones from the time of Adam, those that lived before the cross, who did not believe in the coming of Messiah. They are the ones during the time of Jesus who said, “We don’t want this man to rule over us.” And after the time of Jesus Christ, they are the ones who look back at Calvary and say, “I don’t believe that stuff. It’s just a crutch and I don’t need a crutch. God helps those who help themselves and I’m just fine. The man upstairs and I have an understanding.” These are the dead—from the very beginning to the very end. These stand before God to be cast into the lake of fire. Death is then destroyed also. Death is cast into the lake of fire.

Revelation 20:14-15 And death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death, the lake of fire. And if anyone’s name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire. Is your name in the book of life? It only stays there if you believe in Jesus Christ. If you die apart from Jesus Christ, your name is erased from the book of life. You died without receiving God’s way of escape, which is the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Then Revelation talks about a new heaven and a new earth which will be in the next lesson.
1 Corinthians 15:27 For He has put all things in subjection under His feet. But when He says, “All things are put in subjection,” it is evident that He is excepted who put all things in subjection to Him. God is the one putting all things in subjection under the feet of Jesus Christ but not God the Father.
1 Corinthians 15:28 And when all things are subjected to Him, then the Son Himself also will be subjected to the One who subjected all things to Him, that God may be all in all. Jesus is God. He is God incarnate—God in the flesh. Yet there is the Father and all things will be put in submission under Him, even Jesus. The Bible tells us that in Corinthians and we saw that in 1 Corinthians 11 that Christ is subject to the Father.

1 Corinthians 15:29-31 Otherwise, what will those do who are baptized for the dead? If the dead are not raised at all, why then are they baptized for them? Why are we also in danger every hour? “Reason with me; hear my protest now.” I protest, brethren, by the boasting in you, which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily. Paul says, “Here people are going through this ceremony and they really don’t understand it but they’re being baptized for the dead. If there is no resurrection, why would they be baptized for the dead? If there’s no resurrection, why would I fight with beasts at Ephesus? Why would I constantly put my life in danger if there is no resurrection from the dead? But I die daily.”

1 Corinthians 15:32 If from human motives I fought with wild beasts at Ephesus, what does it profit me? If the dead are not raised, “let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die.” If the dead are not going to be raised, get out the booze, baby! Eat, drink and party because all you have is this life. But then Paul says:

1 Corinthians 15:33 Do not be deceived: “Bad company corrupts good morals.” Paul is saying, “Don’t be deceived, Corinthians. You’re running around with the wrong crowd. You’re running around with the ‘no resurrection’ crowd. You’re running around with those for whom Jesus was just a good man and He’s just good for this life.” Evil companions are going to corrupt your good morals because if you don’t believe that there’s a resurrection and that someday you’re going to stand before God and bow the knee and give an account for the way that you’ve lived, then you are going to eat and drink—but you will die. You will then find out how wrong you were. You will find out that there really is a hell and a lake of fire. And there really was a heaven and salvation but you missed it because you refused to bow the knee. But you know what? Someday you will [bow the knee anyway] because when Christ comes:
Philippians 2:10-11 At the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
If they put you in the tomb, will you be raised from the dead for condemnation or will you be raised from the dead to eternal life? Will you hear, “Welcome home, beloved.”? Think about this lecture. Talk to God about it and ask Him where you stand. Remember this: Christ was raised from the dead.

1 Corinthians 15:3-4 …Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures.
