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Listen carefully. You’ll hear a cry among evangelical Christians for revival, calling us to prayer and fasting, reminding us of our responsibility to share the gospel so our hands might not be guilty of the blood of any man. There’s a cry in the land. Unless we hear and heed it, it will be our ruin. 
Kay believes, with all that’s been going on in the USA—the floods, tornadoes, and cataclysmic events that are not Mother Nature but Father God—that His judgment is coming to pass on this nation. It has to come because our cup of iniquity is full and running over. Kay talks to people and holds them in her arms. She wishes she could do that with everyone, to weep with you and pat you, grieve with you, because she knows that the pain is so incredible. Sometimes it seems almost unbearable. You think, “If this is life, I don’t want any part of it because I never thought it would be this way.” Kay is 64 [when this was taped] and never has she seen such pain, distress, and wounds as she sees now. 
Jeremiah
It reminds her of the book of Jeremiah. This is the message God laid on her heart for us. It’s a hard message, but delivered in love and obedience so that it might soften our hearts and bring the revival that God so longs to bring in our lives, if we would just listen to Him and His Spirit.
In Jeremiah 8 we see the setting of the children of Israel:

Jeremiah 8:18-19 My sorrow is beyond healing, My heart is faint within me! Behold, listen! The cry of the daughter of my people from a distant land:… “From a distant land” because they are going into captivity, bondage, servitude and he knows what awaits them: the curses of Deuteronomy when God tells them that He has set before them life and death, blessing and cursing. Jeremiah knows the pain that is about to come upon them; horrific pain.

Jeremiah 8:19-22 …“Why have they provoked Me with their graven images, with foreign idols? Harvest is past, summer is ended, and we are not saved.” For the brokenness of the daughter of my people I am broken; I mourn, dismay has taken hold of me. Is there no balm in Gilead? Is there no physician there? Why then has not the health of the daughter of my people been restored? Why all this sickness? Why all these wounds? Why all this pain? There is a balm in Gilead. It is the Word of God. There is a Great Physician. It is God Himself: Jehovah Raphah, the Lord God who heals. 

The condition of the people in the book of Jeremiah parallels the condition today in the United States of America. Romans 15:4 and 1 Corinthians 10:11 both tell us, in essence, that the things written beforehand in the Old Testament were written for our encouragement and our instruction so that we might have perseverance and hope. The things God laid down in the Old Testament are very relevant for today. When looking at the condition of the people in Jeremiah’s time, we see why they were in this condition and how painful this was to Jeremiah.
Jeremiah 9:1-3 Oh, that my head were waters, and my eyes a fountain of tears, that I might weep day and night for the slain of the daughter of my people! O that I had in the desert a wayfarer’s lodging place; that I might leave my people, and go from them! For all of them are adulterers, an assembly of treacherous men. “And they bend their tongue like their bow; lies and not truth prevail in the land; for they proceed from evil to evil, and they do not know Me,” declares the LORD. 
Why were they in this terrible condition?

Jeremiah 2:13 “For My people have committed two evils: They have forsaken Me, the fountain of living waters, to hew for themselves cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water. For My people have committed two evils: [See next page for Kay’s instructions on marking this.]
1. They have forsaken Me, the fountain of living waters, “I’m the fountain of living waters. I’m the wellspring of life. You’re to drink of Me. But you’ve forsaken Me and turned your back on Me. And what have you done?” 

2. To hew for themselves cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water.”

(Mark ‘1’ and ‘2’ next to the first and second evils in this passage so that you see them. 
(Participate in the act of marking your Bible because, when you do, you look at the text and interact with the text. It becomes a learning device to put it in your mind and in your heart so that it can’t be taken away. All the way through Jeremiah, mark every reference to sin, evil, and iniquity in brown so you can see every time he talks about evil or iniquity.
“What you have done is to turn from the fountain of living waters—Me—that can satisfy your every longing, to dig broken cisterns where water does come in, but seeps away, then you’re not satisfied.” That’s what’s happened in America. If you go back and trace our history you’ll see that children were taught to read the Word of God. From Scriptural principles and the Ten Commandments there was a fear of God before our eyes. You read the Constitution and the other early documents written by our founding fathers of this nation, and God was mentioned. There was a fear of God, a respect for God. God was on our coins and our bills “In God we trust”, but that’s no longer true. We, like Israel, have forsaken the fountain of living waters and have hewn out broken cisterns that cannot hold water. We are perishing because of a lack of the living water that alone can satisfy us. 
In Jeremiah 2, the condition that the Israelites were in they had done to themselves. 

Jeremiah 2:17-18 “Have you not done this to yourself, by your forsaking the LORD you God, when He led you in the way?” But now what are you doing on the road to Egypt, to drink the waters of the Nile? “Here I am. I am the One to satisfy your thirst, yet you’re running down to Egypt to drink the waters of the Nile.” Or what are you doing on the road to Assyria, to drink the waters of the Euphrates? “You’re turning to other nations for help instead of turning to Me. You’re turning to the arm of flesh but it’s going to destroy you. You are to turn to Me.”

Jeremiah 2:19 “Your own wickedness will correct you, and your apostasies will reprove you; “Apostasy”: At one time you hold to something. You embrace that. To “apostasize” means to let it go, that you turn your back on it. …Know therefore and see that it is evil and bitter for you to forsake the LORD your God, and the dread of Me is not in you,” declares the Lord GOD of hosts. 
When He says, “The dread of Me is not in you,” He’s talking about the fear of God. Fear of God is a reverential trust, an awesome respect. If you just listen in our society to how the name of God is used, how the name of Jesus Christ is used, and the jokes about God, you see that there is no fear of God before our eyes. The dread of Him is not in us, yet it needs to be because to fear God is to depart from evil. To fear God is to get to know God and walk in His ways. It is to know that what He says, He means, and we can trust Him and know that what He says will come to pass. 
This was their state but ours also. They had done it to themselves. Here is what they had done:
1. They had lost the fear of God. Jeremiah 2:19

Jeremiah 2:4-5 Hear the word of the LORD, O house of Jacob, Hear the word of the LORD, America, and all the families of the house of Israel. Thus says the LORD, “What injustice did you fathers find in Me, that they went far from Me and walked after emptiness and became empty? Do you know how empty life is for so many in our nation? It’s so full of emptiness! We have more than any other nation on the face of this earth. We not only have more materially, but we have more spiritually, yet we are empty because we are getting chaff instead of the wheat of God’s word.

Jeremiah 2:6 “And they did not say, ‘Where is the LORD who brought us up out of the land of Egypt, who led us through the wilderness, through a land of deserts and pits,  through a land of drought and of deep darkness, through a land that no one crossed and where no man dwelt.’” We don’t say, “Where is the Lord who brought us this far as a nation and took us from our humble beginnings to make us one of the greatest nations on the face of this earth?” Instead, we act as if God had nothing to do with where we are.
Jeremiah 2:7-8 “And I brought you into the fruitful land, to eat its fruit and its good things, but you came and defiled My land, and My inheritance you made an abomination. The priests did not say, ‘Where is the LORD?’ And those who handle the law did not know Me; 
That’s so true today when you see all that’s happening in the churches, all that’s being condoned, sanctioned: homosexuality, lesbianism, abortion, divorce—all these things hidden, covered up, or even embraced. And we’re saying we know the Lord and we’re walking in His way? No. But the priests handling the law said that because they did not know Him. …The rulers also transgressed against Me, You see this in Washington D.C. right now in all quarters of our government …and the prophets prophesied by Baal and walked after things that did not profit. Many times you turn on television and the things you see and hear, that are being proclaimed, are not what God’s Word says and people are being deluded. They have lost the fear of God and have turned to other ways and they have not done it with fear and trembling.
2. They are being deluded. Jeremiah 2:23-24

Jeremiah 2:23-24 “How can you say, ‘I am not defiled, I have not gone after the Baals’? Look at your way in the valley! Know what you have done! You are a swift young camel entangling her ways, a wild donkey accustomed to the wilderness, that sniffs the wind in her passion. In the time of her heat who can turn her away? All who seek her will not become weary; in her month they will find her.” You’re just running after your own lusts.

The other day Kay was on a flight talking to a flight attendant about attitude. The flight attendant agreed that attitude does make a difference. She said that her boyfriend’s kids were sick all night and when she got to work she was grumpy. The people on her regular flight saw it. Kay asked her what her ambitions and desires of life were. She said that she wanted to get married. Kay said, “That’s very good because God says that you’re living in adultery. You’re committing adultery.” She looked at Kay and said, “You know, I don’t know what God says.” That’s true. We have walked our own way. We are deluded.

Jeremiah 3:2-3 “Life up your eyes to the bare heights and see; where have you not been violated? By the roads you have sat for them like an Arab in the desert, and you have polluted a land with your harlotry and with your wickedness. “Therefore the showers have been withheld, and there is no spring rain. Yet you had a harlot’s forehead; you refused to be ashamed.” That’s what’s happening. We are living in harlotry yet we don’t see it as that.

Jeremiah 6:7, 15 “As a well keeps its waters fresh so she keeps fresh her wickedness. Violence and destruction are heard in her; Sickness and wounds are ever before Me… Were they ashamed because of the abomination they have done? They were not even ashamed at all; they did not even know how to blush. 
A woman was telling Kay about the “father of her child”. She wasn’t embarrassed at all to tell Kay that she’d had a child out of wedlock. It’s not embarrassing anymore for Hollywood stars to say who they’re living with or to walk around with their pregnant live-in mates. We don’t know how to blush. We tell dirty jokes and no one blushes anymore. We are deluded, deceived. We are sick and immoral and don’t know it. Therefore they shall fall among those who fall; at the time that I punish them, they shall be cast down,” says the LORD. God must judge sin. He is a holy God, a righteous God, and He must judge sin.

3. They played the harlot. They played the harlot spiritually first, then physically. That same pattern is seen in Romans 1. In Jeremiah 3, “harlot” is a key word.

Jeremiah 3:1b, 2b, 3b“You are a harlot with many lovers; yet you turn to Me,” declares the LORD. “…With your harlotry and with your wickedness.” “Yet you had a harlot’s forehead;”
Jeremiah 3:6 Then the LORD said to me in the days of Josiah the king, (That’s when this prophecy began, when Jeremiah began his ministry, in the days of Josiah the king,)“Have you seen what faithlessness Israel did? She went up on every high hill and under every green tree, and she was a harlot there.” They would take the trees and shape them into phallic or sexual symbols. That’s where they would go and worship their gods. 
That’s what’s happened to us. We have played the harlot spiritually, so consequently, we have played the harlot physically.

When people turn away from the true knowledge of God, when they really don’t know God as He is, when they have their own figment of their imagination of who God is, their own reasoning, their own distortion, then you’ll find them worshiping others. And when you go into idolatry, adultery always follows. That’s the pattern in Romans 1.

Jeremiah 5:7-8 “Why should I pardon you? Your sons have forsaken Me and sworn by those who are not gods. When I had fed them to the full, they committed adultery and trooped to the harlot’s house. They were well-fed lusty horses, each one neighing after his neighbor’s wife.” Isn’t that true today? So much infidelity; so many homes destroyed, and Kay was one of those. [See the last page for Kay’s story.]
These people had committed spiritual and physical adultery. They had played the harlot. 

Lamentations was written when they’re sitting in captivity in this terrible state where their whole city and country has been destroyed. This so describes us today.

Lamentations 1:8-9 Jerusalem sinned greatly, therefore she has become an unclean thing. All who honored her despise her because they have seen her nakedness; even she herself groans and turns away. Her uncleanness was in her skirts; she did not consider her future;… We are not considering our future but moving according to our passions and our desires. We are moving apart from a true knowledge and fear of God. …. she did not consider her future; therefore she has fallen astonishingly. Consider your future.

4. They were stupid and foolish. Stupid and foolish to live the way they were living.

Jeremiah 4:22 “For My people are foolish, they know Me not; they are stupid children, and they have no understanding. They are shrewd to do evil, but to do good they do not know.”
5. The Word of God was not in them. It was not in the people or the prophets.

Jeremiah 5:9,12-13 “Shall I not punish these people,” declares the LORD, “And on a nation such as this shall I not avenge Myself? Why? Because they were saying in verse 12 that: They have lied about the LORD and said, “Not He; Misfortune will not come on us; And we will not see sword or famine. And the prophets are as wind, and the word is not in them”…. The prophets were deceiving the people. 
Jeremiah 5:30-31 “An appalling and horrible thing has happened in the land: The prophets prophesy falsely, and the priests rule on their own authority; and My people love it so! But what will you do at the end of it?” The words of Jeremiah 6:10 had become a reproach:
Jeremiah 6:10  To whom shall I speak and give warning, that they may hear? Behold, their ears are closed, and they cannot listen. Behold, the word of the LORD has become a reproach to them;… 
So many people want to come to a conference to laugh and be entertained. They want to have their ears tickled and to know how to get out of their problems. They want to know how to be healthy and wealthy. But they don’t want to know how to be holy. They don’t want to know how to deny themselves and take up their cross and follow God. They just desire some way out of their own situations. They want their wounds healed but they don’t want them healed by the surgery of God’s Word. But that’s the only thing that will heal them. They had rejected the Word of the Lord.

Jeremiah 6:19 “Hear, O earth: behold I am bringing disaster on this people, the fruit of their plans, because they have not listened to My words, and as for My law, they have rejected it also.” This is exactly what has happened to us. We have rejected the Word of the Lord. This is so true, sad to say, in many quarters of Christendom.

Jeremiah 6:13-14 “For from the least of them even to the greatest of them, everyone is greedy for gain, and from the prophet even to the priest everyone deals falsely. And they have healed the brokenness of My people superficially, saying, ‘Peace, peace,’ but there is no peace.” They’re not going for the surgery that will remove the cancerous wound. They’re putting a band-aid on it instead and they’re greedy for gain and want to tickle the ears of the people. So what are we to do?
Jeremiah 4:1 “If you will return, O Israel,” declares the LORD, “Then you should return to Me.” We must return and put away the detestable things. “And if you will put away your detested things from My presence, and will not waver,” We have so many things in our homes detestable to God. We have so many things that are dishonoring and displeasing to God, yet we embrace them and hold on to them, thinking we can serve the holy God with unholy hands. No, you can’t. What you do in the closet may not be seen by any other person but it is seen by God. What you think upon in your mind may not be known by another human being but God knows the thoughts that are within. What are we to do?

Jeremiah 4:14 Wash your heart from evil, O Jerusalem, that you may be saved. How long will your wicked thoughts lodge within you? If you’re full of bitterness, unforgiveness, immoral thoughts, thoughts of revenge, those are evil thoughts. They are lodging within you. As you think in your heart so you are. This is where adultery, immorality, murder, hatred, strife, all come from—from what’s within. You’ve got to put those things away because you belong to God and He’s given you the mind of Christ. Those things have to go. If you will read the Word of God it will show you how to put those things from you. What do you need to do? You need to amend your ways.

Jeremiah 7:1-4 The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying, “Stand in the gate of the LORD’s house Stand up in the churches today and proclaim there this word, and say,…Amend your ways and your deeds, and I will let you dwell in this place. Do not trust in deceptive words, saying, ‘This is the temple of the LORD, the temple of the LORD, the temple of the LORD.’” So many times we stand and sing, worship and raise hands to God, moving and feeling this emotion. But what’s it like on the ground floor? What’s it like when we’re out there in the marketplace? What’s it like out there when we’re faced with other people that we’re having a conflict with? How are we living then? He says, “I don’t want you to trust in these religious phrases and things that you’re going through. I want you to amend your ways and start right from the heart.”
Jeremiah 7:5-8 “For if you truly amend your ways and your deeds, if you truly practice justice between a man and his neighbor, if you do not oppress the alien, the orphan, or the widow, and do not shed innocent blood in this place, In other words, no more abortions. …nor walk after other gods to your own ruin, then I will let you dwell in this place, in the land that I gave to your fathers forever and ever. Behold you are trusting in deceptive words to no avail.” It’s time to return to God. It’s time to repent, to have a change of mind resulting in a change of direction. It is time to amend your ways. It is time to wash your heart from evil. The hour is late and the eyes of the Lord are running to and fro throughout this whole earth. 
Ezekiel
Ezekiel 9 shows what happened when God got ready in judgment to move upon Israel because they would not listen. They were stubborn and dug in their heels, listened to the false prophets, not the true; because they chose the broad way, the easy way, instead of that straight and narrow way; because they chose death instead of life, cursing instead of blessing; and then it was going to come. We have to understand this: We serve a holy, holy God. He never alters His holiness. He says, “You must be holy as I am holy. Without holiness, no man is going to see the Lord.” This is not perfection, but rather a desire to be set apart to God and let His Word dwell in you, a desire to obey Him and not turn to the right or the left. A pain that when it looks at sin, it weeps and grieves over the sin being committed. 
How does the book of Jeremiah end? Israel is taken into captivity because they did not listen. “Listen” is a key word in Jeremiah. “You did not listen.”
Ezekiel 9:1-4 Then He cried out in my hearing with a loud voice saying, “Draw ear, O executioners of the city, each with his destroying weapon in his hand.” And behold, six men came…with his shattering weapon in his hand; and among them was a certain man clothed in linen with a writing case at his loins… And the LORD said to him, “Go through the midst of the city, even through the midst of Jerusalem, and put a mark on the foreheads of the men who sigh and groan over all the abominations which are being committed in its midst.” So he moves through. He calls the executioners. 

Ezekiel 9:5-6 But to the others He said in my hearing, “Go through the city after him and strike; do not let your eye have pity, and do not spare. Utterly slay old men, young men, maidens, little children, and women, but do not touch any man on whom is the mark that taw (ת), that cross, on their foreheads, and you shall start from My sanctuary.” You begin at the house of God and then you move through the city. So they started with the elders who were before the temple. Judgment begins at the house of God. If it begins there, what will the world do? If we would judge ourselves we would not be judged by God. 
Revival begins when we examine ourselves in the mirror and light of God’s Word and wash away that evil. We return to God. We amend our ways. We cry, “Heal me, O Lord, and I will be healed. Save me, O God, and I will be saved.” God’s heart weeps over your pain and sorrow, over the awful effects of sin. It weeps, broken, over your sin. Only God can heal that. He’ll only heal it if you return to Him, repent, cleanse your heart and amend your ways. Then he’ll move on your behalf. If judgment does come—and it may well—then He’ll see the taw (ת) on your forehead. You have the same heart God has, one that bleeds, breaks, grieves, mourns over sin. He’ll spare you in the Day of Judgment.
What God said to Israel, and warned them about way back in those centuries long before Jesus Christ, just before 586 BC when He came in to destroy that nation, is that this is a message for us also.

Ezekiel 14:1-3 Then some of the elders of Israel came to me and sat down before me. And the word of the LORD came to me saying, “Son of man these men have set up idols in their hearts, and have put right before their faces the stumbling block of their iniquity. Should I be consulted by them at all?” Where is Ezekiel? While Jeremiah is prophesying in Jerusalem, Ezekiel was taken captive and prophesied from Babylon. He knows what is going on also. He prophesied to the 10,000 men who had been taken captive along with Ezekiel in 597 BC. Ezekiel also shows the condition of Israel.
Ezekiel 14:4-5 “Therefore speak to them and tell them, ‘Thus says the Lord GOD, “Any man of the house of Israel who sets up his idols in his heart, puts right before his face the stumbling block of his iniquity, and then comes to the prophet, I the LORD will be brought to give him an answer in the matter in view of the multitude of his idols, in order to lay hold of the hearts of the house of Israel who are estranged from Me through all their idols.”’” It’s a little complicated but he’s saying, “These men might not have an external idol set up anywhere now, but they have set up an idol in their hearts.” That’s true with so many of us. An idol is anything that keeps you from giving God priority. An idol is anything that lessens your heart, your passion, your zeal, your time, your energies for God. It keeps you from loving God with all you heart, soul, mind, strength. That’s what these men had done.
Ezekiel 14:6-8 “Therefore say to the house of Israel, ‘Thus says the Lord GOD, “Repent and turn away from your idols, and turn your faces away from all your abominations. For anyone of the house of Israel or of the immigrants who stay in Israel who separates himself from Me, sets up his idols in his heart, puts right before his face the stumbling block of his iniquity, and then comes to the prophet to inquire of Me for himself, I the LORD will be brought to answer him in My own person. And I shall set My face against that man and make him a sign and a proverb, and I shall cut him off from among My people. So you will know that I am the LORD.” All the way through the book of Ezekiel, He keeps saying, “This is what I’m going to do. This is the way I’m going to respond, how I’m going to act.” He keeps repeating this: “Then you will know that I am the LORD.”

Ezekiel 14:9-11 “But if the prophet is prevailed upon to speak a word, it is I, the LORD, who have prevailed upon that prophet, and I will stretch out My hand against him and destroy him from among My people Israel. These are false prophets. And they will bear the punishment of their iniquity; as the iniquity of the inquirer is, so the iniquity of the prophet will be, in order that the house of Israel may no longer stray from Me and no longer defile themselves with all their transgressions. Thus they will be My people, and I shall be their God,” declares the Lord GOD. 

What was going on? There were false prophets prophesying their dreams and visions. In Jeremiah 23 a key word is “dream” and another is “My word”.

Jeremiah 23:25-32 “I have heard what the prophets have said who prophesy falsely in My name, saying, ‘I had a dream, I had a dream!’ How long? Is there anything in the hearts of the prophets who prophesy falsehood, even these prophets of deception of their own heart, who intend to make My people forget My name by their dreams which they relate to one another just as their fathers forgot My name because of Baal? The prophet who has a dream may relate his dream, Go ahead and relate your dream—but know this: But let him who has My word speak My word in truth. What does straw (the dream) have in common with grain?” declares the LORD. “Is not My word like fire and like a hammer which shatters a rock? Therefore behold, I am against the prophets who steal My words from each other. Behold, I am against the prophets who use their tongues and declare, ‘The LORD declares.’ Behold, I am against those who have prophesied false dreams and related them, and led My people astray by their falsehoods and reckless boasting; yet I did not send them or command them, nor do they furnish this people the slightest benefit,” declares the LORD. 
You can turn on Christian television, unfortunately, almost any day of the week and hear false prophets’ dreams and revelations—but the people listening don’t know it. They don’t know it because they don’t know the Bible. They have time to watch television but not to study the Word of God. They’re like the people in the days of Jeremiah. They want a prophet who will prophesy sweet things to them, a prophet they will delight in but whom they don’t know will destroy them. This is what God is saying He’s going to do.
See the relationship between what happened to Israel and what can happen to us:

Ezekiel 14:12-20 Then the word of the LORD came to me saying, “Son of man, if a country A “country”, not “Israel”. If a country sins against Me by committing unfaithfulness, and I stretch out My hand against it, destroy its supply of bread, send famine against it, and cut off from it both man and beast, even though these three men, Noah, Daniel, and Job were in its midst, by their own righteousness they could only deliver themselves,” declares the Lord GOD. “If I were to cause wild beasts to pass through the land, and they depopulated it, and it became desolate so that no one would pass through it because of the beasts, though these three men were in its midst, as I live, they could not deliver either their sons or their daughters. They alone would be delivered, but the country would be desolate. Or if I should bring a sword on that country…even though these three men were in its midst, as I live they could not deliver either their sons or their daughters, but they alone would be delivered. Or if I should send a plague against that country and pour out My wrath in blood on it, to cut off man and beast from it, AIDS is a plague, along with others, even though Noah, Daniel, and Job were in its midst, as I live, they could not deliver either their son or their daughter. They would deliver only themselves by their righteousness.” 
What’s the message? Only the righteous will survive. That’s why it’s so important that we have revival. It revives this holiness, this life that’s within us, this life that desires God above all else, this life that wants to be a holy life. When we have revival and that life is revived so that we are a clean people with clean hands dwelling in the midst of an unclean people, we bring conviction of sin. There’s a burden upon us to share the gospel of Jesus Christ and to bring in those disciplines of prayer and fasting that we might be a holy people mightily used by God. But when God gets ready to judge a country, you’ll not be able to rescue your son, daughter, father, or mother. Only the righteous will survive. If Noah were there, he couldn’t do it. Neither could Job or Daniel. They could only deliver themselves. This is why we so desperately need revival. 
When we begin to get right with God, when we get rid of that sin, turn to Him, wash that evil heart and begin to amend our evil ways, then that righteousness comes. It has an impact on others. Right now the world can look at the church and excuse sin because the same sins that the world is involved in is the same that the church is involved in, unfortunately. Not the true Christians necessarily, but the church that is under that steeple in that community that the people look at and think, “Those are Christians; they’re just like us.” But we need not to be like them. We need to be a righteous, holy, Godly people who fear our God and who, because we fear and respect our God, depart from evil to walk in faith holding forth the Word of Life in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation.
It’s not just Jerusalem that God’s going to punish. It’s any country that sins against Him. He brings those judgments in horrific ways. So horrific that people cry, “If God is God, why doesn’t He intervene?” They don’t know or realize that He has. He has finally had to intervene with the rod of judgment. If we would judge ourselves we would not need to be judged by God. 
Go through the book of Jeremiah. Read it from the beginning to the end and ask God to speak to your heart and cleanse you so that you turn from those broken cisterns, which cannot hold water, and return to the fountain of living waters. Just before Jesus Christ was crucified, he cried, “Come, everyone who is thirsty. Come and drink of Me. He that believes on Me, out of his innermost being will flow rivers of living water.” This He spoke concerning the Holy Spirit whom He would give to us after He died and paid for our sins; after He was buried but raised from the dead on the third day and ascended into heaven. He sent His Holy Spirit to live inside of us that we might be holy even as He is holy. 
Does His Spirit bear witness with your spirit that you are a child of God? If not, you need right now to call upon the name of the Lord to tell God that you are a sinner who does not want to live in sin but that you can’t set yourself free; that you want Him, in mercy and in grace, to move on your behalf, to forgive your sins and to receive you as His child and to give you the gift of eternal life by putting His Spirit within you.
If you will do this:

1. Confess that you are a sinner.

2. Know that there’s only one Savior and that it’s Jesus.

3. Recognize that He is God.

4. Believe on Him in your heart and confess it with your mouth

Then you will be saved and the righteous will survive.

Ezekiel 11:19-20
“And I shall give them one heart, and shall put a new spirit within them. And I shall take the heart of stone out of their flesh and give them a heart of flesh, that they may walk in My statutes and keep My ordinances, and do them. Then they will be My people, and I shall be their God.
Kay’s Story
Kay was baptized as an infant, confirmed as a child and told that she was a child of God because of those rites. “There’s a way that seems right to a man but the end thereof is the way of death.” Kay thought she was a child of God because this was what she was taught. But she never read the Bible and never understood it because it was a closed and boring book. She had a religion but not a relationship. As a young girl she developed a strong sensual focus but she determined to be a virgin when she got married because her daddy taught her that men didn’t marry bad girls, they just dated them and Kay wanted to be married. That was true in that day. 

So Kay kept herself pure physically but not mentally. She didn’t know that “as a man (or woman) thinks in his heart, so he shall be.” That “We’re to keep our heart with all diligence for out of it are the issues of life.” When she got married she was a virgin physically. That marriage lasted just six years and two children. In her heart, several times she committed adultery. Sometimes, in a couple situations, she went right to the edge of being an immoral woman. She was so lonely. 

She wanted to be loved unconditionally but married a man who was a manic-depressive. He had everything going for him. He was a star athlete who had been offered contracts from the Yankees, the Pirates, the Indians, and the Phillies to pitch for them. He shot golf in the low 70’s and was rated as a genius, voted the most likely to succeed in his prep school. But this man had manic-depression, and Kay didn’t know it. She found herself in this living hell. 

He went to seminary but in seminary the people who taught the Law did not know the Lord. They would pick it apart and try to analyze it, trying to figure out who wrote the Pentateuch instead of listening to Jesus. “O you fools and slow of heart not to believe all that was written by Moses and the prophets.” They didn’t know the Word of God. So even in that seminary there was immorality going on. Kay found herself even being tempted and coming to the edge of that but she restrained herself. Her husband left the seminary and went into engineering. 

Kay found herself sleeping late and living vicariously through her dreams. Finally, her husband wouldn’t go to counseling because he’d had that training in seminary. So Kay went, but she wasn’t counseled in a Godly way. She was enticed, almost seduced. She left her husband. She stood in her living room, shook her fist in the face of God and said, “To hell with you, God. I’m going to find someone to love me.” She didn’t know that, before the foundation of the world, God said according to Ephesians 1, “To heaven with you, Kay.” Kay says, “And He, Jesus, when He died on the cross was made sin for me and for you. God took all of our sins and all the sins of all the iniquity of the world from Adam all the way to the coming of Jesus and He who know no sin was made to be sin for us that you and I who were sinners might have the gift of the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ.” 

Kay shook her fist at God. She became an adulterous woman. She was sick on the inside with a sickness no one could cure, which took her deeper and deeper into a pit that she dug with her own hands. It would mean that one day her oldest son would come down the stairs to find his mother making love to a man. Sin doesn’t stand still. We have a generation of young people who are hurting, wounded and bleeding because we want our happiness, our pleasure, our satisfaction so we have turned from a fear of God and have walked our own way. 

One of the results, or fallouts, is idolatry. It takes form in adultery, incest, lesbianism, homosexuality. Eventually, it takes its form, as Romans 1 says, with a reprobate mind that says, “There is no right. There is no wrong. I have pleasure in getting you to do evil when I do evil even though I know deep in the part of my being that there is a God to whom I am going to give an account.” That’s what God eventually showed Kay on July 16, 1963, when she fell down beside her bed, crying out to God and He saved her. He made her a brand new creature in Christ Jesus. Old things passed away and all things became new. Kay knew that she was forgiven. She didn’t know it then but she would discover as she read this Book that suddenly came alive that she had been born into the family of God. Jesus Christ now resided in her.
