b. Converts – Titus 3:5-6; Ezek 36:27

c. Convinces – That we are children of God – Rom 8:14-16

d. Sets us/Sets us Free – 1 Cor 12:13; Rom 8:2

e. Seals – Eph 1:13-14 – We will not lose our salvation

f. Sanctifies – John 14:26; 17:7; 16:13; 1 Cor 2:12; 

Gal 5:16

Paul has this concern about the Thessalonians – 1 Thess 3:3-5
