 Lesson 8 – Unblamable in Holiness and Sexually Pure

1 Thess. 3:11-13 – Paul wants them established unblamable.  He starts a new section of his epistle, which runs through his closing remarks in 5:24.

Sanctification or Holiness:

1.  HAGIASMOS – Noun form 

A.  Separation unto God (1 Thess 3:13)

B.  Resultant State or Conduct that is befitting a child of God

1 Thess. 4:3; 4:4,7

2.  HAGIOSUNE – denotes manifestation of the quality of holiness in personal conduct.


2 Cor 7:1 – key to being holy is fear of God


1 Peter 1:15-16 – we are to be holy even as God is holy


1 Thess. 3:13 – Quality of holiness and conduct is to be unblamable

3.  HAGIOS – Adjective form – means separated:

A. From Sin

B. Unto God

4.  HAGIAZO – Verb form – to sanctify, set apart, separate unto God. How Used:

A. Of God in temple, food, unbelieving spouse

B. Of cleansing of Israelites

C. Of Jesus devoting himself to redemption of the people

D. Of separation of believer from the world

E. Of behavior to the world

F. Of turning from things that dishonor God and His gospel

5.  HAGIOI – Saint – those set apart, separated to God through Jesus 

Sainthood, Sanctification and Holiness are in a sense, not attained. It is rather:

A. A state into which we are called by God, and in which we begin our course as a Saint (or Christian)

B. It is learned and Pursued

C. The Holy Spirit is the agent of Sanctification

Sexual Purity:

1 Thess 4:1 – “We request” is to ask of those equal in rank, not putting themselves in a superior (holier than thou) position

1 Thess 4:4 Two Schools of Thought – possess your mate in an honorable way; possess yourself in an honorable way, thereby honoring your mate
