Why Peter wrote 2 Peter? Purpose: governs how you interpret the book


Peter said he wrote it:

        Says he is an apostle,

        eyewitness of transfiguration, 

        knows his death is imminent


!! Peter 3: 1-2 remind us to remember words of prophets and apostles

Remind us of:

A. 2P 1:12-15- Peter wants to remind them of things v.2-12- truths about them

 Why? His homegoing was imminent v.14

           There are false prophets ch.2



  Scoffers ch.3

B. of the Words which were spoken by the prophets (OT) and the Lord through the apostles (NT), especially through Paul who was taught personally by Jesus- 3 years in Damascus

 Why? Because scoffers were denying His Coming ch.3

           Because they need to hasten the day of His Coming ch.3 – we have an impact on this timing

Kay: Christ cannot come until the Body of Jesus is complete

How do we hasten the day of His coming? 2P 3:11-12

Everything on the face of the earth will be destroyed except humanity- they are eternal:



1) in the presence of the Father through faith



2)in the absence of the Father- the Lake of Fire

Where will you be? If #1 what kind of entrance into heaven can I have? Will it be abundant? How can I be sure?

· give yourself to the TRUE KNOWLEDGE OF HIM so as to be transformed; living in the light of that 

knowledge that gives me an abundant entrance; not to those things which will perish, 2P3:11 

Where do I spend my time and energy- on eternal things?

2P 3:14-15- it takes diligence to be diligent- 


17- grow in grace and knowledge of Lord and Savior- this is why we study, so as to not be carried away by 


 
false prophets

1P theme- standing firm in grace of God, when in trial and suffering, when faith is tested; persecution from Roman Empire

2P theme- remember the Word of the Lord because of false teachers- sensuality and greed, ch 2

Truth about you: we live a 2 P time – period of confusion, disorder, chaos




Word of God rejected 2 Tim – no sound teaching, ears tickled

Who do I believe? - world or Word?

The Great Evangelical Disaster Francis Schaeffer

In the midst of all the chaos- 3 things that never change:

1.Truth about God Heb 13:8


JC is one with God-John1


God is immutable- never to change- Genesis( Rev


HS is one with JC and God

2.The Word of God Ps 119:89

Truth about Word of God: our true knowledge about God comes from the true Word and makes us 

partakers of the divine nature


What does God say? The Word has all the promises we need, 2P 1:4) and they are true; we can stand firm



in the midst of chaos because we can stand on the Word- press forward to the prize of the high



calling in Christ Jesus; Father sanctify them with your Truth Jo 17


Word doesn’t change, alter or pass away


Jo 17:17; Mt 5: 18

3.Truth about you- if you are a child of God


Why? Because they come from an unchanging God and an unchanging Word.

Truth about Me:

2P1:2-4- Multiplied- not added that takes too long

1) we are partakers of the divine nature – God’s nature

this is how we escape the corruption of the world because of the lust in us  

1P 1:1-11- grace of God that brought us into the kingdom and into His divine nature



this face is liberating “as a man thinks so is he”- not positive thinking, BUT think Biblically, not that I 




can do it but the power of the divine nature within me

2) because of # 1( we have escaped the corruption which is the world by lust

(= no longer slaves to the flesh)

3) have everything that pertains to life and godliness

has granted- perfect tense- past completed action- has happened in the past and remains to be true; everything we need that pertains to life and godliness- NOW just apply it, we have everything we need 

2Cor 5:17-the divine nature makes me new- if in Christ( a brand new me

2Cor 5:14-16- we see Christ as the resurrected Lord, not as baby, as the One who will come again; when saved- die in JC then God brings a whole new me- the old is GONE- let it die!! It has the divine nature- I have escaped the corruption, and have the divine nature.
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
