Lesson 2

We have 2 different lives when we come to know Jesus: having escaped the corruption of the world and becoming partakers of the divine nature.

2Peter 1:1- thru God’s righteousness we have been brought into the family; God had to deal with sin righteously- did this thru Jesus

v.2-Grace and peace is multiplied as we gain knowledge of Jesus

v.4- we are born separated and with a lust that corrupts us; relief: thru believing the promises we have all we need for life and godliness

Remember 3 truths from last week. Who God is, the Word is, who I am in Him

Colossians 2:9- in Jesus all the deity dwells and we have been made complete (
Col 1:27- Christ IN us- the hope of glory- He makes us different when He is in us: divine nature IN us

2Cor 5:14-17 how we have the divine in us ( walking in the fullness of this truth liberates us from the teaching of the world- HOW? 

I HAVE TO DIE- the cross is the pivotal point of the Christian life…He not only died for me but I DIED WITH HIM- this enables me to partake of the divine nature


Christ’s death FOR me took care of the penalty of sin


My death WITH Christ took care of the power of sin- giving me the escape from the corruption of 



sin

· this death doesn’t just happen because I reckon it to happen, it has already happened:

“One died for all and therefore all died”

· v.16- if we picture Jesus Biblically it is seeing Him at the right hand of the Father- resurrected living

Christ; never before the incarnation was He God in the flesh- as man is going to be- glorified body

· if old things haven’t passed away, have you really become a partaker of the divine nature?

In the economy of God, before the foundations of the world, He knew who was going to be saved, and when He crucified Christ, He crucified each one with Him. He doesn’t see time as we do.

Eph 2:1-3- walking according to the flesh= son of disobedience; by nature a child of wrath, dead in transgressions

When I come to know Christ I am by nature a partaker of the divine nature- I have Christ in me; His nature is in me.

 (4 books to study: Romans, Genesis, Revelation, Hebrews)

Romans 5- there is plenty of grace for any amount or depth of sin

Romans 6: 1-5- How can we who died to sin live in it anymore???  2P we have the divine nature



1Cor 12- one spirit unites us


v.5- His and my death, buried, resurrection - identify with Him


v.6- 2P –escaped the corruption- Christ died, I died; His death set me free from slavery to sin


v.7- done away with – kataregeo= render inoperative; those who have died have been freed from sin

HOW DO I ESCAPE THE CORRUPTION THAT IS IN THE WORLD BY LUST? I BELIEVE ON THE LORD JESUS ( THE CRUCIFIXION WITH JESUS TAKES CARE OF THE BODY AS AN INSTRUMENT OF SIN BECAUSE IT (I) DIED AT THE CROSS WITH JESUS
Col 2:9-14-summarizes Romans 6-8:  Jesus removes my identification with the body of flesh

After we become a Christian, we no longer have the old nature in us, there is a freedom from the body of sin, the old was circumcised- cut away.

Ro 6:6- old self -3X in Word, Ro 6, Col 3, Eph 4


The Bible talks about old man and new man- but never of a contest between them


The Bible talks about a new nature but never an old nature

· old self was put to death- leading to the body of sin being rendered inoperative //body of flesh Col 2

· “in Adam”- Adam died, was buried
· Eph 4:17-20- old man vs new man- put on new self: v. 22-25- their condition
· Col 3:5 // Rom 6:11- 18-this is fact even if you don’t consider it truth or live according to it; body of sin is dead 
· v.10- being renewed, but I am a new person, creature, laid aside the old man with its evil practices and being renewed to a true knowledge according to the image of the One Who created Him

· 2 P 1:3- 5- don’t stop gaining more knowledge once saved or having learned the basics( His divine nature (even though it is always present in the new creation) becomes more and more transparent thru me

In all three places old man is used in Scripture, there is death; but Christ has to move in – CHRIST IN ME, (Father, Son, HS)= life in the Spirit

Rom 8: no shame- salvation FROM sin’s power: Why? old man put to death- no longer a slave master


(Pinnochio- free from his strings)

Ro 3-5- Christ died for me, free from penalty of sin

Ro 6-8- I died with Christ, free from power of sin; “In Christ” // Colossians


-v.3-4-law- (like gravity- a principle); deposed by God- rendered inoperative; now HS is the ruler- His 


   divine nature

Where is the conflict I live with every day?

-v.9-11- the conflict is not between the old man and the new man but between the flesh and the Spirit; the


   body has been set free from sin’s reign, so if I sin it is because I choose to sin

Gal 5:16-18- conflict- walk by the Spirit- won’t be under the Law




v.21- living in corruption- not saved
