Lesson 5

Ever weary of being righteous and suffering because of living righteously and having deeds condemn world?

Of pain and rejection that comes from righteousness.

Ever looked at wicked and wondered why they have it so easy and continue to prosper; why happy?

2 Peter:

What God wants from us- to fix our eyes, hearts and affections on JC and the fact that He is coming again; to not be weary or caught up in the things of this world. In this there is to be no fear, even tho judgment is coming, if we are righteous: 2 P2:9

Peter knows he is going home so he writes his second epistle to be preserved until He comes to reign again.

Purge me of anything that keeps me from purity because we are standing on the edge of Eternity. 

Kay believes that judgment will come before the Rapture comes and that after the church is gone it will only get worse.

Peter saw in an embryo form what we have now in the church and world. False teaching

2 Peter 1:12-15- I will remind you…..

1st- called them to live according to the divine nature

2nd- called them to plum the depths of the virtuous qualities that will cause them to not be ashamed and affirm the fact that they belong to the kingdom of God

Then: introduces the 2nd Coming- 2P3:4,9 not slow about His promise, but all to come to repentance WHY?- judgment

Judgment is coming.

What will it be like for me on the day of judgment? God knows how to deliver the Godly out of that judgment.

Peter says we have a sure word of prophecy in the darkness = black, inky, murky

Peter turns from sure word, to false word, from righteous lifestyle to sensual

Psalm 73:1-28- when we envy the lifestyle of the sensual- then we almost stumble, caught up in the thing s of this world, sensuality, greed and we become open game for the false prophets and almost stumble for awhile; vision is temporal, eyes not fixed on Jesus

-BUT when we come into the sanctuary we see the end according to God; we have to stay in the Word of God to keep our eyes focused. He will give counsel, hold my hand and guide, and the receive me into glory

Do I desire Him above all else??

2P 1:10- If we increase in virtues we will never stumble

2P 2:1-

Where you find Truth, you will find falsehood- Matthew 7- wolves in sheep’s clothing come into the church, not stand outside. They use the words and apply different meanings and put it alongside the Truth. It draws people away. 

-denying the Master =despotes- absolute ruler, with a sense of authority even over the slaves, unlimited authority,




very strong word


       Lord = kurios- our over household- wives and children

Is He the absolute authority of MY life- what is the thrust if my life, WHO motivates me, determines where I go and what I do, spend, say…

Mat 7: 15-23- false prophets- known by their fruits- described in 2 P

Lawlessness = going against the authority of God and denying Him the right due Him to run my life

2 P 2:2Deny the Master who bought them = 1 John 2:1-2 JC is the propitiation for the sins of the whole world; they do not have to be false prophets- they choose

-living a sensual lifestyle- what please them, what will satisfy their appetite vs. living a holy life

Holy teachers teach holy messages; sensual teachers teach sensual messages.

The world sees no difference between the lifestyle of the false and themselves and so rejects the Truth- maligned.

The world expects holiness. They see us talk JC but don’t live it = hypocrites.

v.3- in geed exploit; false = plastos- molded- carefully formed, artificial words, (think of plastic)

i.e.- sin not loss of self-esteem, but as a beggar before God in need of salvation, transgression of the Law

False teachers need to talk like the sheep in order to be listened to. Sheep will not listen to wolves etc

v.3- judgment is coming

v.4-10- examples: 

1)angels: Gen 6:1-6- sons of God came to the daughters of man


God is grieved in His heart He has made man


Job 1:6; 38:7- sons of God = angels; fallen angels (demons) leaving habitat and co-habitating with women 

and producing NephiIlin- a race with an evil in them; Bible says angels don’t marry and give in

marriage, not that they are sexless; every angel seen on earth is always in the form of a man

Jude 6,7- angels domain is not earth; in darkness until judgment


1P 3:18-20- JC made proclamation to those in Hades; tartarus = ? a special place where God is going to 



judge them; Philippians;

2)Noah: Jude 6,7- strange = heteros = flesh of another kind

3)Sodom and Gomorrah– homosexuality; angels were men; there is evidence of bestiality as well as homosexuality


Lot was a foolish man- he took the land that was most fertile, even tho it was corrupt; he was however 


righteous; soul tormented but not enough for him to move out ; his feet almost slipped

v.10- despise authority/ Lordship- “the One who bought them”, 

God judges the unrighteous, but preserves the righteous.
