Beware of the snakes around the water

Water = Word of God John 15:3- washing; 1 Peter 1:23- imperishable seed

Hungry for God?- Satan is hanging around

Satan = serpent; Satan knows the Word of God can destroy anything he can do; a person who wants to grow is more vulnerable than those who have no desire to grow

We need to be in the DEEP water of truth, getting out of the shallow water and dig into what will keep us safe

Snakes:

1.method is insidious/ sly, cunning, seeks to ensnare

     Documents Israel had to put up with false prophets: THE people- always Israel when with definite article

-false prophet- bold up front

false teachers- more sly, cunning, come up from among the people

-secretly introduce/ bring alongside destructive heresies: lays it beside the Truth and lets it lay there, and if no one says anything- he picks it up at the expense of the truth, giving the appearance of knowing the truth

-use truth to present error

heresy = to choose; a sect ( always divides; forces to make a choice, causes division; not of God if it doctrinally divides- Jesus is the unity; they were to mark the people who bring in division -NT


-use same words but twisted to what they want it to say (Satan & Eve)


-deliberately deny the Word, known for what they deny vs. what they affirm v.1

1 John 2:2- deny Master who bought them- 

Matt 13:44- purchased all of mankind but man has to be willing to receive

If they deny the Master: 

deny the Word- Jesus is the Word

deny infallibility of Scriptures: 

historical, critical method of study (used first to unravel Grimms Fairy tales- now being used on the Word of God):


Genesis 1-11 is myth, not literal; if no Creation = torn down original sin of man ( torn down fall of man(deny the sinfulness of man (torn down sacrifice of Jesus ( torn down salvation by faith ( torn down eternal judgment ( torn down deity of Jesus


Genesis 12 ( literal because they couldn’t figure out how Abraham was a nation

2.manner/ character in insolent v.10-12


when you indulge the flesh you know no authority but their own

false teacher is under no ones authority unless they agree with them

    God has a system of authority:


Ro 13- civil government

1 Peter 5:1-6


2 Peter 2: Jude- Michael dared not make a judgment because angels have tremendous respect for  authority and the judgment is reserved for God and Jesus

-no submission: 2 P 2:12-Unreasoning animals- creatures of instinct- make a lot of noise of what they know nothing about vs. having the mind of Christ

unreasoning = a-logas- without word

2 P 2:13- revel in the daytime


revel- = luxury, extravagance, also means to indulge the flesh

God doesn’t care what we have, He cares what has us (Idea is pursuing greed- anyway they can get it; exploiting others with false words

1 Peter 4:12 –13-You cannot have Jesus apart from His suffering; righteous burning- pain within; Suffering for Jesus brings the most intimate fellowship with Him

v.13-Stains and blemishes = disgraces

v.14- immorality in the church has made the church suspect to the world because of the false teachers

unstable souls- the ones in the “shallow water”

2 Tim 3:6-

accursed children = not people who have lost their salvation; 


accursed = idolatrous


children = technon – sons referring to a relationship- sons of idolatrous

v.15- 16 they knew they were turning from truth, to Balaam…greed, what will benefit me; Num 31- Balaam slain

Micaih- “As the Lord liveth, as God speaks, that will I say”

We cannot say what the crowd wants, we say only what God says

3.message is impotent- gives no life

v.17- nothing of value


-?degrees of darkness in hell?

John 4:13,14- water that gives life vs. springs without water

v.18- vanity = over swollen- promote whatever they want, promise you anything
