Oh precious one surely you have gotten a glimpse of how precious you are as you looked at Ephesians chapter 1 verses one to fourteen. My question to you is  are you living to the praise of His glory. Are you living to the praise of the glory of His grace?
WE have been praying that somehow God would take this lump of clay and so override me with His Spirit in my inadequacy you might somehow see what it is to live in the light of the praise of His glory. To live in the light of the praise of the glory of His grace.

Paul begins Ephesians 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ, 
He pours out this eulogy.  An  eulogy a cascade of praise as a waterfall that comes down and washes over you making you clean and invigorates you. To stand in this waterfall of grace and to bless Him, our God  with every fiber of our being so that the fiber of my mind, soul and body are saying glory to the Word. To the LORD.
GREEK: eulogetos – praise be       
Like a Barakah that the Jews do. This is a eulogy of praise it just starts and it cannot stop. It gushes out and overwhelms and overtakes. Like the Jews…. On Shabbat…this is a Eucharist of praise when the father takes the cup. A Holy Eucharist of praise to God.
It could be a Eucharist of praise but it is centered around this word eulogetos for it is centered around the word logos.         

John 1:1-4 1In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  2He was in the beginning with God.  3All things came into being through Him, and apart from Him nothing came into being that has come into being.  4In Him was life, and the life was the Light of men.

· It is part of the Mystery of God in Christ.
Kay says that God has used her past- as she has shared it then it becomes Redeemed.
We do not relate to everyone but there are things in your life chosen of God that He has allowed you to go thorough for the praise of the Glory of His Christ.

He takes it all and works it together.

· Even the letter Paul is writing is because God had a purpose for God.

· 1 Corinthians 15:8 and last of all, as to one untimely born, He appeared to me also. 
· Can you see that God saved when He chose
· Have you ever regretted your past? Are you defeated? Do you moan ? Are you unusable for you think God cannot use you?
· Get up and move.

· Precept had a bank robber at Precept convention

· They have people in the prisons through Chuck Colson

· Get the divine boost up and walk as God wants you to walk.

· Do not get thrown for a loop, get thrown on your face before Almighty God in gratitude and wonder. You cannot grasp it but live in the light of what the LOGOS of God has done
Romans 9

· The God in Ephesians will cup your face in His hands. It is not your responsibility to figure all things out….believe and seek out the insight of belief as a child

· Romans 9:13-16  13Just as it is written, “Jacob I loved, but Esau I hated.” 14What shall we say then? There is no injustice with God, is there? May it never be!  15For He says to Moses, “I will have mercy on whom I have mercy, and I will have compassion on whom I have compassion.”  16So then it does not depend on the man who wills or the man who runs, but on God who has mercy.  
· Live to the praise of the glory of his grace.

· Bow the knee and simply come… you need not figure it all out

· Do not debate with God

· Be Holy- set apart more and more

· More like Jesus be blameless

· Be more like the Son and then the Father

You have to  move forward to claim that the shed blood of Christ is sufficient.
If trespasses are sent away…why do we hold onto them ?
To live well  operate in His grace

GRACE- unmerited favor

Where sin abound much more did grace abound
Romans 5:20 The Law came in so that the transgression would increase; but where sin increased, grace abounded all the more, 

Romans 6:1-2 What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin so that grace may increase?  2May it never be! How shall we who died to sin still live in it? 
3. You have redemption from slavery and captivity – Ephesians 1:7

· Greek-forgiveness    aphesis- to loose from that which binds you

4. God is making known to you the mystery of His will.
· Learn the mystery of His will

· Accept it

· The mystery is all wrapped up in Jesus


Ephesians 1:10 with a view to an administration suitable to the fullness of the times, that is, the summing up of all things in Christ, things in the heavens and things on the earth. In Him 
· Administration –ordering and has the word house in it. Household affairs
· God has an administration- plan – Timing is all God’s fullness of time

Ephesians 1:10-11 10with a view to an administration suitable to the fullness of the times, that is, the summing up of all things in Christ, things in the heavens and things on the earth. In Him  11also we have obtained an inheritance, having been predestined according to His purpose who works all things after the counsel of His will, 
5. No matter the pain or agony that you are going through… FALL on your knees and know that you are going to live “to the praise and glory of God’s “grace”
· Get flat on your face

· Moses did

· Aaron did

· Luther… Stretched out like the shape of a cross.
· Not my will by Thy will  be done… I live for THEE. I am adopted and predestined marked out before hand


Ephesians 1:11-12 11also we have obtained an inheritance, having been predestined according to His purpose who works all things after the counsel of His will,  12to the end that we who were the first to hope in £Christ would be to the praise of His glory. 
Remember:

I have all that HE has as a son/daughter by adoption made me an heir with our SON and Heir Jesus Christ... by your will not mine.
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
