We cannot have divisions.

John mentions teachings of Jesus on the same


John 14:15 If you love Me, you will keep My commandments. 
John 14:21 “He who has My commandments and keeps them is the one who loves Me; and he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love him and will disclose Myself to him.”

· Used a Goat, Bird, Lamb, Bull … SACRIFICE
· Usually done to reconcile a separation to bring closer to God

· Sliced in 2 laid opposite and walked between the pieces

· A solemn binding agreement

· So be it done to me if I break this…. Then required  

· Today not so

· Solemn binding agreements are important

· God makes covenants
God makes covenant

1st- Abraham Genesis 12

Genesis 3 –

After Adam sin/via enticement of wife by serpent /They both ate

Now separation from God


Genesis 3:7-8 Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves loin coverings.

Abraham was from Ur of the Chaldees   /Moved at God’s insistence/this is all prior to the nation of Israel being even created

The promise of the seed was handed down.

· Covenant used

· Sign  of covenant – circumcision 

· Abraham believed in Chapter 15

· Chapter 17 Covenant… circumcision so Abraham believed BEFORE  circumcision.

· The circumcision is a good faith gesture of belief /trust of covenant
· He believed far ahead of this/ That is when he was reckoned as righteous
What then is the issue of this circumcision and uncircumcision

It is talk of faith in relationship to this


Genesis 15:6 Then he believed in the LORD; and He reckoned it to him as righteousness.  
Genesis 17:11 “And you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskin, and it shall be the sign of the covenant between Me and you. 
Circumcision of the HEART
Romans 2:29 But he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that which is of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the letter; and his praise is not from men, but from God. 

Colossians 2:11 and in Him you were also circumcised with a circumcision made without hands, in the removal of the body of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ;  
· Spiritual Circ

· Other was outward sign of supposed… it can look right… but is it?

· Today – that might be baptized/it is an expression of joining the family of God and never really having come to faith.

· Trust the Gospel- inward reality

Abraham is before Israel existed
Genesis 15:4 Then behold, the word of the LORD came to him, saying, “This man will not be your heir; but one who will come forth from your own body, he shall be your heir.” 
· 2 Sons from Abraham

· 1st -Ishmael – Isaac (promise)

· Two sons.. 1st -Esau and Jacob (promise)

· Jacob 12 sons- 1st Born – Reuben/Simeon/ Levi/forfeit goes to 4th son JUDAH

· God chooses - Genealogy then recognized

· This is not the promises. The promises extend to the whole family
Gentiles /SEED promise. PETE says no

· Not excluded from Genesis 3 and 12 goes beyond Israel.
· Genesis 12:3And I will bless those who bless you,    And the one who curses you I will curse. And in you all the families of the earth will be blessed.”
· ALL the families.. far reaching /Not excluded from promises
· From the covenants we were excluded
The LAW

· Ten commandments @ Mt Sinai

· Israel became a distinct people/They had the LAW
· The nations (ethnos _means everyone but… the  Goyim….
· They also have the circumcision – proof/Keep the SABBATH/613 Laws/Tassels/ Curls/SEE I AM…….

· Faith came BEFORE the LAW.. BEFORE the Circumcision

· What is Holy Living ? /Holy walking?

· This showed how but Israel tried to achieve righteousness by walking NOT by believing….

· Paul said we are set apart so walk right…….walk in accordance with what God has done.
· Followers of LAW has it backwards. They wanted closeness to God via closeness to the LAW. To keep kosher , the 613 commandments etc…Still today 

Nearness to God is not done that way: The blood of CHRIST brings us near


Ephesians 2:13 13But now in Christ Jesus you who formerly were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. 
Hebrews 10:19-22 19Therefore, brethren, since we have confidence to enter the holy place by the blood of Jesus,  20by a new and living way which He inaugurated for us through the veil, that is, His flesh,  21and since we have a great priest over the house of God,  22let us draw near with a sincere heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 

· Covenant was added to show holiness against the backdrop of sin.

Romans with Genesis 3 nails this concept.


Romans 4:1-3 1What then shall we say that Abraham, our forefather according to the flesh, has found?  2For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before God.  3For what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was credited to him as righteousness.”  


Romans 4:9-13 9Is this blessing then on the circumcised, or on the uncircumcised also? For we say, “Faith was credited to Abraham as righteousness.”  10How then was it credited? While he was circumcised, or uncircumcised? Not while circumcised, but while uncircumcised;  11and he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of the faith which he had while uncircumcised, so that he might be the father of all who believe without being circumcised, that righteousness might be credited to them,  12and the father of circumcision to those who not only are of the circumcision, but who also follow in the steps of the faith of our father Abraham which he had while uncircumcised. 

13For the promise to Abraham or to his descendants that he would be heir of the world was not through the Law, but though the righteousness of faith.  

HE was sealed. HOW were you sealed?
· Ephesians 1:13 In Him, you also, after listening to the message of truth, the gospel of your salvation—having also believed, you were sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of promise,  With the Holy Spirit
Compare NT and OT

Exodus 31 and Ezekiel 46 – Signs to know HE is God

Galatians 30 The Little book of Romans

Romans- doctorial truth but Galatians to counteract the Judiazers trying to force all new Christians to follow the LAW. Fatih not works
Galatians 3:6 –To Genesis 15:6 And  Abraham believed in Righteousness
Galatians 3:17-18 17What I am saying is this: the Law, which came four hundred and thirty years later, does not invalidate a covenant previously ratified by God, so as to nullify the promise.  18For if the inheritance is based on law, it is no longer based on a promise; but God has granted it to Abraham by means of a promise.

Pete says :You can sit in a barn all of your life and NEVER turn into a cow.

You can sit in a pew all of your life and never turn into a Christian

The ritual only impressed people

Faith impresses God

Giants of the faith might not be the ones we see  doing? They may be storming the gates of heaven in prayer, Separated and strong.

Preached to both groups

· Ephesians 2:20-21 0having been built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus Himself being the corner stone,  21in whom the whole building, being fitted together, is growing into a holy temple in the Lord, 
Understanding the GREEK

 Is growing is a present tense… on going organism
Greek defends the when….ESV NKJ and NASB are god… having been built/// done before hand.

Being fitted together is now / while it is being fitted together
By the MASTER builder. 


Ephesians 2:22 in  whom you also are being built together into a dwelling of God in the Spirit.
Temple in Jerusalem of costly stone and cedar and overlaid with gold… was gorgeous

It was for Israel and I was destroyed by human hands

Destroyed by the Babylonians/refurbished by Herod / Destroyed in 70 AD by the Romans

Things built in stone .. not one stone left upon another

WE are not made with human hands. The new Temple is made with  God’s hands and cannot be destroyed by human hands. The church is God’s irrespective of…….. 

· God placed us

· God fit us perfectly


1 Peter 2:9-10  9But you are a chosen race, A royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God’s own possession, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into His marvelous light;  10for you once were not a people, but now you are the people of God; you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.
