Why SHOULD Christians
 Study Prophecy?
1. God must consider prophecy important, for He has put so much of it in the Bible.

It’s said that every fourth verse of the Bible deals with prophetic events. If we omit the study of prophecy as too controversial, too difficult or complex, we will omit almost 28% of the entire Bible!

Christ fulfilled more than 100 Old Testament prophecies in His birth, life, and death. There are EIGHT times as many prophecies regarding His Second Coming! 

2. Prophecy reveals our Lord as He really is

His first coming focused on his humility and sacrificial death, but His Second Coming will be “in power and great glory as King of kings and Lord of lords”….

Every knee shall bow and every tongue confess the Jesus Christ is Lord… to the glory of the Father. 

3. An improper understanding of prophecy makes us vulnerable to false teaching about the present and the future

Fulfilled biblical prophecies provide some of the greatest proof that God exists and His Word is true.

In the last days, false Christs and false teachers will arise. Therefore, put on the FULL armor of God!

4. The study of prophecy promotes an evangelistic church

Many have trusted Christ through understanding the prophetic Word and man’s final accountability.

Recognizing that this world is very temporary (one day burning up), our materialistic focus changes.

In times of troubling world events, unsaved people want to know, “What does this mean?” Believers need to know the right answers!

5. The study of prophecy tends to purify the believer

And everyone who has this hope fixed on Him purifies himself, just as He is pure. 1 John 3:3

When tempted to sin, I ought to ask myself, “Would I want to be doing this when Jesus comes?”  NO!

Prophecy motivates us to live the kind of life that will cause Him to say to us, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant; you were faithful with a few things, I will put you in charge of many things; enter into the joy of your master.’  …rather than  ashamed before Him at His coming.

6. Prophecy offers confident hope for the future

According to John Walvoord, half of the 1,000 Bible prophecies have already been literally fulfilled with perfect accuracy. We can, therefore, be assured that the rest will be fulfilled literally also.

Those who know God’s plan for the future have a firm, courageous confidence toward the future.

While we know that certain things must come to pass, we also know the One who holds the future.
