End-Times Terminology 

People and Events in Revelation

	Anti-Christ
	This term is not used in Revelation, but used only by the apostle John in his epistles. Anti means “against”, as well as “instead of”. 

The Beast arises in Rev 13 to become a world ruler and a stern persecutor of the people of God as well as an object of worship to the rest of the world. The ultimate earthly enemy of Christ. AKA. Beast1, Man of Lawlessness/Sin, Prince to come, Son of Destruction/Perdition, 666.



	Day of the Lord
	Final outpouring of apocalyptic judgment on the earth. Associated with judgment, Armageddon, final destruction of the earth…this time period would be inclusive of the millennial reign. AKA. Day of Doom, Day of Vengeance, Day of wrath, day of visitation, that great day of God Almighty. 



	False Prophet
	Rev 13 describes two beasts who arise-the first from the sea, the second from the earth. Beast2  acts in capacity of a false prophet, working great signs & wonders and causing people who worship Beast1. 



	Great White Throne 
	Final judgment of unbelievers as described in Rev 20



	Millennial Reign
	The thousand year earthly reign of Christ described in Rev 20.



	Overcomer
	A believer who sets his mind on things above, not on the things of the flesh. See Rev 2-3.


	Rapture
	This term is not actually used in Revelation. It is translated from Latin rapio, meaning to seize, snatch away This is the coming of Christ in the air FOR His saints (1 Thess 4:14-17. 1 Cor 15:50) as opposed to His coming to earth WITH His saints (Zech 14:5; Rev 19). AKA.The Great Snatch, Catching Up with the Lord in the Air



	Tribulation
	A 7-year period of earthly troubles that immediately precedes Christ coming in glory. Associated with Daniel’s 70th week, during which the Anti-Christ defiles Jerusalem and the temple of God. Premillennialsts generally understand the judgments of Rev 6-18 as events that take place during the Tribulation. Some understand the last 3 ½ years to be the “Great Tribulation” (Mt 24)


Theological Terms and Views

	Amillennialism
	View that the 1,000 year reign of Christ (Rev 20) is an invisible, spiritual reality rather than a literal earthly kingdom. Amillenialists believe that His kingdom exists right now, and the 1000 years is not to be taken literally so the next event on the prophetic calendar will be the return of Christ, followed immediately by the final judgment.



	Eschatology
	That branch of theology with deals with “Last” or future things.



	Glorification
	The instantaneous completion of the sanctifying process. This is the final aspect of God’s saving work for the redeemed (Rom 8:30). It involves the redemption of our physical body. This corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality (1 Cor 15:53-54) Also means instantaneous Christlikeness for all the saints.. When He is revealed, we shall be like Him (1 John 3:2)



	Post-Millennialism
	View that the church will establish the earthly kingdom of Christ through preaching/ political means. Christ will reign over a literal earthly kingdom, albeit, from a heavenly throne. After the 1000 years, He will return to earth and institute final judgment.



	Pre-Millennialism
	View that Christ will return to earth to establish an earthly, millennial kingdom, over which He will reign from an earthly throne.



	Preterism
	View that the tribulation prophecies of Mt 24 were all fulfilled in the destruction of Jerusalem in AD 70. This view believes that Mt 24:34 (This generation will by no means pass away till all these thing take place) proves that all the prophecies of disaster in the Olivet Discourse were fulfilled in the fall of Jerusalem in AD 70. AKA partial preterism.

HYPER –PRETERISM goes beyond basic preterism by spiritualizing Christ’s return in bodily form. Some even go so far as to deny that He rose bodily from the dead to avoid having to explain how the Ascension might have been anything other that bodily. This view denies several cardinal doctrines of Christianity. Similar to Hymenaeus and Philetus of 2Tim 2:17-18 who taught that the 2nd Coming was already past, thus overthrowing the faith of some. AKA full preterism, consistent preterism, realized eschatology.



	Olivet Discourse
	Christ’s prophetic discourse spoken upon the Mt. of Olives, recorded in Matthew 24-25, regarding the destruction of the (2nd) temple, the end of the age, and His return.
