Various Views 
Regarding the Timing of the Rapture
A.   Reasons for Pre-Tribulation Rapture

1. Church is not “destined for wrath” (1 Thess 5:9). She will be kept from the hour of testing (Rev 3:10)

2. God’s time of Tribulation (Jer 30:7, time of Jacob’s Trouble) is designed uniquely for Israel (Dan 9, 70th “Week”) to recognize her Messiah.

3. The word “church” only appears in Revelation 2-3, not at all during the judgments, and not again until Rev 22:16

4. The church is being purified during its time on earth by life’s own tribulation and the Holy Spirit, and does not need God’s designated “time of tribulation” to do so.

5. The Lord will SNATCH his bride away in the air (1 Thess 4:13-18) for the Marriage Supper of the Lamb….and when He returns, she will rule and reign with Him on earth (no time for Marriage Supper during the Millennial Reign) 

6. The Marriage Supper lasted 7 days (years) according to the Jewish Marriage Customs common in the New Testament period.

B.   Reasons for Mid-Tribulation Rapture

1. Church will need to undergo some tribulation to be purified.

2. Church not destined for God’s Wrath, but “wrath” is not poured out until Middle of the “week” of tribulation.

3. The church will be with the Lord 3 ½ years, equal to the time He spent preaching on the earth…to complete the 7 year period.

C.   Reasons for Post –Tribulation Rapture

1. The Church needs to be purified during time of tribulation.

2. The Church needs to remain on earth to preach the gospel of the kingdom in the whole world and then the end shall come Mt 24:14.

3. Jesus only comes one more time, not two more times.

4. The rapture occurs at the END of the tribulation …Matthew 24:31 “And He will send forth His angels with a great trumpet  and they will gather together His elect from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the other.

D.   Reasons for NO Rapture Position

1. The rapture is a relatively new idea dating from the 1800’s.

2. The notion of a Rapture is not well-supported by Scripture.

3. If it doesn’t happen, it will destroy the faith of some.
