Revelation – Part I
Lesson 6 – Thyatira:  You May Tolerate Sexual Immorality, 
But God Does Not

In October 1992, two churches took some action that sent a very, very clear message to their congregation, their community, and to the churches at large.  At the same time that those churches took action, God sent a very, very clear message as well.  What was the message of those two churches, what was the message of God, and what does it have to do with us, and the subject we’re studying – Revelation chapter 2, and Jesus’ message to the church at Thyatira?  Kay thinks that we’ll see, and we’ll also see that we’ll need to have ears to hear what the Spirit is so clearly saying to the churches today – because what was written beforehand was written for our learning and admonition, upon whom the end of the ages has come.


Kay is going to share excerpts from articles reporting on sexual immorality in churches, and their response to it, with us.  The first article, “Revered Elder Admits Molesting Girls,” was taken from the Orange County Register and sent to Kay.  The second article, from the Los Angeles Times, “Church Expels Elder For Molesting Girls,”  and the third article, “Church’s Reaction In Sex Scandal Praised,” all detail a respected church member’s sin  that became public and the church’s response to it. Then Kay shares a letter of resignation of a well-known senior pastor with a radio ministry who was having an extramarital affair.   Kay asks, what do we think of their message?  Were they right?  Were they wrong?

We may say that the churches were wrong – that they were too hard on the men.  “We all sin – there are people in our church that are doing this; we all sin, and we shouldn’t do that (be so hard on this).”  Is that right thinking?  Before we look at that, Kay asks us, “What was God’s message in all this?”  The church sent a message – has God sent a message?  Kay thinks so, and she thinks the message is this:  
Jeremiah 1:12 12Then the LORD said to me, "You have seen well, for I am watching over My word to perform it."
1.  God watches over His Word to perform it.  This means, that what God says is true, and what God says, will come to pass.   What does God’s Word say?  
Numbers 32:23 23"But if you will not do so, behold, you have sinned against the LORD, and be sure your sin will find you out.     
Galatians 6:8 8For the one who sows to his own flesh will from the flesh reap corruption, but the one who sows to the Spirit will from the Spirit reap eternal life.

Sin is an awful thing.  (Kay relates her reaction – dismay, sorrow, disbelief – to the pastor’s admission and resignation.  She then shares a story about a little boy who tried to hide his sin, but was found out in an unusual way.)  “Be ye sure, your sins will find you out.”  That’s God’s message to us.  He stands by His Word to perform it.  
2.  All the churches will know that it is He who searches the minds and hearts.  This is God’s message to the church at Thyatira, and it is His message to the churches today.  He’s talking about immorality and this woman Jezebel and her children.   
Revelation 2:21-23  21'I gave her time to repent, and she does not want to repent of her immorality. 22'Behold, I will throw her on a bed of sickness, and those who commit adultery with her into great tribulation, unless they repent of her deeds. 23'And I will kill her children with pestilence, and all the churches will know that I am He who searches the minds and hearts; and I will give to each one of you according to your deeds. 


When He says “minds,” the real word, in the Greek, should be translated “kidneys.”  “I’m the One who searches the kidneys” – Kay says, “Now that’s a strange expression.”  The thing is that it’s not an expression that we use.  They (the translators) came back and said, “I’m the One who searches the minds.”  Kay tells us that the kidneys, to the Jew, were the place of the emotions, the place of the feelings.  God says (paraphrasing), “I search your emotions; I search your feelings.”  Kay says that we are not to run on our emotions or feelings.  


(Kay refers back to the church stories.)  Especially the last case, where the pastor had to resign, what happened?  His emotions got caught up.  He got emotionally involved, which led to a physical involvement.  The problem was, he didn’t stop and count the cost.  Kay says that this man is a man of the Word, a precious man, and a wonderful teacher of the Word of God – a man who has been widely used (by God).  God searches our emotions, He searches our hearts.   He knows what is going on inside.   
Proverbs 23:7 7For as he thinks within himself, so he is.
         He says to you, "Eat and drink!"
         But his heart is not with you.

Because God knows what’s going on inside us, we need to let Him search our emotions, our thoughts.  We need to sit down and say, “God, You know what I’m feeling, what I’m thinking, what I’m going through – and God, I’m coming to You because I know that I can’t hide this.”  Kay wants to tell us that if we don’t get control on our minds, hearts, and emotions,     
Proverbs 4:23     23Watch over your heart with all diligence,
         For from it flow the springs of life.
 Matthew 15:18-20   18"But the things that proceed out of the mouth come from the heart, and those defile the man. 19"For out of the heart come evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, slanders. 20"These are the things which defile the man; but to eat with unwashed hands does not defile the man." 

Psalm 139:23-24  23Search me, O God, and know my heart;
         Try me and know my anxious thoughts; 
    24And see if there be any hurtful way in me,
         And lead me in the everlasting way.

We need to ask God to search us – as individuals, as a church, and as a community.  And then we need to know what God tells us to do, and we need to do it.  Were these churches right in what they dealt with?  What do we need to do?  In order
 to do that, we need to know what the Spirit is saying to the churches, especially the church at Thyatira.    
Revelation 2:18-22 18"And to the angel of the church in Thyatira write: The Son of God, who has eyes like a flame of fire, and His feet are like burnished bronze, says this: 19'I know your deeds, and your love and faith and service and perseverance, and that your deeds of late are greater than at first. 20'But I have this against you, that you tolerate the woman Jezebel, who calls herself a prophetess, and she teaches and leads My bond-servants astray so that they commit acts of immorality and eat things sacrificed to idols. 21'I gave her time to repent, and she does not want to repent of her immorality. 22'Behold, I will throw her on a bed of sickness, and those who commit adultery with her into great tribulation, unless they repent of her deeds.

   

The word “repent” is used three times, twice in verse 21, and once in verse 22.  
Revelation 2:23 23'And I will kill her children with pestilence, and all the churches will know that I am He who searches the minds and hearts; and I will give to each one of you according to your deeds.

What has happened (with the churches Kay shared in the articles) ought to remind us of the same thing.  God says (paraphrasing), “I’m acting in judgment, and all the churches will know that I am He Who searches the minds, the feelings, and the hearts, and I will give to each of you according to your deeds.”    
Revelation 2:23 -26   23'And I will kill her children with pestilence, and all the churches will know that I am He who searches the minds and hearts; and I will give to each one of you according to your deeds. 24'But I say to you, the rest who are in Thyatira, who do not hold this teaching, who have not known the deep things of Satan, as they call them--I place no other burden on you. 25'Nevertheless what you have, hold fast until I come. 26'He who overcomes, and he who keeps My deeds until the end, TO HIM I WILL GIVE AUTHORITY OVER THE NATIONS; 


Churches – plural.  Not just to the church at Thyatira – it extends far beyond that.  It extends from 95AD when this was written, when the church at Thyatira existed as one of the churches in Asia, down through the ages, and He’s saying the same thing to us.  As we look at it, we need to understand that the way that He identifies Himself has something to do with the condition of the church, or His message to the church.    This is one of those rare places where Jesus identifies Himself as the Son of God (v.18).  If we’ve ever doubted who Jesus is, and His relationship to the Father, we would doubt the witness of the apostle John.  We cannot doubt Jesus’ witness, because He says, “The Son of God, who has eyes like a flame of fire, and His feet are burnished bronze, says this:”

In Revelation 1:17, this is where the Son of God begins speaking.   
Revelation 1:17 17When I saw Him, I fell at His feet like a dead man And He placed His right hand on me, saying, "Do not be afraid; I am the first and the last,

What was it that John saw that caused him to fall at Jesus’ feet like a dead man?  It was His awesome, awesome appearance.   
Revelation 1:12-13 12Then I turned to see the voice that was speaking with me. And having turned I saw seven golden lampstands; 13and in the middle of the lampstands I saw one like a son of man, clothed in a robe reaching to the feet, and girded across His chest with a golden sash. 

The Son of God who is speaking is God incarnate – God in the flesh.  What does it mean that He has been “in the flesh?”  He understands what it is like to live in the flesh.  He understands that the Spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.  That’s what He said when He wrestled with God in the Garden of Gethsemane, before He went to the cross.  He said (paraphrasing), “Father, if it’s possible, take this cup from me.  Nevertheless, not My will but Thine be done.”  The Son of God, the Son of Man, the High Priest, who became flesh and blood that He might taste death for every man, but also that we might have a great High Priest who can be touched with the feeling of our infirmities, our weaknesses.   
Hebrews 4:15-16 15For we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin. 16Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the throne of grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need.


Does He understand what these men have gone through?  Yes, He was a man.  He was a sexual being.  Jesus was the Son of Man incarnate – He was male.   
Revelation 1:13-14 13and in the middle of the lampstands I saw one like a son of man, clothed in a robe reaching to the feet, and girded across His chest with a golden sash. 14His head and His hair were white like white wool, like snow; and His eyes were like a flame of fire. 


If we look here at this description, and move forward into Revelation 2, when He describes Himself,   
Revelation 2:18 18"And to the angel of the church in Thyatira write: The Son of God, who has eyes like a flame of fire, and His feet are like burnished bronze, says this:

Literally, it should be translated, “Who has His eyes like a flame of fire.”  Kay thinks that He is trying to show us is that, as He speaks to the churches, He has His eyes now as a flame of fire.  Why?  What does fire do?  Fire burns – it is a symbol of judgment.   The ungodly are going to live in a lake of fire that was prepared for the devil and his angels.  


Fire also speaks of purification.  It consumes dross – it does not destroy gold, silver, or precious stones.  It destroys wood, chaff, wheat – but it purifies without destroying gold, silver, and precious stones. We can know that when His eyes are like a flame of fire, it is either for judgment or purification.  If these two men (referring back to the church scandals) really belonged to the Lord, then is He out to destroy those men?  No – He is out to purify them.   
Hebrews 12:14 14Pursue peace with all men, and the sanctification without which no one will see the Lord.

So here He is, purifying as well as judging – and we see that in Revelation in the message to Thyatira.  He is going to judge that woman Jezebel, cast her in a bed of sickness, take those who are in bed with her and give her great tribulation, He’s going to take her children (and Kay believes that her children are those she has produced, her followers who are not true Christians; sitting in the church) and he is going to:    
Revelation 2:23 23'And I will kill her children with pestilence, and all the churches will know that I am He who searches the minds and hearts; and I will give to each one of you according to your deeds.

Here He is with a flame of fire – judgment and purification.  But what is He also like?  His feet are feet of burnished bronze.  
Revelation 1:15  15His feet were like burnished bronze, when it has been made to glow in a furnace, and His voice was like the sound of many waters.

Why does He use this “burnished bronze” description?  Because He has come as the One who is going to save us from our sins.   
Revelation 5:5-6  5and one of the elders said to me, "Stop weeping; behold, the Lion that is from the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has overcome so as to open the book and its seven seals." 6And I saw between the throne (with the four living creatures) and the elders a Lamb standing, as if slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven Spirits of God, sent out into all the earth. 

He bears those brand marks in His body.  That’s where God so loved the world – a world of sinners, enemies of God – that He gave His only begotten Son.  The Son, who knew no sin, was made to be sin for us; therefore, we can die to sin and live to righteousness – that’s His first coming.  But when He comes again, He’s coming to judge.  So here are His feet of burnished bronze.  (Kay begins to draw a diagram of the “tent of meeting.”)  Space provided to draw here:

In the Old Testament, there was a “tent of meeting,” called the tabernacle.  This was where the children of Israel would meet with God.  It had an outer tent, then another tent inside, which was divided in half by a veil.  When a person walked in (there was only one door), the first thing they would see was a bronze (or “brazen”) altar with four horns on it.  Kay emphasizes that it was made of bronze, just like the feet of Jesus.  Next in the tent was a laver, where they washed.  This laver was made of bronze also, and the priests had to wash in the laver before they could go into the inner tent.  The brazen altar was where the animal sacrifices were made; where the sin offering was given; where the guilt offering was given, where the burnt offerings were given – where blood was shed.  The people brought the sacrifices to the brazen altar, then the priests washed themselves.  But when one gets into the inner court, there would be a table of showbread, which was acacia wood overlaid with gold.  A seven-branched candlestick made of gold was on the left.  An altar of incense, also made of gold, was in front of the veil.  If one went beyond the veil (which is a picture of the flesh of Jesus Christ, as told to us in Hebrews 10), inside was the Ark of the Covenant, which was the most holy of all the furniture, with the mercy seat of gold.  The Ark was acacia wood overlaid with gold, cherubim of gold, and the Shekinah glory would come down – it represented God’s throne.  

On the Day of Atonement, before any kind of offering could be taken into the Holy of Holies, first one would come to the bronze.  Bronze speaks of judgment.  Gold speaks of deity.  The table of showbread is a picture of Jesus, the Bread of Life.  The candlestick is a picture of Jesus, the Light of the World that dispels darkness; it was the only light in (the Holy Place).  The altar of incense is a picture of Jesus, our High Priest.  But the brazen altar is a picture of the cross of Jesus Christ, where sin was taken care of.  So we move from judgment into purity, into relationship, into what we’re supposed to be for God.  But first sin has to be taken care of.  

Kay wants us to know that when those churches are doing what they’re doing, they are sending a message of judgment against sin.  Are they throwing away the people?  No, but they are acting as God would have them act.  Kay believes that these two churches stand out among many other churches that have covered and tolerated sin.  We have churches in the USA where the man divorces his wife, has an affair, marries, and then just goes to another pulpit, which is open wide for him.  People say, “Oh, we all sin…” and we do all sin.  But sin is to be dealt with – it is not to be covered up.  Kay wants us to see, as we look at this, that what these churches did is the same thing that we see God being praised for throughout Revelation.    
Revelation 11:14-18 15Then the seventh angel sounded; and there were loud voices in heaven, saying, "The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ; and He will reign forever and ever." 16And the twenty-four elders, who sit on their thrones before God, fell on their faces and worshiped God, 17saying, "We give You thanks, O Lord God, the Almighty, who are and who were, because You have taken Your great power and have begun to reign. 18"And the nations were enraged, and Your wrath came, and the time came for the dead to be judged, and the time to reward Your bond-servants the prophets and the saints and those who fear Your name, the small and the great, and to destroy those who destroy the earth." 


The nations were enraged – they do not want Him to reign, because He reigns (first of all) by bringing judgment, and then establishing righteousness.  And we can know that if He brings judgment into our lives, it is for the purpose of establishing righteousness.  We see this because He even gives Jezebel time to repent, when she is sitting in that church, teaching, and leading God’s bondservants astray into immorality and to eat things offered to idols.    
Revelation 11:18 18"And the nations were enraged, and Your wrath came, and the time came for the dead to be judged, and the time to reward Your bond-servants the prophets and the saints and those who fear Your name, the small and the great, and to destroy those who destroy the earth."

If we are going to fear His name, who is He?  He is the Son of God; He is to be obeyed; He is one with the Father – and if He pronounces judgment, then we are to stand by that judgment.  We are to walk in the same way.    
Revelation 15:3-4  3And they sang the song of Moses, the bond-servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying,
          "Great and marvelous are Your works,
         O Lord God, the Almighty;
         Righteous and true are Your ways,
         King of the nations! 
    4"Who will not fear, O Lord, and glorify Your name?
         For You alone are holy;
         For ALL THE NATIONS WILL COME AND WORSHIP BEFORE YOU,
         FOR YOUR RIGHTEOUS ACTS HAVE BEEN REVEALED."

What does it make us do, when we see those churches take that action?  When those sins come to the surface, what does it make us do?  It ought to make us fear God.  The beginning of wisdom is the fear of God, and to depart from evil.  


What are His righteous acts?  They are the trumpets, seals and bowls (that we’re going to study and know well if we’ll “hangeth thou in there”).     
Revelation 19:1-2  1After these things I heard something like a loud voice of a great multitude in heaven, saying, "Hallelujah! Salvation and glory and power belong to our God; 2BECAUSE HIS JUDGMENTS ARE TRUE AND RIGHTEOUS; for He has judged the great harlot who was corrupting the earth with her immorality, and HE HAS AVENGED THE BLOOD OF HIS BOND-SERVANTS ON HER."


Immorality corrupts the earth, where we’re living, our society.  Kay is horrified, and asks if we are horrified, sick, and angry at all the immorality.  She asks, “What do we expect from the world?”  We expect immorality from the world, but do we expect it in the church?  No.  Do we expect it to be taught in the church?  No – but are we tolerating it in our church?  What’s the message that our life sends to the world regarding immorality?  What is the message that our church sends to the world regarding immorality?  What message are we sending to other churches?

Jesus’ message to the church at Thyatira was (paraphrasing), “Look I know your love – it’s wonderful.  I know your deeds, your service, your faith, your perseverance.  I know that your deeds are greater than they were before.  You’re just increasing in your good deeds….BUT…there’s something I must judge.  My feet are burnished bronze and I must judge this, because I am holy, because I’m God, because I’m the Son of Man.  And because I’m the Son of Man, I know that you don’t have to live that way.  I came to set you free.  And I don’t want this going on in My church.”     
Revelation 19:2  2BECAUSE HIS JUDGMENTS ARE TRUE AND RIGHTEOUS; for He has judged the great harlot who was corrupting the earth with her immorality, and HE HAS AVENGED THE BLOOD OF HIS BOND-SERVANTS ON HER."

He’s talking about mystery Babylon (and we’re going to study it), which had a lot of wrong teaching mixed up in religious circles and immorality, all sorts of things that corrupt, and persecution of those who are holy and righteous.  Immorality was a very big part of who she was and what she produced, because He calls friendship with the world spiritual adultery.  

So He avenges the blood of the saints – what do we see in the church at Thyatira?  He is avenging what this woman has done to His bondservants, because Jezebel has led His bondservants (Christians) into sin, namely, immorality and eating food sacrificed to idols.  Because of what she (Jezebel) has done, He (Christ) has to come and judge those who went that way who were His bondservants.  We see it creeping into the church at Pergamum, where Balaam teaches them to commit acts of immorality, so God has to judge them.  God judges sin.


So if God judges sin, what does He want us to do?  He wants us to judge sin.  He says we are not to tolerate sin.  Kay says that the problem today is a lack of balance regarding two things – Who God is, and how the church is to respond to sin.  As we look at the letters to the churches, they clarify both of these things.  First, they clarify who God is – He sees and commends what is good, but He is not indifferent to sin.  Second, we see that love is essential (Kay reminds us that the Ephesus church’s one problem was that they had left their first love, and commends Thyatira for their love), but love does not tolerate sin.  The whole mentality of our society today is that we’re loving people by tolerating sin.  A great portion of our American society believes that they’re going to heaven, but live an immoral lifestyle.   They have God out of proportion – they think God is a God of love (and He is), but they forget that He is a God of judgment.  Third, we are not to tolerate what is wrong.    
Revelation 2:2 2'I know your deeds and your toil and perseverance, and that you cannot tolerate evil men, and you put to the test those who call themselves apostles, and they are not, and you found them to be false;
Revelation 2:6  6'Yet this you do have, that you hate the deeds of the Nicolaitans, which I also hate.
Revelation 2:14  14'But I have a few things against you, because you have there some who hold the teaching of Balaam, who kept teaching Balak to put a stumbling block before the sons of Israel, to eat things sacrificed to idols and to commit acts of immorality.

Now when we come to the church at Thyatira, they are tolerating a woman who is calling herself a prophetess (Jezebel, whether that was her literal name or not – when we say “Jezebel” we know exactly what kind of woman she was; there was a “Jezebel” in the OT and that’s probably what He was trying to show us).  Kay tells us that there are lots of people today who are running on prophecies instead of running on the Word of God.  They are running on messages that people stand up and give in churches without examining those messages in the light of the Word of God.    
Revelation 2:20  20'But I have this against you, that you tolerate the woman Jezebel, who calls herself a prophetess, and she teaches and leads My bond-servants astray so that they commit acts of immorality and eat things sacrificed to idols.

Some have pointed out that Thyatira is where Lydia (the seller of purple in Acts 16) comes from, and that Thyatira was known for its wool, its dyes, its cotton – and it had lots of guilds, which were like trade unions.  The guilds banded together and they would feast in these heathen temples.  So these people who wanted to be part of commerce and industry were being told by (Jezebel, paraphrasing), “It’s all right to go into these guilds, to eat things sacrificed to idols, business is business.  You have to do it if you want to stay ahead in the business.  


Romans 1 says that when people do not honor God as God, He gives them over to immorality, homosexuality, lesbianism, and a reprobate mind.  If we begin to diminish who God is, it’s going to affect the way we live.  Apparently this is what was happening.  (Jezebel) was sitting in that church and saying it’s all right to compromise to the flesh, desires, and passions.  There were Christian bondservants in there who were listening to her – and as they listened to her, she led them astray.  

So we’re not to tolerate – what do we do?  We are to judge sin.    
1 Corinthians 5:1-2  1It is actually reported that there is immorality among you, and immorality of such a kind as does not exist even among the Gentiles, that someone has his father's wife. 2You have become arrogant and have not mourned instead, so that the one who had done this deed would be removed from your midst. 


Kay says it is time to mourn.  It is not time to laugh at or make dirty jokes and innuendos; it is time to mourn immorality.    
1 Corinthians 5:2 2You have become arrogant and have not mourned instead, so that the one who had done this deed would be removed from your midst.

Did those two churches do what was right?  
1 Corinthians 5:3-5 3For I, on my part, though absent in body but present in spirit, have already judged him who has so committed this, as though I were present. 4In the name of our Lord Jesus, when you are assembled, and I with you in spirit, with the power of our Lord Jesus, 5I have decided to deliver such a one to Satan for the destruction of his flesh, so that his spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

Sin destroys the flesh.   
Romans 1:27  27and in the same way also the men abandoned the natural function of the woman and burned in their desire toward one another, men with men committing indecent acts and receiving in their own persons the due penalty of their error.

Where does that sickness, those sexually transmitted diseases, the AIDS come from?  We see it in the letter to Thyatira.  “I will kill her children with pestilence.  I will judge her.  I will throw her in a bed of sickness, those who commit adultery with her into tribulation.”  (Not the tribulation; rather, trials and testings.)    
1 Corinthians 5:5 5I have decided to deliver such a one to Satan for the destruction of his flesh, so that his spirit may be saved in the day of the Lord Jesus.

Apparently, this is a believer who has been caught in this awful sin.  Paul says (paraphrasing), “I want you to give that one over to Satan for the destruction of his flesh.  Put him out from among you and let him go, until he sees the awfulness of this, so that his spirit might be saved on the day of Christ.”  There is a chance for repentance for that man, because he sees the awfulness of his ways and comes back and repents.  (Christ) even gave Jezebel (who certainly is not a believer) the opportunity to repent, but she didn’t – because she did not want to repent.  The pastor and that 77-year-old man (from the articles) want to repent.  That’s the difference between God’s kids and the devil’s kids.  There’s a desire to repent – there’s an abhorring, a hatred of their sin and what they’ve done, but not with Jezebel.   
1 Corinthians 5:6-7  6Your boasting is not good. Do you not know that a little leaven leavens the whole lump of dough? 7Clean out the old leaven so that you may be a new lump, just as you are in fact unleavened. For Christ our Passover also has been sacrificed. 

His message to the church is the same message to us:  He will not tolerate sin.  He will not tolerate immorality.  It breaks the picture of the bride and the holy Groom.  Our Bridegroom has been sacrificed for us, and therefore we can keep the feast.  He’s been made sin for us, He’s set us free.  We can keep that feast with unleavened bread and with a life of righteousness.  But when the church tolerates that kind of immorality and sin, it sends the wrong message to the world.  


When we come down to the end, and He says He’s going to give (us) authority over the nations, His message is that He judges.  We’re to judge what He judges.  We’re to agree with what He says.  We’re not to think that we are God – we’re not!  We don’t have the mind of God, except from the Word of God and the person of Jesus Christ.  So if Jesus says, “You don’t tolerate this teaching, and immorality, and I’m judging it, I’m telling you that you’d better judge it.”  We might ask, “Who am I to judge?”  Kay says that someday, we who overcome (which means to walk by faith) will someday judge the nations.  So we are to start practicing right now.  Judge what God judges.  Know His Word.  God will not tolerate immorality.  “Be ye sure, your sins will find you out.”  And if we each are a child of God, and in that kind of sin, that is a blessing, to have our sins find us out.    
1 Corinthians 11:31 31But if we judged ourselves rightly, we would not be judged.

The message is over.  Now it’s time for us to pray – to let God search our minds, our emotions, our feelings, our hearts, our thinking.  Let Him search us – and see if there is any hurtful way in us. 
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
