Revelation – Part I
Lesson 8 – Philadelphia: You Have An Open Door, A Little Power;
Nothing Can Stop You.  Go!


President Roosevelt was very concerned that the Philippines would be taken by the Japanese and that he would lose one of his top generals, Douglas MacArthur.  He ordered MacArthur out of the Philippines, and Doug was very, very angry.  He loved the Filipinos; he loved that country; he didn’t want to leave – and he especially didn’t want to leave his men behind.  What kind of a general would go away and leave his men there, possibly to fight unto the death?  He stormed, he ranted, he raved; he considered giving up his commission and going back to being an enlisted man, so that he could stay in the Philippines with his men, and fight the enemy - to the bitter end, or to the glorious victory.  MacArthur did not want to leave.


He said to (General Jonathan) Wainwright (MacArthur’s second-in-command), “Don’t surrender!  I will return!”  Kay remembers watching the movie MacArthur; Kay loves war movies because she sees so many principles that can be applied to the Christian life – because we are in a warfare, and there is no retirement in time of war.  God tells us not to entangle ourselves with the affairs of this life, that we might please Him who has called us to be soldiers.  


Kay says that she will never forget a scene in that movie – it was dark, MacArthur was standing on the dock, and with him was a tiny Filipino man, a valiant soldier who loved MacArthur dearly, and whom MacArthur loved.  MacArthur said to that man, “Don’t surrender!  I will return!”  Instead of leaving in a submarine, MacArthur left for Australia in March in a PT boat, determined to show the other men and generals that one could get in and out of the Philippines.  

In April, Wainwright’s men were down to 15 ounces of food a day, and Wainwright surrendered unconditionally.  He got on the air and called for all the other troops to surrender also.  When MacArthur heard the news, he was angry and heartbroken, but he hadn’t forgotten his promise – “I will return.”  He wanted them to hold fast; they hadn’t, but MacArthur was going to return.  


The movie shows MacArthur coming back to the Philippines, walking the roads, and coming into this camp, with people reaching through a wire fence trying to touch MacArthur.  These people were skin and bones, no meat on their flesh, but knowing that what (MacArthur) had promised, he had fulfilled.  MacArthur had returned.  The pain on his face lets the viewer see how much he loved his men.  


As MacArthur walks into the prison barracks, the camera fades to the left, and the viewer sees men who are nothing but skeletons, lying in bed so weak they can hardly prop themselves up.  Then the camera moves to a man (who can only be seen from the chest down), struggling to get out of bed and grabbing his crutches (and then it is apparent that he only has one leg).  MacArthur looks over, catches that man’s face – it is that Filipino man.  MacArthur walks over, puts his arms around the man, who looks up at MacArthur’s face, and says, “I didn’t surrender.  I didn’t surrender.”  (MacArthur) pulls (the Filipino man) into his arms.  MacArthur promised he would return, and he did.  


MacArthur was a mere man, and he left his troops in the Philippines with only the resources they had there.   Jesus has written a letter to us, a letter to the church at Philadelphia – and Kay says that, if we look at church history, this letter has to be to our time as well.  The message to the church at Philadelphia is this (paraphrasing):  I HAVE SET BEFORE YOU AN OPEN DOOR WHICH NO MAN CAN SHUT.  HOLD FAST – BEHOLD, I AM COMING QUICKLY.  But He did not leave us only to our own resources; He also said, “Because you have a little power.”  


What’s God’s message to us today?  Kay believes that, if she’s discerned Him correctly (as she’s been on her knees in prayer for us, for herself, for the church of Jesus Christ that exists today), His message is (paraphrasing), “You have a little power.  You have an open door.  Nothing can stop you.  Now go, O faithful one, out of love for others and know this – I am coming quickly.”  Then He closes the book of Revelation with the words, “And behold, My reward is with Me.”  


Are we going to be (whether he was right or wrong) Wainwright – and give an unconditional surrender to the enemy?  Or are we going to hold fast in these last and final days before that hour of testing comes, in which Jesus is going to test every single person who lives on the face of this earth?  We can know that He has promised to keep us – either in or out of – that hour of trial that is to come upon all the earth.  When He returns and takes each of us in His arms, what do we want to hear?  Kay wants to hear, “Well done, my good and faithful servant.”  Let’s look at the message to the church at Philadelphia. 
Revelation 3:7-13  7"And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write: He who is holy, who is true, who has the key of David, who opens and no one will shut, and who shuts and no one opens, says this: 8'I know your deeds Behold, I have put before you an open door which no one can shut, because you have a little power, and have kept My word, and have not denied My name. 9'Behold, I will cause those of the synagogue of Satan, who say that they are Jews and are not, but lie--I will make them come and bow down at your feet, and make them know that I have loved you. 10'Because you have kept the word of My perseverance, I also will keep you from the hour of testing, that hour which is about to come upon the whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth. 11'I am coming quickly; hold fast what you have, so that no one will take your crown. 12'He who overcomes, I will make him a pillar in the temple of My God, and he will not go out from it anymore; and I will write on him the name of My God, and the name of the city of My God, the new Jerusalem, which comes down out of heaven from My God, and My new name. 13'He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.' 


As we look at the message, we see that it is four-fold.
1.  We have an open door.  
2.  Your enemies will bow down before you. He is saying that our enemies will know that He has loved us.  It may seem that they are winning the war, but we can know that they will bow down. 

3.  I will keep you from the hour of testing.  This is a promise.  

4.  Hold fast what you have.  This is what Douglas MacArthur was telling Wainwright and his troops – “Hold fast – I am coming quickly.”  


These are our Lord’s words to this church at Philadelphia.  Kay says that it is interesting, that when we get to this point in the letters to the churches (only one letter remains, to Laodicea), there are two churches to which He give no reproof whatsoever – two churches where there is no condemnation (in the sense of Him saying “You are wrong” – Kay doesn’t like to use the word “condemnation,” because there is no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus).  The other church to which there is no reproof is Smyrna.  We could describe Smyrna as the “suffering church.”  We saw that there probably was no reproof to that church because of that suffering.  In his first epistle, Peter says that when we suffer, we cease from sin – we have made a decision not to compromise, to go forward for Jesus Christ, that we are not going to turn to the right or to the left no matter what it costs us.  So because of that decision, we cease from sin – we have decided that we are willing to suffer.  


Kay says that Jesus’ words to the church at Philadelphia are very encouraging.  His words to the church are (paraphrasing), “I have no reproof for you, either – because, if I would call Smyrna a suffering church, I would call Philadelphia a faithful church.”   Kay says that sometimes we think that if we do not suffer (put in a literal prison as they were in Smyrna, or facing literal death), can we really be godly Christians, pleasing in God’s sight?  At this point in the USA’s and Canada’s history, we have not had to face that kind of suffering.  This nation (USA) was built on a fear and respect of God.  Even though many of our founding fathers may not have actually believed in the Lord Jesus Christ so as to be born again, still they lived with a fear of God before their eyes.  Because of that, we have never known the suffering and persecution that the churches in Romania, Russia, and other places have known.  But can we be a church for whom Jesus has no reproof?  Kay believes we can, that we can be like the church at Philadelphia.  Here was a church that did not suffer in the sense that Smyrna did, but it was faithful – why were they faithful, and why did God not reprove them?  Kay says it is because this church believed God – and it is an encouraging word, showing us that we can live without reproof.  We don’t have to suffer greatly in order to be pure – we only need to believe God.  

We would describe Sardis as dead (Kay closes her eyes and folds her hands as if she is dead in a coffin).  Philadelphia is an awakening church (Kay stretches and yawns).  The Awakening was:

1.  A time of concern for brothers, for other people.  It was a great awakening to the call and the responsibility of the church to go into all the world and preach the gospel to every single creature.  As we look at the churches, Kay wants us to remember that, at any given time in history, we can take those seven letters to the seven different churches, and see seven different types of churches that exist during that time.   At the time of the Great Awakening, some were still “in their coffin.”  Others woke up – and when they did wake up, they had a burden for their brothers.  


When we look at the word “Philadelphia”, we think “brotherly love.”  Philadelphia literally means, “lover of a brother.”  King Attallus of Pergamum had a brother (named Eumenes) whom he loved dearly, and he named Philadelphia in honor of this brother.  

The Great Awakening, a time of brotherly love, was when William Carey went as a missionary to India – he caught a vision.  He was a cobbler (shoes), and had made for himself a map of the world that he put up on his wall.  While he was working on shoes, he would think about his brothers – people who needed to know Jesus Christ, sheep that were lost and had not heard the voice of the Shepherd, people who deserved to have the chance either to believe on the Lord Jesus Christ or to reject Him (but to at least have the opportunity to know that there was a salvation through a person, the Lord Jesus Christ, who could take them out of their darkness).  William Carey was so stirred that when he went to the church (and he was not a preacher), he convinced them that they were to go into other parts of the world.  The church was asleep, uninterested, had no burden for the heathen – the heathen were the heathen, just leave them alone.  But Carey, when he got that vision and he went, he had obstacle after obstacle; but God set before him an open door which no man could shut.  (Carey) was convinced of that, and when he met those obstacles, in faith he (Kay demonstrates kicking something with her foot) and the door was opened, because Jesus had opened that door before them.  


Adoniram Judson went to Burma at this time; he lost his partner who had gone with him, he suffered all kinds of hardships in Burma – but he was so convinced that he was called there that when the king of Burma called him in and told him to stop his witnessing he said, “You will have to put me in prison again, because I cannot (stop preaching) because God has commissioned me.”  He would not surrender, and because he would not surrender, the gospel went into Burma.  

When Hudson Taylor went to inland China, even the missionaries (who were already there) were more or less dead.  Kay didn’t know until she studied his life, but they didn’t like Hudson Taylor, his radical ways, that he shaved his head and had only a pigtail, and that he dyed his hair black so that he would look Chinese (and the dye hurt his scalp).  But he was going to be all things to all men, so that he might win some.  He had before him an open door, and although missionaries would try to shut it, although they would write back and complain to the mission boards, although he had to leave his mission board because they did not have the vision, God had set before him an open door to inland China.  

At this time, we see David Livingstone and C.T. Studd, who went into Africa, and God had set before them an open door.  We see George Whitefield, and John and Charles Wesley, who went into the highways, hedges, coal mines, who stood and preached the gospel outside, because the church had closed its doors.  They would not let the Wesleys or Whitefield in the pulpits.  They (the Wesleys and Whitefield) knew that God had set before them an open door, so they went out in the open air and preached to literally thousands at a time – thousands that the church wasn’t reaching.  God had set before them an open door, and they had a love for their brothers.  

We can look at William and Catherine Booth, who were called into the saloons, pubs, and dance houses.  They would get up on the stage, and young Catherine would sing and the wild crowd, who had come to see all other sorts of entertainment, would sit there and melt with tears flowing down their faces and they would get converted.  God had set before them an open door.

Look at Spurgeon, look at Moody, these are the men of this time.  They went into the pulpits, awakened the church, and saw revival come.  We might look at these people and think, “Oh, that day is gone.”  Kay emphasizes that it is NOT gone – this is God’s message for us, ordinary people, just like all those aforementioned.  God has set before us an open door, and the time is now for us to walk through it.  Jesus has left, but He has said, “I will return. I am coming quickly, and My reward is with Me, to give to every man according to his deeds.”  

2.  A time of awakening to their power.  They began to discover the power that comes from knowing the Word of God.  These people during the Great Awakening got back into the Word of God, read the Book, took it at face value, believed the Word of God, and in the light of that, recognized the power that had been given to them and was theirs, and so went forth.  Kay says, “It is time, precious one, it is time to get the church of Jesus Christ in the USA and Canada and every other place we can into the Word of God, so that you and I can know the Word of God, so that we can know the power that is ours and walk forward through that open door that He has for us.”
The Open Door    
1 Corinthians 16:8-9 8But I will remain in Ephesus until Pentecost; 9for a wide door for effective service has opened to me, and there are many adversaries. 


Although God opens for us a wide door for service, it does not mean that it’s going to be smooth sailing as we walk through that door (this comment draws a chuckle).  It doesn’t mean that it’s going to be easy, or that we’re not going to have obstacles or adversaries.  But we can know that, whoever the adversary or whatever the obstacle, God has set before us an open door and they can’t stop us!  We have to recognize this, and that’s what Paul is saying in 1 Corinthians 16.    
Revelation 3:7-13  7"And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write: He who is holy, who is true, who has the key of David, who opens and no one will shut, and who shuts and no one opens, says this: 8'I know your deeds Behold, I have put before you an open door which no one can shut, because you have a little power, and have kept My word, and have not denied My name. 9'Behold, I will cause those of the synagogue of Satan, who say that they are Jews and are not, but lie--I will make them come and bow down at your feet, and make them know that I have loved you. 10'Because you have kept the word of My perseverance, I also will keep you from the hour of testing, that hour which is about to come upon the whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth. 11'I am coming quickly; hold fast what you have, so that no one will take your crown. 12'He who overcomes, I will make him a pillar in the temple of My God, and he will not go out from it anymore; and I will write on him the name of My God, and the name of the city of My God, the new Jerusalem, which comes down out of heaven from My God, and My new name. 13'He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.' 


What is He saying to the church at Philadelphia?  What is He saying to us?  Kay believes He is saying (paraphrasing), “O faithful one, know this:  I have set before you an open door.”  When He says “I have set,” it is a perfect active indicative (perfect tense, active voice, indicative mood).  Perfect tense means “a past completed action with a present and continuing result.”  In other words, “I have set before you an open door, and that door is going to remain open.  I want you to know that no one can shut it.”  The indicative mood is in the mood of reality.  The active voice means that the subject is fulfilling the action.  Who has opened the door?  Us?  No, God has opened that door, and if He is the one who has the keys of David, then He is the one who has authority.  The “keys of David” imply the authority that is given to someone over a household.   Jesus has the keys of David, and He’s saying (paraphrasing), “Look, there is an open door before you; no one can shut it and no one can open it.  What I open, I open; and what I shut, I shut, and no one can open it.  I’m the one who is saying this.”  
Isaiah 22:21-23  21And I will clothe him with your tunic
         And tie your sash securely about him.
         I will entrust him with your authority,
         And he will become a father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem and to the house of Judah. 
    22"Then I will set the key of the house of David on his shoulder,
         When he opens no one will shut,
         When he shuts no one will open. 
    23"I will drive him like a peg in a firm place,
         And he will become a throne of glory to his father's house.

“Can shut” is in the present indicative middle voice.  In other words, “No one can keep on shutting that door. That door can’t be shut right now.”  When He says, “You have a little power,” it is in the present tense, indicative mood (mood of reality or certainty), and active voice.  He is saying (Kay emphasizes that Jesus is talking to us personally), “You are the one who has the little power.”  

Why has Jesus set before them an open door?  

Why an open door? Because you have a little power.  The Greek word for “power”is dunamis.  When we look at that word, we think of the word “dynamite,” which is not really a good analogy, but the word is talking about a supernatural power, an inherent power.  When we think about a stick of dynamite, the explosive in inside, it has an inherent power to explode.  Kay is going to “run some references” to clarify.  
Matthew 6:13    13'And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from evil. [For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen.]'   

In this verse, Jesus is saying (paraphrasing), “You pray, ‘Don’t lead us into temptation; keep us from evil (also can be translated “from the evil one”). For thine is the kingdom, and thine is the power.’”  Kay wants us to see that this inherent power is God’s power that we have inside us.   
Matthew 22:29 29But Jesus answered and said to them, "You are mistaken, not understanding the Scriptures nor the power of God.

(The Sadducees) are asking Jesus questions about the resurrection.   Kay reads the verse and says that the reason a lot of people aren’t walking through an open door that God has set before them is because they don’t understand the Scriptures.  It is one thing to know and understand the Scriptures; it is another thing to live in the power of the truth of the Scriptures.  It is another thing to appropriate that power and say, “Hey, I’m just an ordinary woman (or housewife, or man); I’m not ordained; but this is what God says!  This is His Word, and this is the power that He’s given me!” Once we get a grasp on that, we’ll walk through those open doors.  We’ll hold on; we won’t surrender unconditionally to the enemy – we will stand firm and stand fast, even as that Filipino man did.  Even though he had lost his leg, he was standing, he had been valiant, he had not surrendered.  He knew his power, and he knew the promise of MacArthur.  
Matthew 24:29-30 29"But immediately after the tribulation of those days THE SUN WILL BE DARKENED, AND THE MOON WILL NOT GIVE ITS LIGHT, AND THE STARS WILL FALL from the sky, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken. 30"And then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and then all the tribes of the earth will mourn, and they will see the SON OF MAN COMING ON THE CLOUDS OF THE SKY with power and great glory.


“The tribulation of those days” is what we’re going to study in (Revelation) Part 2 – we’re going to understand the hour of testing that’s going to come upon the whole earth.  Every one of these words that we’re looking up is the same word for “power,” dunamis.  Jesus operated in the power of the Holy Spirit.  
Luke 4:14 14And Jesus returned to Galilee in the power of the Spirit, and news about Him spread through all the surrounding district

Here He is, walking in the power of the Holy Spirit. We see Him being baptized, then being tempted by the enemy, then going forth into ministry in the power of the Spirit.   
Acts 10:38 38"You know of Jesus of Nazareth, how God anointed Him with the Holy Spirit and with power, and how He went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.

God had set before Jesus an open door; Jesus had the power – where did His power come from?  He was God – He was omnipotent, all-powerful.  But when Jesus became man, He set aside His power; He did not operate in that – He operated as a man, showing us how we are to live.  He operated in the power of the Holy Spirit, who was in Him and on Him, even as the Holy Spirit comes in and on us.  

Kay wants us to see four things about ourselves:

1.  We receive power.  
Luke 24:49   49"And behold, I am sending forth the promise of My Father upon you; but you are to stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on high."  
Acts 1:8   8but you will receive powerwhen the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of the earth." 
The church at Philadelphia had recognized that they had a little power.  They were a church of brotherly love, concern for others.  They appropriated that power; they went forth through that open door, and there was a great awakening.  Kay says that, when Jesus Christ comes back for His church, she wants the world to know that she’s been here, that she believed Jesus, whose side she’s on, whose army she fought for, whose soldier she is.  Kay says that she doesn’t have much power, but she doesn’t need much power – she only needs a “little power.”  That power is an inherent power that goes forth as we go forth through that open door.    As we go through Acts, we see this use of dunamis.  

Acts 3:12     12But when Peter saw this, he replied to the people, "Men of Israel, why are you amazed at this, or why do you gaze at us, as if by our own power or piety we had made him walk?
Acts 4:33    33And with great power the apostles were giving testimony to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and abundant grace was upon them all.  
Romans 1:16   16For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.
1 Corinthians 1:18  18For the word of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God.  
1 Corinthians 2:4  4and my message and my preaching were not in persuasive words of wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power,     

We might say, “I can’t witness; I’m not eloquent.  I don’t have the wisdom to do it.”  Kay says, “Listen, honey, open your mouth!  There’s power behind those words!”  
1 Corinthians 4:20    20For the kingdom of God does not consist in words but in power. 
Acts 6:8     8And Stephen, full of grace and power, was performing great wonders and signs among the people.

As we study church history, one of the things we’ll find is that God is still in the “sign business.”  (Now, the devil’s in the sign business too…)  In incidences and in nations where it is necessary, we will see the power of God coming through.  Kay tells of a missionary in a drought-stricken land, who called upon God for rain and God sent the rain.  He wanted God to prove Himself.  

2.  We receive power by the Holy Spirit within us - His power works in us.   
Ephesians 3:16   16that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with power through His Spirit in the inner man,
Colossians 1:29   29For this purpose also I labor, striving according to His power, which mightily works within me.   

3.  With faith comes power.  When we decide we’re going to believe God and act upon it, power follows.    
2 Thessalonians 1:11  11To this end also we pray for you always, that our God will count you worthy of your calling, and fulfill every desire for goodness and the work of faith with power,
4.  Power is perfected in weakness.  Apart from God, we are weak – we are impotent.  
2 Corinthians 12:9  9And He has said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for power is perfected in weakness " Most gladly, therefore, I will rather boast about my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may dwell in me.

How do we know that power is perfected in weakness?  (Jesus) said to the church at Philadelphia, “You have a little power.  But because you have a little power, I’m going to give to you an open door.”

Why An Open Door?  Because You Have Kept My Word. “You have stayed by My Word.  You have not turned away from My Word.”  The other churches had allowed people to turn away, or to teach contrary to the Word.
Why An Open Door?  Because You Have Not Denied My Name.  Kay asks if we want an open door before us.  Do we want to be faithful until He returns?  Do we want to do the work that He has called us to do?  God will set before us that open door if we will realize that:  1) we have that little power and we use it; 2) if we will keep His Word, adhere to the Word, not turning to the right or the left, but observing to do all that He has commanded us; and 3) if we will not deny His name.  If we will hold fast to who Jesus Christ is, and hold up the banner of His name – His name states who He is – then we will have an open door.  
Revelation 3:10  10'Because you have kept the word of My perseverance, I also will keep you from the hour of testing, that hour which is about to come upon the whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth.
2.  Because you have kept the Word of My steadfastness.   The hour of testing is going to come upon the whole earth.  Kay wants us to listen to her carefully when she says that Israel is not sure that America is really her friend.  So Israel is making overtures toward the European Economic Community.  Do we realize what that means?  Prophecy is being fulfilled before our eyes.  We may not understand it, but we will in Revelation Part 2.  

Do we realize that Russia still has her warheads aimed at us?  Do we realize that Russia may come down against an unwalled city?  Do we know that, prophetically, a bunch of nations are going to come down from the north against Israel in the last time?  Do we realize that the EEC is having a hard time getting it together?  Do we realize what would happen if one charismatic man came in there with a wonderful plan, and just unified all of them together?  We might have the antichrist.  All these things, and even more, are going to happen in the hour of testing that’s about to come on the whole earth.  It’s the rest of Revelation.  


He is saying, “I will keep you from that hour of testing.”  He’s either talking about taking us out (of the world) before that hour of testing comes, or He’s going to keep us in the hour of testing.  Kay doesn’t want to influence our theology – she wants us to develop it ourselves, but she does want us to know that He is going to keep us from that hour of testing because we have kept the Word of His steadfastness.  When we see, just for illustration, Wainwright and the Filipino man, who was the steadfast one?  (Kay says that he wasn’t under the pressure that Wainwright was.)  The Filipino man was steadfast, and when MacArthur returned he was not ashamed.  When Wainwright saw MacArthur, he was broken because whether he was able to or not, he was not steadfast.  

Wainwright may not have been able, but you and I are able because we have a little power.  The problem is, we don’t know what kind of power we have – we haven’t tapped it.  Kay’s challenge to us today is to get into His Word!  Believe His Word, and know that the same power that rested upon Jesus Christ is the same power that is in each of us, and with that power and the open door, there is nothing and no one who can stop us.  Even if we walk into the hour of testing, we will be kept because He has promised – He is holy; He is true; He has the keys of David.  What He shuts, no one can open; and what He opens, no one can shut.  He is God, and He is on our side.  He is our general, He is our commander, He is the one that we are enlisted under.  


It is time for us to have an awakening.  It is time for us to go forward and remember that He is coming quickly.  He wants us to hold fast so that no one takes our crown.  When He comes, we are going to want to give Him something – and what will we have to give our Lord?  Oh, to take the crown off of our head, and give it to Him, saying, “This crown does not belong to me.  It belongs to You, because You gave me the power; You gave me the open door.  It belongs to You, and I’ve longed to give You something.  I’ve given You my life – I want to give You my crown.”  We can only do that by being steadfast, by being faithful.  Whether “crowns” or “rewards” are the same or not, we’ll have to discern, but He warns us:  
2 John 8     8Watch yourselves, that you do not lose what we have accomplished, but that you may receive a full reward
Revelation 3:11  11I am coming quickly; hold fast what you have, so that no one will take your crown.
