THYATIRA: “Perpetual Sacrifice”
Historical church: This border city stood as a guard post against possible aggression from the East. This wavering frontier often changed hands since it had no strong acropolis (high elevation vantage point). Without natural defenses, this vulnerable city had to rely on a spirited readiness and a personal valor until the Romans took control. Commerce quickly flourished, the city became renowned for its fine bronze armor & dyed cloth garments. Trade guilds promised wealth and power through participation in idolatrous religion. Philippi’s first believer, Lydia, a seller of purple cloth hailed from Thyatira.
