An In-depth View of Romans Chapters 1-5

Romans Chapter 1

I.  Paul lays down the Gospel of God

A.  Introduced immediately  (Rom 1:1)

B.  Concerns God’s Son 

I Cor 15:1-8: Now I make known to you, brethren, the gospel which I preached to you, which also you received, in which also you stand, 2 by which also you are saved, if you hold fast the word which I preached to you, unless you believed in vain, 3 For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received, that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, 4 and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, 5 and that He appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve.  6 After that He appeared to more than five hundred brethren at one time, most of whom remain until now, but some have fallen asleep; 7 then He appeared to James, then to all the apostles; 8 and last of all, as to one untimely born, He appeared to me also. (Bold added)

Paul wants us to see:

1. God’s Son was promised beforehand (Gen 3:15)

2. His Son was born of the seed of David

3. Jesus Christ was declared with power to be the Son of God by (following) His resurrection from the dead
      C.  The power of God unto salvation: 


1.  To everyone who believes, Jew and Gentile


2.  Reveals the righteousness of God

3.  Comes by faith

The gospel, the basis of everything Paul is going to say, in diagram form is: 1) Jesus Christ , the Son was in Heaven; 2) He came down to earth and was through incarnation made God-Man; 3) The purpose of the incarnation was His crucifixion; 4) He was buried; 5) He was resurrected from the dead; and 6) He was exalted to the right hand of the Father.  This is a unique position in that Jesus was the first man/God-man to be exalted by God, showing that God’s holiness was satisfied.

 Philippians 2:5-11: Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard equality with God a thing to be grasped, 7 but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, and being made in the likeness of men. 8 Being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. 9 for this reason also, God highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name, 10 so that at the name of Jesus EVERY KNEE WILL BOW, of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and that every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 

II.  The Wrath of God

A.  Revealed from Heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men            who suppress the truth in unrighteousness

Rom 1:18-20: For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 19 because that which is known about God is evident within them; for God made it evident to them.  20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made, so that they are without excuse.

Romans Chapter 2

In Chapter 2, Paul is going to show that not only the Gentiles are without excuse, but also the Jews are without excuse.  Paul is going to show that the righteous judgment of God exposes hypocrisy.

God’s Judgment is according to:


1. Truth  Rom 2:2

2. Stubborn and unrepentant heart  Rom 2:5
3. Deeds  Rom 2:6
4. Gospel  Rom 2:16
God’s Judgment is without partiality


1. To those under the Law   )  God is just


2. To those without the Law)

Rom 2:17-29 True belief circumcises the heart.

Rom 2:29: But he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that which is of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the letter; and his praise is not from men, but from God.
Romans Chapter 3

What advantage has the Jew?


1.  Access to the oracles of God


2.  All have sinned  Rom 3:9-18

3.  The Law reveals their sin.  Rom 3:20


4.  Righteousness is through faith

a. Justified (declared righteous and have righteousness imputed to our account) as a gift

b. Comes by the grace (unmerited favor) of God through redemption

c. The redemption price is the blood of Jesus

d. Because God is propitiated by Christ’s blood, which demonstrates God’s righteousness

Romans Chapter 4

Righteousness is imputed to our account by faith.

Our salvation is apart from:


-works


-circumcision


-the Law
