Lesson 5 – Romans 13

Consecrations, Love and Obedience
Paul takes 11 chapters of Romans to give us the “therefores” of salvation. Then he takes 5 chapters to give us the “therefores” of consecration. We will look at Romans as a whole again to put us in, and constantly keep us in, the context of Romans. 

There are three main “therefores” in Romans: 
· Romans 5:1 has the “therefore” of justification. 
“Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God.” 
· Romans 8:1 has the “therefore” of sanctification. 
“There is now therefore no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus for the [law of the] Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has [set] us free from the law of [sin] and death.” 
· Romans 12:1 has the “therefore” of consecration. 
“I urge you therefore brethren by the mercies of God that you present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice.”

With the doctrine in the first 11 chapters comes duty. In the first 11 chapters, with revelation comes responsibility. The duty of doctrine is in the last five chapters. The responsibility of revelation is revealed in the last five chapters. The Word of God never gives us just doctrine or revelation. With it always comes duty and responsibility. The Word of God never lays out just for us duty and responsibility. It has to be based on something—on what we believe. In Romans chapters 12-16, the behavior is based on the belief of the first 11 chapters.

Romans 1:21-32 shows the end result of wrong belief. “When men knew God but glorified Him not as God and they became vain in their imaginations and their foolish heart was darkened. Professing themselves to be wise they became fools. They changed the glory of an incorruptible God into an image, etc. Wherefore, God gave them up to immoral passions, then to perverted passions (homosexuality) and then to a reprobate mind.” Wrong worship resulted in wrong belief which resulted in wrong behavior. Thus:
Evil is progressive
1. They rejected God as God. They knew who He was, yet they turned away from what God had revealed about them.

2. They went to empty and useless speculations instead of sticking to the Word.

3. They went to empty and false beliefs, because that’s where useless speculation leaves you when you get away from the Word.

4. They went to false living.

As evil is progressive, so consecration is progressive, which we see in Romans 12-16. As they rejected God as God in their evil so in consecration you acknowledge God as God—as the merciful, loving God. “I beseech you by the mercies of God that you present your bodies…” He is a merciful, loving, sovereign God. “From Him and to Him and through Him are all things.” In light of that, you make one decisive act of commitment—of total consecration. You’ve seen all the doctrine. Now here is your duty to present yourself to Him. You have seen this revelation of all that God has done by His mercies, now what is your response to Him? To present yourself to Him in one decisive act of consecration—of total commitment.

Consecration is progressive
1. Acknowledge God as God.

2. Commit yourself to it.

3. Transformed mind. Or a transformed person by the renewing of your mind. Instead of useless and empty speculation, you renew your mind and therefore you are transformed.
4. Honest estimation of you as a person, as an individual, as a member of Jesus Christ’s body. It leads to an honest estimation of your place, your responsibility to that body. (Romans 12:3-8)
5. A life of consecrated service. From Romans 12:9 on, you see different ways that consecrated life of service is lived out. 
As evil is progressive, so consecration is progressive and it all comes back to how you respond to God as God and where you go for your knowledge—whether it’s empty useless speculation or whether you are transformed by the renewing of your mind.

This is greatly needed in the United States in response to our government. We live under probably the best governmental system in the world yet we really don’t appreciate it. Many Christians don’t handle it properly.

a. To governing authorities

b. To the law of love

c. To the command to put on the Lord Jesus Christ. Because that is a command.
The story of Marie Monson

This takes place in 1929. She was the principle tool for the Shantung revival that broke out in China. God had told her one day in prayer that He was going to use her as a tool for revival. She waited literally for years and years, and seemingly sowed seed on hard, hard soil. But that hard soil was watered greatly with prayers for revival. You will see a lot of the contents of the following verses manifested in her life.
Romans 12:1 Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your (rational, logical) spiritual service of worship. You will see Marie Monson worshipping God having presented her body to Him, totally committed to him.

Romans 12:2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect. You will also see this in her life and how she put this to the test.

Romans 12:3a For through the grace given to me I say to everyone among you not to think more highly of himself than he ought to think;
Romans 12:9-17 Let love be without hypocrisy. Abhor what is evil; In Marie’s life there was a real abhorrence of what was evil. Cling (cleave) to what is good. Be devoted to one another in brotherly love; give preference to one another in honor; not lagging behind in diligence, fervent in spirit, serving the Lord; The whole time that I’m loving the brethren I’m really serving the Lord. This is what you see in Marie’s life: Rejoicing in hope, persevering in tribulation, devoted to prayer, contributing to the needs of the saints, practicing hospitality. Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse. Rejoice with those who rejoice, and weep with those who weep. Be of the same mind toward one another; do not be haughty in mind, but associate with the lowly. Do not be wise in your own estimation. Never pay back evil for evil to anyone. Respect what is right in the sight of all men.
Marie Monson had gone on a ten day vacation to rest. She had a journey coming up after that. She lived in an area where they were constantly plagued by men who roamed the roads of China. They were bandits, pirates, evil men. Marie was never safe so when she traveled she always prayed that God would put a wall of fire around her as in a verse God had given her as a promise. 
This journey she planned was to a good part of China without these dangers on the highways. As she was in prayer, resting, the Lord laid on her heart (it kept coming to her in prayer) that she was to go on the 19th via boat, which was a one day’s journey, to some people that she was to join and minister with, possibly praying for revival. She prayed and this urging kept coming to her. 

Many people ask, “How do you know the will of God?” We expect it written by God’s finger in the heavens, or God’s voice calling down to us, but with Kay the will of God comes to her via impressions that keep coming to her mind or in her heart. With other people, they never move unless they have a Scripture from God. God will give them a verse of Scripture and that will be their guide. God leads us differently.

In any case, Marie was impressed that she was to leave on the 19th. She wrote and was told that there would be a boat on the 19th so she made her plans. She received another letter saying, “Don’t come. There’s no cabin available on the 19th.” She then went to the Lord and said, “Now, Lord, if you want me to go on the 19th, then you’re going to have to open up a space for me. Otherwise I’ll know that this impression is not from you.” She got another letter back. One of the first mate’s cabins would be available to her if she would pay some extra fare. She took that as from the Lord and continued to pray. She was devoted to prayer so she committed every aspect of that journey to the Lord. 
As she prayed the Lord impressed her to buy apples. So she bought all the apples she could find. She thought that maybe someone at the other end was sick and needed them. She was just being obedient to the leadership of the Holy Spirit, although in her mind she didn’t know why she was to buy apples. Another impression came to her to deposit all her money in a bank and to take none with her. 
It was summer where she was going so she wasn’t to take a lot of clothes. Her friends wrote to her and said, “If you can bear it, it’s only one day’s journey, don’t take all the bedding that you need. Just sleep on the hard board and you’ll be with us in one day.” So she didn’t take any bedding. She got ready to leave but all these newspapers, accumulated from other countries, arrived at her post office box. Ready to get on the boat, she had no place to leave them so she had to take them with her.
God had also impressed on her heart that she was to take chocolate. She owned several boxes of chocolates which she had tried to give away but every time she did, a voice or impression came to her, “Don’t give these away but keep them for an emergency.” She was 51 and thought that she was just getting old and self-centered, keeping things for herself. So just before she left, a missionary’s little girl came into the room and Marie gave her one of the boxes of chocolates. The little girl ran out excited but a little while later her mother came back in and said, “I’m sorry, but I really don’t want my daughter to have these chocolates so you must take them back.” Thus, Marie gets on board the ship with all these chocolates. As she walks the deck of the ship passing out gospel tracts, doing the business of the Lord, she notices some men and she thought, “You know, if I were back in my part of China, I would say that these were the brigands that travel the roads of China and hold up people, or the pirates I’m used to seeing. They must not be though because they aren’t in this part of the country.”

She went to her little cabin and it was horrible. It was like a wooden coffin but it separated her from all the other people. One night she heard pistol shots followed by shrieks and noise. She wrote: “It was as if a voice said to me just then, ‘this is the trial of your faith.’ At those words I was conscious of an inner warm living glad willingness to walk also in this part of the road with the Lord. ‘Oh that he might succeed in keeping me close to himself’ was my one conscious desire in the midst of all the noise and confusion.” As the pirates came onboard, she said: “The first Word that came to me was Isaiah 41:10.” 

Kay remembers that verse as a brand-new Christian when she had to go into the hospital to have an anterior cervical fusion which was quite complicated in those days and a little dangerous. But she found Isaiah 41:10—the Lord had given it to her—but they wouldn’t let her take her Bible into surgery so she wrote it out on a card and carried it with her and kept reading it.


Marie: “The first Word that came to me was Isaiah 41:10, a Word that I had often needed when in the province of Hunan. I repeated it aloud in the way I had done so often earlier.” You will find it greatly beneficial to pray aloud and recite Scripture aloud. There’s something about saying it aloud that really makes a difference. “‘Fear thou not, Marie, for I am with thee. Be not dismayed, Marie, for I am thy God. I will strengthen thee, yea I will help thee, Marie. Yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness.’ Long before, when I was in Hunan province, the Lord had told me not to be afraid. And I answered Him, ‘I will obey, Lord. I will not be afraid.’” Consecration is manifested in obedience. When God says that He has not given us a spirit of fear, then we are not to be afraid. So here was an act of obedience: “I will obey, Lord. I will not be afraid.”

The pirates ran down the ship and were opening all the cabin doors. She said, “My door was wrenched open, too.” And this is what came into her mind: “‘The blood of the Lamb is sprinkled on my doorpost’, came to my mind as they pulled at my door. This line of an old well-known Danish hymn sounded continually in my heart, especially at first when the pirates were the wildest.” She has been transformed by the renewing of her mind. When all these things are coming she is putting up a shield of faith which is the Word of God.


“Over and over again they ordered me out of my cabin.” They’re ordering her out of her cabin but she’s not obeying because she feels that the Lord has told her not to leave that cabin. “But I stayed where I was. I knew I had been given that cabin in answer to prayer.” She had specific directions from the Lord so she knew that was her cabin. “And I felt I should stay in it. If I had gone out, I should have landed in the hold of the ship with the other passengers and there were several hundred of them. Between each order to come out of my cabin, the pirates never took time to see their order was obeyed. The wonderful promises of God came to me, gently and refreshingly like spring showers. I received them and thanked God. From that moment, I was no longer I, but another person altogether, who was often a source of amazement to me.” This is what she whispered, “‘“Then the strength which has been promised for each day’s needs” means all this’ I often whispered to myself with a deeply thankful heart.” The men were stealing. One man came in and asked her, “Do you have a watch?” She answered, “Yes.” He said, “Hide it.” So she hid her watch. Now this was a Chinese pirate. “A little later another came in, quite a young lad, seventeen or eighteen. ‘Have you a watch?’ ‘Yes, I have.’ ‘Have you given it to anyone?’ ‘No, I haven’t.’ ‘Will you give it to me?’ ‘No, I can’t do that. We never give such valuable presents to people we don’t know.’” Such confidence! “’Yes, but you don’t understand. If you give it to me, I’ll be your friend.’ ‘Thank you, but I don’t want friends like you. I never had that kind of friend.’ ‘But you don’t understand. If I’m your friend, I will ask the others to protect you.’ He jumped up, held his pistol to my forehead and shouted angrily, ‘I’ll shoot you!’ ‘You can’t shoot me whenever you like. My God has said, “No weapon that has formed against thee shall prosper.” This is the heritage of the servants of the Lord.’ And I explained clearly to him what it meant that before he could shoot me, the living God must give him permission. Again he jumped up, held his pistol to my forehead and said, ‘I can! I’ll shoot you.’ ‘No, you can’t.’ The promise was repeated to him four or five times. I had the joy of hearing him say that promise almost every day for the next 23 days. It usually came in a scornful tone, ‘Just think! She says I can’t shoot her whenever I like because her God has said that no weapon that has formed against her shall prosper.’ All natural human fear, either of him or his pistol, was simply taken away.” 

The man who had told her to hide the watch came back and said, “I’ll give you twenty dollars for it.” She said no. Cleave to that which is good; abhor what is evil. “‘No, I wouldn’t sell it even if you offered me two hundred dollars for it because your money is not honestly come by. I’ve never used money of that kind. I wouldn’t touch a single dollar of your money.’ ‘Then I’ll give you another watch in exchange for it. It’s not quite as good but I’ll give you another.’ ‘No, thank you. If you give me another in exchange, it will be a watch that you’ve stolen from someone else so I couldn’t use it.’ ‘Well then, there’s no help for it,’ he sighed” and he went away with her watch. “In the doorway he turned around and said, ‘You gave me this watch of yours, didn’t you?’ ‘No, I didn’t. If you take it, you have robbed me.’ He took it away. A little sigh went up. ‘Oh Lord, I can do with out it and I know I can have another instead but it would be nice to know what time it is while I’m on board this ship.’ 
About a half hour later, another pirate came in and looked tired. He turned my large suitcase up and sat down and he told me I need not be afraid. I looked at him and said, ‘Do I look like I’m afraid?’ ‘No, you don’t.’ And he told me that some of the pirates belonged to General Chang’s army and they were doing all this. He said, ‘Have they tried to take anything from you?’ ‘Yes, my watch.’ ‘Who took it?’” So she told him. He went back and gave her the watch. “And he said, ‘I’ll give you a piece of advice. Don’t leave this cabin. If you do, you’ll never get it (the cabin) back and they will take away what you have here. If they come and want to take anything from you, just tell them the general said not to rob you.’ That pirate was always friendly after that.” She feels like he was raised in a mission school. 
Then some others came in to take away her things and she said, “‘The general said that you couldn’t do that. You are not to rob me.’ ‘Who is the general?’ ‘You know yourself. Don’t ask me.’” Now, they came. The door was ajar to her cabin and there were two guys leaning outside talking and snearing. You could just tell the tone of their voice. One threw the other one into the cabin and tried to lock the door but the lock broke. That guy came and sat next to her real close. “‘I felt as if the devil himself had come in. His face, neck and hands were covered with horrible open stinking sores. He sat down on my suitcase so close to me that I felt his warm breath on my face. I sat, repeating to myself the promise that had become so precious to me in the bandit-ridden province of Hunan. The angel of the Lord encampeth round about them that fear Him and delivereth them. Another promise came back to me again at that moment. ‘For I,’ says the Lord, ‘will be unto Jerusalem a wall of fire about you.’” And as this man sat there, she said, “To my amazement, I found myself opening the conversation and I asked him about his mother. And I said, ‘How old is your mother?’ He said, ‘Fifty-on.’ I said, ‘That’s the same age I am.’” As she began to talk to him and give him the gospel, he began to cry. 
God protected her. The newspapers became her warmth. The apples, the candy, the biscuits she had been instructed to take, became her food. It ended twenty-some days later. “When the women down in the hold came back that evening they came running to me saying eagerly, ‘We prayed that the foreigner’s God would deliver us. And He has delivered us.’ They were radiant. We had a lovely time of praise in my cabin after that. Later some of the men told me that one of the pirates had arranged for the women to be put in a room by themselves and had told his companions that they were under his protection.” She feels it was the same one who had protected her. “For the next few days with my fellow passengers these were wonderful days. Their hearts were open. They literally fought for the tracts and Bible portions I had. ‘It feels as if we had our mother on the ship with us,’ I heard more than once these days. But the best thing I heard was this: ‘Your God has helped you through this. We have seen that. But none of our gods helped us.’ Thank God they were in no doubt at all as to the differences.”
Those differences begin on the altar of consecration. They begin with the transforming of your mind, with you having a proper estimation of yourself and where you belong in the body, and they begin in love that is without hypocrisy. In this whole time as she dealt with these enemies she reflected Romans 12.
Romans 12:14-16a Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse. She never cursed. Rejoice with those who rejoice, and weep with those who weep. Be of the same mind toward one another; She gave the gospel to the man who came to rape her, covered with sores, as well as others. She shared Jesus Christ with all of them.
Romans 12:17-21 Never pay back evil for evil to anyone. Respect what is right in the sight of all men. If possible, so far as it depends on you, be at peace with all men. She even lived at peace with those men, holding the ground that the Lord had given her. And not being antagonistic. Never take your own revenge, beloved, but leave room for the wrath of God, for it is written, “Vengeance is mine, I will repay,” says the Lord. “But if your enemy is hungry, feed him and if he is thirsty, give him a drink; for in so doing you will heap burning coals on his head.”  People would walk through the streets carrying baskets with burning coals in those baskets. These were the means by which they would start a fire because they didn’t have matches. So for another person to come along and put a burning coal in there would be helping them not burning them. By their very act of goodness to those who are doing evil to them they bring shame upon them. If you would read Marie Monson’s book you would see that shame was brought upon those men by the very consecration of her lifestyle because there was a difference in how she behaved. Do not overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.
Chapter Thirteen
Consecration is manifested in obedience to government authorities.
Romans 13:1-2 Every person is to be in subjection to the governing authorities. For there is no authority except from God, and those which exist are established by God. Therefore whoever resists authority has opposed the ordinance of God; Remember that. He’s talking to consecrated people—to people who are not their own. If there is a government, then it is my minister. Therefore, if you oppose that government, then you’re opposing me. You see a lot of that [opposition] going on in Christendom in the United States of America and that’s not right. You say, “But our government is wrong!” Our government has been ordained by God and we are to operate within the framework of the laws of our land which have been laid down by God. Therefore, these people that are breaking the laws of our land by bringing immigrants into our country illegally and flaunting it in front of the government are not truly walking in pure consecration to God because we’re to obey. What about those poor people? Maybe God is protecting our land from being infiltrated from religions that would lead people astray. Maybe God is keeping our country from being infiltrated by communists being planted here. Kay doesn’t know what God’s doing but she knows what it says. 
For there is no authority except from God, and those which exist are established by God. Therefore whoever resists authority has opposed the ordinance of God; and they who have opposed will receive condemnation upon themselves. And yet sometimes what we do is make heroes of those who go to jail because they have willfully disobeyed the government. Is a Christian ever allowed to disobey the government? There are times when you must disobey the government because you render unto Caesar what is Caesar’s and you render unto God the things that are God’s. Such a thing would be when what the government has said is diametrically opposed to what God has called you to do. If then, you choose and feel that you are to obey God rather than man or the government that has been established by God, you have to be willing to take the consequences. Which means you have to be willing to go to prison. Or be willing to do whatever. This is a very delicate line and only meditation on it will help.
1. Governmental authorities are established by God. Think of Daniel.

Daniel 2:21 [Daniel said,] It is He who changes the times and the epochs; He removes kings and establishes kings; Therefore governments are established by God. He gives wisdom to wise men and knowledge to men of understanding. 
In Daniel 4 Nebuchadnezzar, the king of Babylon, is reduced to an animal because he does not acknowledge something.

Daniel 4:25b …until you recognize that the Most High is ruler over the realm of mankind and bestows it on whomever He wishes. God is in charge of the governments.

2. To resist is to oppose the ordinance of God and to bring condemnation on myself.

3. The purpose of government is to control evil. “But the communist government is evil.” That’s right, but you will find that the Christians who live under communism respect the government, obey the rules, and have said it in their hearts to be the best employees that they can be of the government. Their government has written a right to freedom of religion. They don’t adhere to it, but they have it in writing. When it comes down to whether they can instruct their children in the things of God, or whether they can share the gospel of God, then comes the conflict. God has allowed a government that has said, “No, you cannot share the gospel.” But God has said that we are to preach the gospel “in season and out of season.” We are to always be ready to give an answer for the reason of the hope that dwells within us. We have two case histories that you have looked up in the book of Acts where Peter and the boys were forbidden by the Council. This was the Sanhedrin, which the Roman government had allowed the Jews to set up to be the governing authority, under Rome, to rule Israel. The Council said, “We  forbid you to speak in the name of Jesus.” Their reply was:

Acts 4:19 And when they had summoned them, they commanded them not to speak tro teach at all in the name of Jesus. But Peter and John answered and said to them, “Whether it is right in the sight of God to give heed to you rather than to God, you be the judge; for we cannot stop speaking about what we have seen and heard.” In other words, “Whether you think it’s right in the eyes of God to command this or not, you be the judge. We’ll take the consequences but in our hearts we can’t stop speaking.” So it can come to that point, and it may for you in the United States.
Acts 4:29-31 “And now, Lord, take note of their threats, and grant that Your bond-servants may speak Your word with all confidence, while You extend Your hand to heal, and signs and wonders take place through the name of Your holy servant Jesus.” And when they had prayed, the place where they had gathered together was shaken, and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak the word of God with boldness. You see the same thing in Acts 5 where they gave them strict orders to stop teaching.

Acts 5:29 But Peter and the apostles answered, “We must obey God rather than men.” So governments are set up by God. If you have a government that tells you that you cannot preach the gospel, God has still allowed it. You may suffer the consequences of that by having to be in prison. But in your heart you know that you’ve got to preach the gospel. So in being a living sacrifice, it doesn’t matter if you’re alive or dead, that’s God’s business not yours, and you obey God rather than man. You render under Caesar the things that are Caesar’s. Always do this. Always render unto God the things that are God’s. Just remember that it must be a direct and sound command of God. Kay has seen Christians stand up and be flat out arrogant, nasty, boastful, rude and crude to government authorities. Caricatures about the president of the US, jokes about authorities, are not doing what God says for us to do. 
We are to be in subjection (hupotasso: “under orders”):
i. For conscience’s sake because if you are sensitive to the Lord, He will let you know inside whether you are being obedient to Him or not.

ii. For judgment’s sake because if you aren’t, judgment will rightly fall on you.

iii. And render what is due. 
Romans 13:7 Render to all what is due them: 

iv. Tax to whom tax is due; For a Christian to cheat on taxes is a sin. That is not consecrated obedience. You say, “I don’t like how the government spends their money.” It is none of your business. You are to seek to change that through the governmental laws of your country but that does not stop you from paying taxes.

v. Custom to whom custom is due. This is import and export taxes. When you go out of the country to Israel and come back to the US, if you’ve spent over $400 you’d better declare it. If you don’t, that’s not consecrated obedience. 
vi. Fear or reverence to whom fear is due, means that you are not to be smart and lip off to those whom God has placed in authority. 
vii. Give honor to whom honor is due. 

What if the government specifically brings down laws at the very roots of your Christian walk with the Lord? Such as, you can’t have a Bible, you can’t witness, you can’t teach your children, you can’t worship God. What do you do? We have both the examples of Acts and also of Daniel. 
Daniel lived as a child of God with the law of God as his guide. It was that which he was to keep under the Old Covenant. He lived in a heathen nation. He lived there in all probability, from the age of 16 until the age of 80-85. He lived under all these different kings: Babylonian, Medes and Persians. We know nothing about him after Cyrus the Persian. We know about three other Jewish guys that were with Daniel: Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. In Daniel 1, they are to eat the food from the king’s table which might be food offered to idols. It would be against the dietary laws of the Jews. Does he act arrogant? No. He works within the framework and presents to the ones in charge an alternative. He’s determined not to defile himself with the food from the king’s table. What if they haven’t given him the alternative? He committed himself to God and said, “God, I will obey you.” And God met him and granted him grace and favor. That’s what we need to do. Daniel didn’t defile himself with the food of the king’s table. If he’d been forced to, he probably would have let himself die.

In Daniel 3, Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego have to bow down to an idol which goes against the First Commandment, “Thou shalt have no other God’s before me. Thou shalt not make any graven image. Thou shalt not bow down to them or worship them.” So what do they do? They don’t bow. By not bowing, they are prepared to burn. The king gets mad, “Either you bend or you burn.” They said, “We can’t bend, so we’ll have to burn. Our God is able to deliver us. He may or He may not, but that’s not the question. Our deliverance is not the question, but rather our obedience. We’ve got to obey God rather than men so put us in the fire.” The king puts them in the fire and God delivers them. But God does not always deliver. Sometimes God lets you burn, but that’s all right because to be absent from the body is to be present with the Lord. 
Then in Daniel 6, a law is passed to trap Daniel, saying you can’t worship or pray to any other God. But Daniel has to pray. He’s devoted to prayer because it’s the lifeline of the Christian. He kneels where he usually kneels and he prays. The king finds out but Daniel is prepared to obey the law of the Medes which cannot be altered. So he is thrown into the lion’s den where he keeps his eyes on God and not on the lions. God shuts the mouths of the lions. Once again, as in the days of Marie Monson, God is glorified. 
If you are going to walk in consecration, it’s going to manifest itself in love to all people and in obedience to the government. Taxes, custom, fear or reverence, and honor. Giving all that is due. Behaving in a becoming way. One thing that distresses Kay is how many Christians claim to be following Jesus Christ who are so unbecoming in their absolute rudeness. She and her people face that rudeness constantly in the people who write them and deal with them. They make one little mistake and people immediately are as rude as all get out. Kay thinks, “You are not learning what we are trying to teach you in Precept. It’s not just doctrine, it’s duty. It’s not just belief, it’s behavior.” You have a responsibility and that is to obey and to love. Other examples like Marie Monson: Amy Carmichael, CT Stodd (sp?), Charles Haddon Spurgeon, Gladys Alward (the little woman).
