	6.
	Acknowledge her own guilt
	Doesn’t blame anyone else, but herself, for her situation


	7.
	Sought forgiveness
	We ask forgiveness from one GREATER than David!

	Persuaded of David’s goodness
	We’ve heard and trust Jesus’ goodness


	9.
	Believed in David’s great destiny
	Even though He is presently “hunted down”, we believe that Jesus will one day rule and reign in Jerusalem
