REPENTANCE
GREEK- metanoeo:   “Change one’s mind”

To say that “changing one’s mind” is all that’s necessary for salvation can be very misleading.
Isaiah 55:6-7
Seek the Lord while He may be found; Call upon Him while He is near. Let the wicked forsake his way And the unrighteous man his thoughts; And let him return to the Lord, And He will have compassion on him, And to our God, For He will abundantly pardon. 
Did the prodigal son just needed to “change his mind” about his state and his relationship to his father? The reality is that the genuineness of his “change of mind” is seen by his getting up and LEAVING the pigsty.

Proverbs 28:13
He who conceals his transgressions will not prosper, But he who confesses and forsakes them will find compassion.
Our obligation to the world is to give them understanding as to the way of salvation. One cannot change his mind about God without casting sin and the world behind him. A believer cannot continue to serve sin.

We… preach the gospel to you that you should turn from these vain things to a living God, who made the heaven and the earth and the sea and all that is in them. 
Psalm 51:13 
(After true repentance)THEN, I will teach transgressors Your way and sinners will be converted to You. 
We are not saved because we repent. We are saved by grace through faith (Ephesians 2:8-9), but we access that grace through repentance towards God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ. Then the fruit of true repentance is evidenced by obedience to God.
