Book of CHRONICLES

Date:  written during or after the Southern Kingdom was carried off to Babylon

Author: probably Ezra, who devoted himself to study the Law and to teaching its decrees in Israel, Ezra 7:10

Chronicles Uniquely Emphasizes
· Religion: priesthood, Levites, temple- purposely to maintain Israel’s focus and purity
· Moral Lessons: the author does not merely record events of history, but interprets Israel’s past
· Success of Judah’s Kings: omits Saul’s reign, Absalom’s rebellion, failures of David & Solomon
· Southern Kingdom: Davidic Lineage. No history of the Northern Kingdom, except as it relates to
 Judah. Therefore, no mention of Elijah or Elisha.

Very similar to II Samuel, I & II Kings
     - Exact accounts
     - Paraphrased accounts

     - Different account: David’s men “carried off the idols” vs. David “burned them with fire”
(- Unique material (David’s dedication of the Ark, King Uzziah’s pride)
