	(Judges 2) A new generation arose who did not know the LORD, nor yet the work He had done for Israel. ..they forsook the LORD and served Ba’al and the Ashtaroth.


	(1: 21) Even though they knew God, they did not honor Him as God or give thanks; but they became futile in their speculations, and their foolish heart was darkened.

	(Judges 17) 
God no longer honored as God as Micah makes idols and hires his own priest


	(1:22-23) They became fools. Man exchanged the glory of God for the image of corruptible man and other living creatures


	(Judges 18) 
Danites take Micah’s idols and priest for themselves


	(1:24-25) Changed the truth of God into a lie and worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator. Therefore, God gave them over in their lusts to impurity that their bodies might be dishonored.


	(Judges 19) 
Homosexual desires, rape, and murder by Benjamites


	(1:26-27) God gave them over to degrading passions; both women and men abandoned the natural functions and burned in their desire toward one another


	(Judges 20) 
Israel’s strife among themselves
	(1:28-31) Since they did not see fit to acknowledge God any longer, He gave them over to a depraved mind…being filled with all unrighteousness, wickedness, greed, evil, full of envy, murder, strife, deceit, malice, gossip, slanderers, haters of God, insolent, arrogant, boastful, inventors of evil, disobedient to parents, without understanding, untrustworthy, unloving, unmerciful.


	(Judges 21) 
Everyone did what was right in his own eyes
	(1:32) Although they know the ordinance of God, that those who practice such things are worthy of death, they no only do the same, but also give hearty approval to those who practice them.
