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CRY OUT: (2199) Za-aq   “shriek from anguish, danger, a distressed heart”

NOTE: Realizing a sense of urgency, sincere “crying out” represents humility, acknowledged weakness, desperate dependence upon God who has all power and resources, unconditional surrender to God, and obedience to His will.

Judges 3:9

And when the sons of Israel cried to the Lord, the Lord raised up a deliverer for the sons of Israel to deliver them…

Judges 10:10

Then the sons of Israel cried out to the Lord, saying, “We have sinned against Thee, for indeed, we have forsaken our God and served the Baals.” (Accompanied by REPENTANCE)
Psalm 86:7

In the day of my trouble I shall call upon Thee, For Thou wilt answer me.

Isaiah 40:9

Lift up your voice with strength (loud, fervent, passionate),…Lift it up, do not fear.
Psalm 145:18

The Lord is near to all who call upon Him, To all who call upon Him in truth.

Proverbs 2:3

…Cry out for discernment, Lift your voice for understanding;

Jeremiah 33:3

‘Call to Me, and I will answer you; I will tell you great and mighty things, which you do not know.’
