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Covenant:  a formal, binding agreement. Biblical covenants define the relationship between God & His people, expressing His plans & purposes. When between a ruler & his subjects, a covenant served as a national constitution, defining relationships & responsibilities between 2 or more parties. When a covenant was “cut with blood”, the parties were saying, “If I ever break this covenant, may it be done to me as to these animals (death).”
