Lesson 5
Living Out A Biblical Worldview
Let It Be Known
Approximately [2,610] years ago, three men refuse to bow to the king. They said, “Let it be known . . .” and little did they know when they said, “Let it be known . . . ,” that we, and multitudes of others would have a record of their story, or their allegiance, not to an earthly king, but to a heavenly king. “Allegiance to the king!” 
Kay wants us to go to Daniel 3. We have studied the chapter, but she wants to go to verse 12 to see the statement, “Let it be known.” In verse 12, they [certain Chaldeans] come to king Nebuchadnezzar and say, 
Daniel 3:12   12 "There are certain Jews whom you have appointed over the administration of the province of Babylon, namely Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego. These men, O king, have disregarded you; they do not serve your gods or worship the golden image which you have set up."
“These are men who do not worship you and do not serve your gods. These are men that have disregarded your order to bow before the statue. 
Daniel 3:13-18 13 Then Nebuchadnezzar in rage and anger gave orders to bring Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego; then these men were brought before the king.  14 Nebuchadnezzar responded and said to them, "Is it true, Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego, that you do not serve my gods or worship the golden image that I have set up?  15 "Now if you are ready, at the moment you hear the sound of the horn, flute, lyre, trigon, psaltery and bagpipe and all kinds of music, to fall down and worship the image that I have made, very well. But if you do not worship, you will immediately be cast into the midst of a furnace of blazing fire; and what god is there who can deliver you out of my hands?"  16 Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego replied to the king, "O Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter.  17 "If it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the furnace of blazing fire; and He will deliver us out of your hand, O king.  18 "But even if He does not, let it be known to you, O king, that we are not going to serve your gods or worship the golden image that you have set up."
Let it be known. LET---IT---BE---KNOWN. Let it be known that our allegiance is to the King of kings. Our allegiance is to our God. Let it be known. And know this: that if God wants to deliver us, He can. And if God does not want to deliver us, that’s allright. We will not bow. We will not bend, even if we burn. Let it be known. ”
Two-thousand-six-hundred-and-eight years ago, three men gave their allegiance to the King. Today, they let it be known, around the world and on the viewed media that a woman had died. Her name was Coretta Scott King and it was all the newscasts this morning. Whether we agree or disagree, we have to acknowledge the fact that this was a woman who made a choice, a woman who determined that she was going to live her life for what she believed. Coretta Scott King said, “I did not marry just a man. I married a vision. Therefore, though the man is not here, I go on.” [Kay asks us if we have] ever sat down and said, “Let it be known, this is the way my life will be lived. Let it be known, these are the standards by which I will live. Let it be known, that I will not bow, I will not bend, that I will not compromise. Let it be known, that there is one God, and only one God and my allegiance is to the King. Let it be known.” Kay asks if we have ever done that.
Bill Bright and Vonette became, in the grace of God, precious friends to Jack and Kay. The other day, Vonette called Kay because she had fallen a second time. She broke her foot and wanted to know how Kay handled it and what Kay did when she was in the wheelchair. As they were talking, Kay’s mind went back to Bill telling Kay, and multitudes, about the day that he and Vonette bowed the knee and wrote out a contract with God. They let it be known what their principles were.
Martin Luther King, Jr., in 1968, delivered this message:

Like anybody, I would like to live a long life. Longevity has its place. But, I am not concerned about that, now. I just want to do God’s will. And he’s allowed me to go up to the mountain and I’ve looked over and I’ve seen the Promised Land. I may not get there with you, but I want you to know that we, as people, will get to the Promised Land. And I’m so happy tonight. I’m not worried about anything. I’m not fearing any man. “Mine eyes have seen the glory of the coming of the Lord.”

We may not agree with him, or what he did, but we have to admit this: that man stepped out in a point in history and he said, “No longer will we bow. We have rights.”  When we stop and look at this, as late as 1968, in our country. Kay was 25 at that tine and oblivious to what was going on and wrapped up in her own world, and had bowed before the idol of “Me” and compromised the way she was living, and shaken her fist in the face of God and walked out of a marriage and was “looking for love in all the wrong places.”
Things have changed because a group of people, not just Martin Luther King, Jr., but a group of people said, “LET-IT-BE-KNOWN….” Kay asks us what the line is in our life, what is the determining factor, what have we said, “Let it be known: this is the way I am going to live.” Kay takes us [to] the death of Martin Luther King, Jr. He stepped out on a balcony and a man by the name of Ray took a gun, and shot Martin Luther King Jr. His speech was almost prophetic. “I have seen the mountain. I have seen the LORD, and I’m going to pass over, and if God wants to take my life, that’s fine.” Three Jewish men said the same thing.
It may go from laying down our lives; the three Jewish men escaped the fire; Martin Luther King, Jr., died. 
There was another woman and she came to power with her husband in 1876 A.D./C.E. Rutherford B. Hayes was elected president of the United States of America. He was a man of great determination, a hero. Stories were told about four horses that were shot out from under this man, and yet he persevered. Let it be known, he was a man who feared God. Let it be known that Dear Lucy was a woman that feared God. It did not matter that they dubbed her, the president of the United States wife, the First Lady of the land, “Lemonade Lucy” because when she came into the White House with her husband, she broke all precedents because of a conviction, and she would not serve alcohol in the White House. She said, “Absolutely not.” 

His Secretary of State said, “Listen. It was a grand (talking about a state dinner), a brilliant affair; the water flowed like champagne.”
But she said, “It is true that I violate a precedent. But I shall not violate the Constitution, which is all that, through my husband, I have made an oath to obey.” She later told her friends, “I have three sons coming to manhood and did not feel that I could be the first to put the wine cup to their lips.” She was a woman that said, “Let it be known….” She was a woman of standards. They would get up in the morning and, as a family, they would have family devotions and family prayers. Most of the time, at night, before they went to bed, they would have evensong and they would sing the great old hymns that were filled with doctrine. On Sunday, they would have worship times in the White House. “Let it be known….” Her allegiance was to the King of kings. We may not agree with her conviction on wine. It does not matter. “Let it be known….” the woman had a standard. 

Kay wants to ask us if we have a standard. Kay asks if there is a line that we have drawn where we say, “Let it be known. I will not step over that line.” Kay wants to call us to come to that place where we can say, with Shadrach Meshach, and Abed-nego, “we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter.” < Daniel 3:16b> “You saw us at the sound of the gong, the flute, the lyre, at the trigon; you saw us. We did not bow. You saw us. We stood there and we were easily noted in the crowd, because we were upright when everybody else was on their face, so it is not a matter to be discussed. Let it be known, the line is drawn.”  

Daniel 3:16b-18 16b rr "we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter.  17 "If it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the furnace of blazing fire; and He will deliver us out of your hand, O king.  18 "But even if He does not, let it be known to you, O king, that we are not going to serve your gods or worship the golden image that you have set up."
Kay wants us to stop and consider that golden image for a minute.  It was on the plain of Dura. Going back to verse 1
Daniel 3:1  1 Nebuchadnezzar the king made an image of gold, the height of which was sixty cubits and its width six cubits; he set it up on the plain of Dura in the province of Babylon.
and then he commanded everyone under his rule, all the leaders, all the heads of their kingdoms (the satraps and the governors and all) to come to the pain of Dura, and there, at the sound of the lyre, etc., they were to bow down and worship that statue. Kay believes the statue was in direct defiance to God.  Kay asks if we remember what happened in Daniel 2, where Nebuchadnezzar had a dream of a statue with the head of gold, a chest of silver, a belly of bronze, legs and feet of iron and clay. Then, a great stone came and struck the statue on the feet and the statue crumbled and was blown away and the God of heaven set up a kingdom that would never be destroyed. This is what we need to know.  We need to know there is a God in heaven and His sovereignty rules over all. We need to know, as we study the Word of God, when we pick up the Bible, that we can study it and live by it  
II Timothy 3:15   15 and that from childhood you have known the sacred writings which are able to give you the wisdom that leads to salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.
What we need to know and understand is  
Psalm 103:19   19 The LORD has established His throne in the heavens, And His sovereignty rules over all.
We are to give our allegiance to the King of kings, to the LORD God Almighty. This is what God told Nebuchadnezzar.  
Daniel 2:36-37  36 "This was the dream; now we will tell its interpretation before the king.  37 "You, O king, are the king of kings, to whom the God of heaven has given the kingdom, the power, the strength and the glory;”  
He got his kingdom from God.
Daniel 2:38c  38c”You are the head of gold.”

“Look at the statue! You are the head of gold!” But, now watch what the next verse says.
Daniel 2:39-40a  39 "After you there will arise another kingdom inferior to you, then another third kingdom of bronze, which will rule over all the earth.  40a "Then there will be a fourth kingdom” 

“then there will be a stone.”

Nebuchadnezzar says, “Oh no. Oh no. My kingdom will endure forever. Build the statue. Put it in the plain of Dura. Summon all the people under my reign and make that statue gold, from the top of its head to the tip of its toes. My kingdom will abide forever!”

It seems as if the kingdoms of this world will endure forever. It seems as if the kingdom of God will not come. As a matter of fact, Second Peter says 
II Peter 3:3-6  3 Know this first of all, that in the last days mockers will come with their mocking, following after their own lusts,  4 and saying, "Where is the promise of His coming? For ever since the fathers fell asleep, all continues just as it was from the beginning of creation."  5 For when they maintain this, it escapes their notice that by the word of God the heavens existed long ago and the earth was formed out of water and by water,  6 through which the world at that time was destroyed, being flooded with water.
They deny the flood and the intervention of God and they say, “He is not coming.”

Nebuchadnezzar was saying, “My kingdom shall endure forever!” Just think of him, in a sense, as the prince of this world who thinks that his kingdom will endure forever. The problem with us is we profess Christ, but we live and order our lives according to “the kingdom of this world.” We dress, talk and live like the kingdom of this world. The problem, today, is that the statistics show that there is very little difference between those who claim to be born again, and those who claim not to believe in the Lord Jesus Christ. The problem is that we have not let it be known. We have not settled the matter. We have not come face-to-face with the Word of God.
He hears the dream, listens to what it says and then he says
Daniel 2:47   47 The king answered Daniel and said, "Surely your God is a God of gods and a Lord of kings and a revealer of mysteries, since you have been able to reveal this mystery."
and he promotes Daniel. “It’s all right, Daniel, if your God is a God of gods.” It is not allright if your God is the only god, and He is the Supreme Authority. It is not, and so he builds a statue. Thus, he is saying, in defiance, “I believe. We will worship this statue.” 
This statue was ninety feet tall, nine feet wide, really out of proportion and in an archaeological dig in the plain of Dura, they found three mounds. One of those mounds was forty-five feet wide, and twenty feet high. Take a mound like that and put a ninety foot statue on it and you have something very impressive. Built by a king who loved hearing the interpretation of the dream, who loved knowing the dream, who admired the God, Who gave Daniel the answer to the dream and yet he was just a God gods. 
Our problem today is, that in the way we live, our God is just a God of gods. As long as we live that way, taking our Gods and professing His Name, and yet living according to the world, we are bowing to the gods of this world. There are several things Kay wants us to see:
1. We are to bow before only one God- Exodus 20:3  3 "You shall have no other gods before Me.”
The world and the courts want us to get rid of the Ten Commandments. The “reason” they are saying, “Get rid of the crèche, the Christmas things, telling us to say “Happy holidays” instead of “Merry Christmas” is because they say that this land, now, is inhabited by people that would take offense at the fact that we say that there is one God. Let it be known! There is only one God. NO-OTHER-GOD-EXISTS! The matter is already settled. Listen to what He says:
Exodus 20:1-3  1 Then God spoke all these words, saying,  2 "I am the LORD your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of slavery.  3 "You shall have no other gods before Me.”
Or, another way to translate that is "You shall have no other gods beside Me.” In other words, “I am to be the only one.” 
Exodus 20:4-5   4 "You shall not make for yourself an idol, or any likeness of what is in heaven above or on the earth beneath or in the water under the earth.  5 "You shall not worship them or serve them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the children, on the third and the fourth generations of those who hate Me,”
One of the key repeated words in Daniel 3 is “worship, worship, worship.” Another key phrase was “the image which I have set up” or “which the king has set up.”  The god of this world is willing to let us have multiple gods, willing to let you call him Buddha, Allah, anything except [YHWH] because He is the One and only true God. 

So the god of this world does not care what your religion is as long as we are not a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ, Who is the Son of God. They will let you kiss any other god, but they do not want you to kiss the Son. As long as we show in our life that we are not “so bigoted” that we only believe in One God, and only One Body of Truth, and everything in our life is to be measured by that, as long as we do not let that be known, we are safe. But, we are not safe beyond that. In Psalm 2, it asks this question in verse 1:
Psalm 2:1-2  1 Why are the nations in an uproar And the peoples devising a vain thing?  2 The kings of the earth take their stand And the rulers take counsel together Against the LORD and against His Anointed, saying, 
Who is His Anointed? Who is the Anointed One? Who is the Promised One? It is the Christ. It is the Mashiach, ha-Mashiach, it is the Messiah.
Psalm 2:3-6   3 "Let us tear their fetters apart And cast away their cords from us!"  4 He who sits in the heavens laughs, The Lord scoffs at them.  5 Then He will speak to them in His anger And terrify them in His fury, saying,  6 "But as for Me, I have installed My King Upon Zion, My holy mountain."
Dietrich Bonhoeffer
Kay asks us if we have ever heard the name, Dietrich Bonhoeffer. He was a German. His father, Karl Bonhoeffer, was anxious for his son to take up a “respectable profession” such as science, or the law or something. But, Dietrich said, “Father, I want to be a minister, a proclaimer of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.”
And Karl, his father, looked at him and said, “But the church, the church is full of flaws.” And the church was full of flaws because the church in Germany, the people that make up the church, had not said, “Let it be known.” They had not drawn the line. They had a “comfortable Christianity,” an “integrated Christianity.” And what Dietrich Bonhoeffer said to his father, “Then, if it is flawed, in that case, I will reform it. I will reform it.”
Kay asks where the people are, today, that have drawn the line; that say, “It does not matter. You can give us all the chances that you want. It has been decided. Let it be known! WE-WILL-NOT-COMPROMISE!” Kay also asks if we have “Let it be known”s in our life. She asks if we have come to the point where we have committed ourselves to God. She states that often times she gets flat on the floor face down before God, to remind God and herself that she has let it be known that she is a living sacrifice. Many times, on the floor, having seen that picture of Martin Luther, and he lies flat on the floor, and we see [him, lying flat, in the form of] a cross. 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer took up the cross. This is what they (the German churchmen) said about the church in Germany. “It is because of Hitler, that Christ has become effective among us. National Socialism is positive Christianity in action.” And he stood and opposed the Nazis with all his might.

We study England and see the Prime Minister waffling. We see Chamberlain saying, “Oh, listen. Accept Adolph Hitler.” 
And we see Churchill over here saying, “No.” The course of history is changed by people who have said, “Let it be known.” 
Kristallnacht: November 9, 1938
Kristallnacht was that night in Germany, November 9, 1938, (Kay was almost five years old). On that night, they went in and they broke the windows of Jewish establishments, houses; they desecrated synagogues and the Torah. It was a night of butchery against everyone who named the name, “Jew.” Families were brutalized, Jews were imprisoned, and Bonhoeffer was away from Berlin when it happened. He rushed home, “Let it be known!” to take his stand. He stood, like an intrepid prophet, before the violence. And they came and got him and put him in a cell with a cot, a shell for the stool, and a bucket was his toilet. He stayed there and continued to write letters and poems, proclaiming Christ, and to write his fiancée. They took him and put him in another prison, in the Flossenbürg concentration camp and on April 9, 1945, while leaving a worship service in that concentration camp, they came and got him. They took him out into the woods and made him strip naked, and he knelt on the ground and prayed. He lifted himself up, as a sacrifice to God, and then rose to his feet, and naked, went to the gallows and was hung by the Nazis.

“Let it be known!” Many other Germans, who bore the name Christian, did not stand. They lived with a fear of death. But, according to Hebrews 2, the fear of death is removed, the fear of death is to be removed when we come to know Jesus Christ!
Hebrews 2:14-15   14 Therefore, since the children share in flesh and blood, He Himself likewise also partook of the same, that through death He might render powerless him who had the power of death, that is, the devil,  15 and might free those who through fear of death were subject to slavery all their lives.
If we know that our sins are forgiven, that we are now part of the body of Jesus Christ (bone of His bone and flesh of His flesh), that we have passed from death to life, never to die again, that the second death cannot touch us because we have eternal life inside of us because we have Jesus Christ, then there is no fear of death. There may be trembling, sweating and crying, but it is over in a moment and we are absent from the body and present with the Lord and we stand immediately in the presence of the One and Only True Living God. We know that it was worth letting it be made known. We are willing to die rather than bow, worship, give our allegiance to the gods of this world. 
Exodus 20:3  3 "You shall have no other gods before Me.”
[Kay asks us if we do and if we have broken the first commandment. She reminds us that] it is the first commandment because it is the Supreme commandment, the most important commandment. 
The world does not mind if we have more than one god

The next thing she wants us to see is that the world does not mind if we have more than one god. Nebuchadnezzar did not ask those three men to forsake their God. All he asked was their allegiance to his god. Kay wants us to know that the world does not mind. The world will not mind as long as we do not insist on having one God, Who is the Only true God, and the only way to God. They will not mind as long as we do not insist on that. So we have to see this. Kay asks us to go back to Daniel 3 and look at it ,again.
Daniel 3:14   14 Nebuchadnezzar responded and said to them, "Is it true, Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego, that you do not serve my gods or worship the golden image that I have set up?”
It did not say, “Is it true that  you only worship your God?” They did not say, “Is it true that you worship another god?” That was not the issue. The issue was simply, you may worship whatever you want, but you will include my god in that worship. So we need to see and understand that all the world wants, is for us to compromise with our God. 

Kay asks why we think there is so much opposition today. It will continue and it is going to get worse. It does not matter when we are listening to this message. The opposition is going to get worse and worse and worse when we insist on worshipping our God, according to the Word of God. And when we insist there is no other god, 
Acts 4:12   12 "And there is salvation in no one else; for there is no other name under heaven that has been given among men by which we must be saved."
All the world wants us to do is bow to their gods. But we cannot do that. Just stop and think of what we have studied. We have studied Revelation 13, and this story that was recorded approximately [2,610] years ago, from the year [2008] that this story is going to be repeated. It is going to be repeated in the future. There is going to be a statue; there is going to be an image, and it is an image to the god of this world, to the ones that are ruling at that time. If we want to buy or sell, if we want to eat, Revelation 13, we must take the number of the beast.
Revelation 13:16-17   16 And he causes all, the small and the great, and the rich and the poor, and the free men and the slaves, to be given a mark on their right hand or on their forehead,  17 and he provides that no one will be able to buy or to sell, except the one who has the mark, either the name of the beast or the number of his name.
We must take that number. We must worship that image. 

Let it be known now. [We must] make our decision now, before we are hungry, before we cannot purchase anything. Kay does not believe we will be here for that. There will be people who need to make their decision, at that time.  This is what they said in verse 16:
Daniel 3:16b   16b “we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter.”
Why did they not need “to give . . . an answer concerning this matter”? Kay thinks it is just a fulfillment, or an understanding of what Jesus said to us: we are called to a cross. We are called to allegiance to God. In Luke 14, Jesus is speaking to the multitudes:
Luke 14:25-26   25 Now large crowds were going along with Him; and He turned and said to them,  26 "If anyone comes to Me, and does not hate his own father and mother and wife and children and brothers and sisters, yes, and even his own life, he cannot be My disciple.”
Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego had stayed true to their names; not the names given to them by the Babylonians, but they had stayed true to their names and they knew that there was only One, and they were willing to lay down their lives for Him. It says
Luke 14:27  27 "Whoever does not carry his own cross and come after Me cannot be My disciple.”
Let it be known! Jesus just said this that if we do not carry our own cross, and come after Him, we cannot be His disciples. A disciple is a learner and a follower. He said, “Let it be known . . . ! There is only one way to be My disciple. We have to “deny [ourselves],… take up [our] cross and follow Me.”
Matthew 16:24   24 Then Jesus said to His disciples, "If anyone wishes to come after Me, he must deny himself, and take up his cross and follow Me.”
If we are not willing to take up your cross,” which is death to self, you “cannot be My disciple.” Kay believes, personally, from all her studies in Scriptures, that if we are not a disciple of Jesus Christ, then we are not saved. Jesus lets us know that
Matthew 7:14   14 "For the gate is small and the way is narrow that leads to life, and there are few who find it.”
So we see Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego recognizing that God is God. Their names bore witness to Whom God was. 
Luke 14:28  28 "For which one of you, when he wants to build a tower, does not first sit down and calculate the cost to see if he has enough to complete it?”
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego counted the cost. How can we know?
Daniel 3:16   16 Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego replied to the king, "O Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter.”
Kay asks, “Why?” and answers for the three: “We have counted the cost.” And Jesus says, if you doubt, count the cost.”
Luke 14:29-30   29 "Otherwise, when he has laid a foundation and is not able to finish, all who observe it begin to ridicule him,  30 saying, ‘This man began to build and was not able to finish.'”
Esther Ahn Kim
It was a school, like yours. It was young kids, your age. It was during the war. Korea was under the domination of the Japanese, and Japan was losing the war. Japan wanted them to bow down and worship at the Shinto shrine, because they felt that if those kids would bow down and worship at the Shinto shrine, if all the schools in Korea would bow down before the Japanese gods and worship them, then the war would turn because the Japanese god would look, with favor, upon Japan. So they called the school and said, “You will come on such and such a day, up to the Shinto shrine that we have, and you will bow down.” The kids filed out, and the teachers with them. And Esther Ahn Kim, a Korean woman, highly intelligent, knowing Japanese very well, was walking up to this Shinto shrine with the kids behind her, were saying, “Will miss Kim bow?” The principal of the school had said, “You will bow! We know that is not a true god and I know that you are a Christian, but you’ve got to take care of the people of this school and you can’t bring shame upon us and you will bow, Esther Ahn Kim!” The kids were wondering if she would bow. As she walked up there, she thought of Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego and the very same story that we are studying. All of a sudden, the gong was hit and everybody went down, every kid in the school, every teacher and the principal, but not Esther Ahn Kim. She was small and frail, but she stood like a giant and would not bow. They came and grabbed her, arrested her and took her to the police office and they put her in there. The man who was interrogating her  was the chief of police. As he was interrogating her, someone came to the chief of police and said, “Come quickly! We need you.” He went out and God said to Esther Ahn Kim, “Flee!” She ran and hid until one day God said to her, “You are to go to Japan. You are to go into the Japanese government, the Diet, and let them know that if they do not repent, I’m going to pour down sulphur fire from heaven on them.” She went and sat in the balcony, and in the middle of that Japanese Diet (which is much like our Congress), all of a sudden, this unfolded before them and it gave the message that if Japanese does not repent, fire will come down from God out of heaven. She was arrested and taken to prison. “Let it be known . . . .” She had denied herself and taken up her cross and as willing to be obedient to God. The line had been drawn. They took her to prison. She nearly lost her eyesight in prison because of malnourishment. She never compromised. She was released from prison the day the atom bomb fell on Hiroshima. “LET-IT-BE-KNOWN!”
God is looking for men like Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego. 
Hananiah – Yah is gracious
Shadrach’s name was Hananiah which means “[Yah] is gracious”
Mishael – Who is what God is?
Meshach’s name was Mishael which means “Who is what God is?”
Azariah – Yahweh has helped
Abed-nego’s name was Azariah, which means “Yahweh has helped”
Whether we are rescued or put to death, whether we are a Bonhoeffer, stripped naked and on our knees and praying to God and hung on the gallows, or an Esther Ahn Kim that is delivered from a Japanese prison when her prophecy from God comes to pass, whatever it is, we are to know this:
Galatians 2:20  20 "I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me.”
The faith of the Son of God, who  was the corn of wheat Who fell into the ground and died.
John 12:24   24 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.” [KJV]
We are to bear His image, not the image of the gods of this world

The next thing Kay wants us to see is that we are to bear His image, not the image of the gods of this world. We know the Scriptures and we just have to take these Scriptures and think about them.
II Corinthians 3:18   18 But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as from the Lord, the Spirit.
Kay’s challenge to us is to look in the physical mirror.

Kay taught the teenagers in her church and was awed at those kids; they all had their Bibles opened. And yet, when some of those kids came and stood before her, and she asked their age, some said twelve and some thirteen. She wondered that they were dressed like the world and all of it sensuality. It is hard to dress a girl today. It is hard buying all their clothing. But, let it be known that in Kay’s family,
Joshua 24:15c 15c but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.
Look in the mirror. Kay asks if we want to look like the world, or dress like the world, or if we want to look like Christ. If we are going to look in the mirror and judge the world, we have to look in the Word; beholding, as in a mirror, in the Word of God, the Glory of God. We are changed from image to image. Each one of us and God will have to discern what to do in light of this message. Kay believes that from sixth graders on up, that we need to “Let it be known” what we are going to be for God. Kay believes we need to get along with God, that we need to be able to “Let it be known” so that we are able to say, “we do not need to give you an answer concerning this matter.” Kay believes we need to get along with God, to settle Whose we are and Whom we are going to serve and the line over which we will not step. She believes we need to come to Him, as Romans 12:1 says,
Romans 12:1  1 Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship. 
“Let it be known.” Kay promises us that when we do, this is the effect that we will see
Daniel 3:28   28 Nebuchadnezzar responded and said, "Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-nego, who has sent His angel and delivered His servants who put their trust in Him, violating the king's command, and yielded up their bodies so as not to serve or worship any god except their own God.”
Kay asks if we have got it and says, “Make it known that we are yielding ‘up [our] bodies so as not to serve or worship any god except [our] God.’” Make it known. Write it out, and then live it out. 
Kay makes one last statement: if we have never experienced the fire, never even felt the heat, Kay asks us how we are living. She believes that  we will live this way, that we will experience the fire, because the world will not tolerate us, or at least we will feel its heat. It may be from being called “Lemonade Lucy” to being hung naked on a gallows, from one extreme to the other, feeling the heat, or experiencing the fire. But she believes that the only way it will happen is if  we really live at the cross of Jesus Christ and say, “I will not bend. I will not bow. I will not worship, mentally, emotionally, or physically, I WILL NOT WORSHIP ANY OTHER GOD BUT THE ONE AND ONLY TRUE AND LIVING GOD. For there is no other god beside Him and I will have no other god beside Him. Make it known. Let us pray:
Father,
We thank You. We thank You for Your Word. We thank You, Father, that it is a sure Word. We thank You, Father, that it’s a Light that shines in a dark place. We thank You that they are words of life. We thank You, Father, that they are words of abundant life. And oh, Father, let us see that we will never ever know what it is to experience the closeness of the fourth man in the fire if we don’t even get close to letting it be known that we will only worship You. We thank You, Father. Oh, Father, there are so many ways You could go with this message, but Father, I pray for those that let it be known that they will sense the intimacy of the fourth man in the fire. One that looks like a Son of God. One Who is the Son of God. In Your name we pray. Keep us faithful. Amen.
