Daniel – Part II 

Lesson 10
Understanding Of The Time Of The End
The Judge of Righteousness Reigns!
What is the embodiment of horror, of desolation and of abominations – it is yet to come.  Kay believes we are standing on the brink of the events that are about to become rapid and more rapid until finally it accumulates in the end of Daniel’s seventieth week.  We, today, are on our final lesson and Kay is so proud of us and she wants to thank us for our faithfulness for hanging in there and studying in the word of God.  And while we may not understand everything we have been enlightened.  God has caused Kay to have insight; He has given her understanding.  With that insight and understanding she knows she is standing far more stable, secure and less frustrated as she sees the events of the days unfolding, as she watches what is happening in Israel, among the nations of the world, Iran and their threats.  As she understands what the word of God has to say it enables her to be at peace, to rest even as Daniel is able to rest.
Daniel 12:13 13 "But as for you, go your way to the end; then you will enter into rest and rise again for your allotted portion at the end of the age."
God is in control.  If you don’t know anything else you ought to know and understand the sovereignty of God.

We left off if Daniel 11 with Antiochus Epiphanes.  As we look at Antiochus Epiphanes all the scriptures that gave prophecies about him truly came to pass.  It was recorded in the history books and recorded in the history books it was so in tune with the word of God that scholars do not believe that the Bible is really the Bible thought that the book of Daniel was written after the fact.  But it was written long before the fact.  Daniel 11:36 makes the statement ‘then the king will do as he pleases and he will exalt and magnify himself above every god’.  This is what we saw Antiochus Epiphanes do.  We saw him declare himself God made manifest.  He didn’t do away with the Greek gods but when we come to this man, this king and it says ‘then the king will do as he pleases’.  From this point on we have a man that comes on the scene that acknowledges no other god on the face of this earth except himself. 
Daniel 11:36 36 "Then the king will do as he pleases, and he will exalt and magnify himself above every god and will speak monstrous things against the God of gods; and he will prosper until the indignation is finished, for that which is decreed will be done.
He makes bold claims to that as we will see in the New Testament.  Kay wants us to understand there is a division of times.  There are millenia that pass between verse 35 and verse 36.  We see a description of a man that has not yet been fulfilled.   As we look at this it is very much like Daniel 8.  Daniel 8 troubles the scholars because Daniel 8 talks about the time of the end.  
Daniel 8:21-22 21 "The shaggy goat represents the kingdom of Greece, and the large horn that is between his eyes is the first king. 22"The broken horn and the four horns that arose in its place represent four kingdoms which will arise from his nation, although not with his power.
The large horn between the goat’s eyes is the first king, Alexander the Great.  From Alexander the Great are going to come four kings (Kay is referencing page 71 History of Israel’s relationship to the kings of Daniel 11).  These kings will not be as powerful as Alexander the Great.
Daniel 8:23 23 "In the latter period of their rule, When the transgressors have run their course, A king will arise, Insolent and skilled in intrigue.
“In the latter period of their rule” - in the latter period of the rule of the kings of the north and the south.  Syria is the kings of the North; Egypt is the kings of the South.  When we look at the four generals only two become very significant for us during the time of Daniel.  When you look at Alexander’s demise and the two kings – king of the North and king of the South – take over eventually that goes over into Antiochus Epiphanes who was talked about in Daniel 8 and Daniel 11.  The king in verse 23 is Antiochus Epiphanes.
Daniel 8:24-26 24 “His power will be mighty, but not by his own power, And he will destroy to an extraordinary degree And prosper and perform his will; He will destroy mighty men and the holy people. 25"And through his shrewdness He will cause deceit to succeed by his influence; And he will magnify himself in his heart, And he will destroy many while they are at ease. He will even oppose the Prince of princes, But he will be broken without human agency. 26"The vision of the evenings and mornings Which has been told is true; But keep the vision secret, For it pertains to many days in the future."
The holy people in verse 24= the people of the saints.  Kay believes that what happens in Daniel 8 he gives a description of Antiochus Epiphanes but that description is so vivid that when he gives us this description of Antiochus Epiphanes that it melds and fills the mold right into the antichrist – right into the little horn of Daniel 7 and into the king of Daniel 11:36 +.  They are so much alike.  It’s like what God is doing He’s over here in history and in the days of Antiochus Epiphanes He is giving them a warning and picture of what is to come.  He’s saying that this guy at the end of times is just like the one we’ve already seen.  They are warned and have a picture in history. 
Daniel 8:19 19 He said, "Behold, I am going to let you know what will occur at the final period of the indignation, for it pertains to the appointed time of the end.
We’ve looked at and talked about that phrase so when he talks again from the rest of Daniel 8 from verse 20 on down he’s saying here’s this guy and I’m going to let you know what is going to happen at the final period of the end.  This man is a picture of the one yet to come.  As we look at this man, none of these things have been accurately fulfilled in history while everything from verse 35 back has been fulfilled.  
Daniel 11:36 36 "Then the king will do as he pleases, and he will exalt and magnify himself above every god and will speak monstrous things against the God of gods; and he will prosper until the indignation is finished, for that which is decreed will be done
Remember in Daniel 8 it says Prince of princes and here we see God of gods.  It’s the indignation of God against the nations and Israel.
Daniel 11:37 37 "He will show no regard for the gods of his fathers or for the desire of women, nor will he show regard for any other god; for he will magnify himself above them all.
“He will show not regard for the gods of his fathers” – in other words Antiochus Epiphanes had these Greek gods but this man is not going to have any regard for the gods of his fathers or the desire of women.  The desire of women down through the ages in Jewish history was to be the one to give birth to the Messiah because they understood that the Messiah would be a human being (there is controversy of the desire of women among scholars).  It could be that he is not going to acknowledge any other gods – not the gods of his fathers or the Jewish God.  He is going to magnify himself as god.
Daniel 11:38-39 38 "But instead he will honor a god of fortresses, a god whom his fathers did not know; he will honor him with gold, silver, costly stones and treasures. 39"He will take action against the strongest of fortresses with the help of a foreign god; he will give great honor to those who acknowledge him and will cause them to rule over the many, and will parcel out land for a price.
Remember how Antiochus Epiphanes would give the spoils of war to those who placated him, those who would bow down to him and side with him.  This guy does the same thing.  He’ll take land away from certain people and give it to others as long as we do what he wants us to do.  Remember this man is shrewd and cunning, a man of intrigue.  Remember, Antiochus Epiphanes is a picture of the one who is to come.  All these characteristics fill the bill.
Daniel 11:40 40 At the end time the king of the South will collide with him, and the king of the North will storm against him with chariots, with horsemen and with many ships; and he will enter countries, overflow them and pass through.
We now know that he is his own king because he is no longer a king of the North.  He doesn’t have an allegiance to Syria or to Egypt – he is his own man.  The Beautiful Land is Israel.
Daniel 11:41 41 He will also enter the Beautiful Land, and many countries will fall; but these will be rescued out of his hand: Edom, Moab and the foremost of the sons of Ammon.
Edom, Moab and the foremost of the sons of Ammon are present day Jordan.  So present day Jordan is going to escape out of his hand.
Daniel 11:42 42  Then he will stretch out his hand against other countries, and the land of Egypt will not escape.
This is a man of war, a man who is conquering and wants to bring everything under his subjection.
Daniel 11:43 43 “But he will gain control over the hidden treasures of gold and silver and over all the precious things of Egypt; and Libyans and Ethiopians will follow at his heels.
What Antiochus Epiphanes wanted and never got this king will.  
Daniel 11:44-45 44 “But rumors from the East and from the North will disturb him, and he will go forth with great wrath to destroy and annihilate many. 45"He will pitch the tents of his royal pavilion between the seas and the beautiful Holy Mountain; yet he will come to his end, and no one will help him.
This is between the Mediterranean Sea and the Dead Sea and between the Beautiful Mountain (Jerusalem, Mt Zion).  This is where he is going to camp and this is what it is going to be like in the last days.  This tells us that Israel is under distress and under the influence of this man because that is where he pitches his tents.
 Daniel 12:1 1 Now at that time Michael, the great prince who stands guard over the sons of your people, will arise. And there will be a time of distress such as never occurred since there was a nation until that time; and at that time your people, everyone who is found written in the book, will be rescued.
At that time – a very important phrase – the time that he pitches his tents in the Beautiful Land.  Michael is the great prince that stands guard.  From the very beginning of the nations – if you go all the way back to Shem, Ham and Jappeth and the nations that are populated from those three men – the sons of Noah from that time all the way up until the time of this one, this king there has never been a time of distress that is greater and there never will be afterwards.  In other words this the epitome, the pinnacle, this is when it’s the worst of the worst.
Genesis 10:1-32 
Your people = everyone who was found written in the book of life.  Kay reminds us about the terrible time for Israel and how two thirds will be destroyed and one third will come through the fire and survive.
Zechariah 13:7-9 7 “Awake, O sword, against My Shepherd, And against the man, My Associate," Declares the LORD of hosts. "Strike the Shepherd that the sheep may be scattered; And I will turn My hand against the little ones. 8"It will come about in all the land," Declares the LORD, "That two parts in it will be cut off and perish; But the third will be left in it. 9"And I will bring the third part through the fire, Refine them as silver is refined, And test them as gold is tested. They will call on My name, And I will answer them; I will say, 'They are My people,' And they will say, 'The LORD is my God.' "
Kay believes the one third that survives the fires is the faithful remnant.  
Daniel 12:2-4 2 Many of those who sleep in the dust of the ground will awake, these to everlasting life, but the others to disgrace and everlasting contempt. 3"Those who have insight will shine brightly like the brightness of the expanse of heaven, and those who lead the many to righteousness, like the stars forever and ever. 4"But as for you, Daniel, conceal these words and seal up the book until the end of time; many will go back and forth, and knowledge will increase."
‘conceal these words’ in other words seal it up it cannot be understood.  Kay says it can now.  God wants us to open our eyes and be aware of what is happening in the nations and Israel and know that we can understand.
Daniel 12:5-6 5 Then I, Daniel, looked and behold, two others were standing, one on this bank of the river and the other on that bank of the river. 6And one said to the man dressed in linen, who was above the waters of the river, "How long will it be until the end of these wonders?"
How long will this time come that is going to be a time of distress?  How long will it be until the end of these wonders?
Daniel 12:7 7 I heard the man dressed in linen, who was above the waters of the river, as he raised his right hand and his left toward heaven, and swore by Him who lives forever that it would be for a time, times, and half a time; and as soon as they finish shattering the power of the holy people, all these events will be completed.
We’ve studied it and talked about it but as we look at it again we come to those final years in Daniel – the final years to the end of time.  As we come to the end of time we focus on those last three and one half years.  We know they are preceded by another three and one half years; this is Daniel’s seventieth week; a covenant is made at the beginning of the last seven years and that the Jews are permitted to make sacrifices and grain offerings; in the middle of the week it will be broken and the one that comes on the wing of abominations will come and he will make desolate.  Everything in Daniel brings us down to the last three and one half years. 
He is going to decimate Israel; shatter the power of the holy people.  Some Jews have been told there’s another way to get to heaven other than through Jesus the Messiah and they’ve asked Kay she thinks.  She’s told them they must repent and believe that Jesus is the Messiah to be saved.
Zechariah 13:8-9 8"It will come about in all the land," Declares the LORD, "That two parts in it will be cut off and perish; But the third will be left in it. 9"And I will bring the third part through the fire, Refine them as silver is refined, And test them as gold is tested. They will call on My name, And I will answer them; I will say, 'They are My people,' And they will say, 'The LORD is my God.' "
There is a remnant that understands and sees the reality of who this is who is coming and they recognize him when he comes.

Zechariah 12:10 10 "I will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so that they will look on Me whom they have pierced; and they will mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son, and they will weep bitterly over Him like the bitter weeping over a firstborn.
I = God.  See the connection between Zechariah 12:10 and Revelation 1:7
Revelation 1:7 7 BEHOLD, HE IS COMING WITH THE CLOUDS, and every eye will see Him, even those who pierced Him; and all the tribes of the earth will mourn over Him. So it is to be. Amen.
Those who pierced im = Jews.  They are going to see Him and recognize Him and when they recognize him and bow the knee then they are saved and rescued.  Everyone that is written in the book will be rescued.  There is a time of salvation coming for the Jews.  We see this again in Romans.  The natural olive tree is Israel and the wild olive tree the Gentiles being grafted in. 
Romans 11:25-26 25 For I do not want you, brethren, to be uninformed of this mystery -so that you will not be wise in your own estimation -that a partial hardening has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in; 26and so all Israel will be saved; just as it is written, "THE DELIVERER WILL COME FROM ZION, HE WILL REMOVE UNGODLINESS FROM JACOB."
Until the fullness of the Gentiles come in – until every Gentile that is to be part of the body of Jesus Christ has believed.  The reason we believe is because God opened our eyes and turned us from darkness to light; from the power of Satan to the kingdom of God.
Acts 26:18 18 to open their eyes so that they may turn from darkness to light and from the dominion of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and an inheritance among those who have been sanctified by faith in Me.'
He chose us in Christ Jesus before the foundation of the world.
Ephesians 1:4 4 just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we would be holy and blameless before Him. In love
God poured out His grace upon us and by grace we are saved through faith and even that faith was not of ourselves – it’s a gift of God it’s not of works lest any man boast.
Ephesians 2:8-9 8 For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; 9not as a result of works, so that no one may boast.
As He saved us by grace He’s going to save them by grace.
Romans 11:26-27 26 and so all Israel will be saved ; just as it is written, "THE DELIVERER WILL COME FROM ZION, HE WILL REMOVE UNGODLINESS FROM JACOB." 27"THIS IS MY COVENANT WITH THEM, WHEN I TAKE AWAY THEIR SINS."
When He takes away their sins we have the fulfillment at the end of this terrible time of Jeremiah 31 and Ezekiel 36.

Jeremiah 31:31-33 31 “Behold, days are coming," declares the LORD, "when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah, 32.not like the covenant which I made with their fathers in the day I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, although I was a husband to them," declares the LORD. 33"But this is the covenant which I will make with the house of Israel after those days," declares the LORD, "I will put My law within them and on their heart I will write it; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.
Ezekiel 36:26-28 26 “Moreover, I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you; and I will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you a heart of flesh. 27"I will put My Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My statutes, and you will be careful to observe My ordinances. 28"You will live in the land that I gave to your forefathers; so you will be My people, and I will be your God.
We have the Jews coming to salvation.  Not all the Jews, the third that made it through the fire.
Zechariah 12:10 10 I will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so that they will look on Me whom they have pierced; and they will mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son, and they will weep bitterly over Him like the bitter weeping over a firstborn.
Zechariah 13:8-9 8 In the whole land," declares the Lord, "two-thirds will be struck down and perish; yet one-third will be left in it. 9 This third I will bring into the fire; I will refine them like silver and test them like gold. They will call on my name and I will answer them; I will say, 'They are my people,' and they will say, 'The LORD is our God.' "
Fire = that time of distress such that has never been and never be again – the last three and one half years – the fire of God’s wrath.  God’s wrath poured out on the earth and the nations and the nations gather to pour out their wrath on Israel.  If we put this with Jeremiah 31:31-33 and Ezekiel 36:26-28 we find God saying “they will be my people and I will be their God.”
Back in Daniel 12 – he wants to know how long before these things happen.

Daniel 12:7-11 7 I heard the man dressed in linen, who was above the waters of the river, as he raised his right hand and his left toward heaven, and swore by Him who lives forever that it would be for a time, times, and half a time; and as soon as they finish shattering the power of the holy people, all these events will be completed. 8As for me, I heard but could not understand; so I said, "My lord, what will be the outcome of these events?" 9He said, "Go your way, Daniel, for these words are concealed and sealed up until the end time. 10"Many will be purged, purified and refined, but the wicked will act wickedly; and none of the wicked will understand, but those who have insight will understand. 11"From the time that the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomination of desolation is set up, there will be 1,290 days.
The 1,290 days is thirty days over three and one half years.  So from the time that the regular sacrifice is abolished – we know from Daniel 9:27 that the regular sacrifice is abolished after three and one half years of Daniel’s seventh week.  
Daniel 9:27 27 “And he will make a firm covenant with the many for one week, but in the middle of the week he will put a stop to sacrifice and grain offering; and on the wing of abominations will come one who makes desolate, even until a complete destruction, one that is decreed, is poured out on the one who makes desolate."

Putting it together – we have a man and the end of the times that is going to cause distress and there is going to be a time like there never was before on the face of this earth – not since the nations began – not since Shem, Ham, and Jappeth has ever such a terrible time come.  This man has been portrayed to the Jews back in Antiochus Epiphanes.  What Antiochus Epiphanes did (and that’s why the prophecy of Daniel 8 carries forward) is manifest again in this king at the end of times.  This king who is the antichrist – he is the beast of Revelation 13 and the man of lawlessness of 2 Thessalonians.
Daniel 11

Revelation 13

2 Thessalonians 2:3-4 3 Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction, 4who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God.
This one, the little horn of Daniel 7, is the one we are seeing.  Everything in Daniel 8 in the Hebrew writing is to prepare Israel so that they understand what is going to come to pass, so they can have insights, so they can gain understanding, so they will hold fast and they will not apostasize.  Everything is laid out for them so they will know.  When Jesus came, He wanted them to understand this.  We are going to look at Matthew 24 but we can also study this in Mark.  Both of these passages mention this time that has never been and never will be again.
In Matthew 24 they’ve asked Jesus “What is the sign of your coming and what will be the sign of the end?”  The end is the same end that Daniel is talking about.  He tells them what is going to happen and how they are going to be delivered into tribulation and how they are to endure until the end and the one who endures to the end will be saved.  In other words you don’t apostasize, if you apostasize you never were born again.
Matthew 24:3 3 As He was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to Him privately , saying, "Tell us, when will these things happen, and what will be the sign of Your coming, and of the end of the age?"
Mark 13 
Matthew 24:14 14 "This gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all the nations, and then the end will come.
The gospel (good news) about the kingdom – the kingdom that is to come where Jesus Christ will reign upon the face of this earth for one thousand years.
Revelation talks about one, an angelic being, that has the everlasting gospel that spreads it across the heavens.  Why – because God is not willing that any should perish.  He wants them to come to know who He is.  He wants to give them life and not death.  He wants them to pass from death to life; from the power of Satan to the kingdom of God.  He want them in His Kingdom.

Revelation 14:6 6 And I saw another angel flying in midheaven, having an eternal gospel to preach to those who live on the earth, and to every nation and tribe and tongue and people;
2 Peter 3:9 9 The Lord is not slow about His promise, as some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing for any to perish but for all to come to repentance.
John 5:24 24 “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him who sent Me, has eternal life, and does not come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life.
Acts 26:18 18 to open their eyes so that they may turn from darkness to light and from the dominion of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and an inheritance among those who have been sanctified by faith in Me.'
The key to understanding this passage (Matthew 24:15) is to mark every when and then – it’s a time phrase and follow the sequence of events.
Matthew 24:15 15 “Therefore when you see the ABOMINATION OF DESOLATION which was spoken of through Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place (let the reader understand),
When was an abomination of desolation set up in the holy place?  Daniel 8 talks about the regular sacrifice being removed.  It’s in the days of Antiochus Epiphanes.  He is talking about this host and how he tramples down others.
Daniel 8:11 11 It even magnified itself to be equal with the Commander of the host; and it removed the regular sacrifice from Him, and the place of His sanctuary was thrown down.
The Commander of the host is God.  Remember Antiochus Epiphanes did the coins Theos Epiphanes – God made manifest.  An abomination of desolation is set up and the abomination is that statue of Zeus that is put in the holy of holies.  That happens during the days of Antiochus Epiphanes.  But it is a forerunner of what is yet to come and the forerunner of what is yet to come is seen in:
2 Thessalonians 2:3-4 3 Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction, 4who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God.
Jesus says when you see the abomination of desolation spoken of by Daniel the prophet then is what you do.  Then you flee, you get out of there.
Matthew 24:15-16 15 "Therefore when you see the ABOMINATION OF DESOLATION which was spoken of through Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place (let the reader understand), 16then those who are in Judea must flee to the mountains.
There are two different abominations of desolations; two different times when the regular sacrifice is abolished.  All of this under Antiochus Epiphanes is a preparation and for the Jews to understand there is yet another event coming.  
Daniel 12:11 11 "From the time that the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomination of desolation is set up, there will be 1,290 days.
Look at Matthew.
Matthew 24:15-16,19 15 "Therefore when you see the ABOMINATION OF DESOLATION which was spoken of through Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place (let the reader understand), 16then those who are in Judea must flee to the mountains. 19"But woe to those who are pregnant and to those who are nursing babies in those days!

If we follow it all the way down it says to flee and woe be to those and then:
Matthew 24:21 21 “For then there will be a great tribulation, such as has not occurred since the beginning of the world until now, nor ever will.
It’s the same description that is given in Daniel 12 – a time of great persecution.  What marks it:
2 Thessalonians 2:2-4 2 that you not be quickly shaken from your composure or be disturbed either by a spirit or a message or a letter as if from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord has come. 3Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless  the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction,
This is why it’s so important to study the Bible precept upon precept; getting His precepts, getting understanding.  We don’t understand everything at ones but He keeps building and adding and soon the light bulb goes on and we understand and we have insight and we can give insight and understanding to others.
In 2 Thessalonians they are talking about the coming of the day of the Lord.  Kay believes the day of the Lord starts in the middle of the seven years – she believes this personally.  “. . . apostasy comes first’ unless there is a departure of people and what they professed and what they believed.
In the days of Antiochus Epiphanes the regular sacrifice was abolished, the abomination of desolation was setup – it was the statue of Zeus, there was a great apostocy, many Jews forsook their Judaism – forsook their God – and they came over to Antiochus Epiphanes.  He’s giving us a picture of what is yet to come.  Now He’s taking us to the end times – from the time the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomination of desolation is set up there will be 1,290 days – thirty days over three and one half years.  The time when there is going to be a distress that has never been and never will be again that will last a time, times, half a time – 1,260 days.
Matthew 24:21 21 “For then there will be a great tribulation, such as has not occurred since the beginning of the world until now, nor ever will.

This is what He is saying here.  The sacrifice is abolished, the abomination of desolation.  What is the abomination of desolation?  Jesus says:
Matthew 24:15 15 Therefore when you see the ABOMINATION OF DESOLATION which was spoken of through Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place (let the reader understand),
This is it in 2 Thessalonians.
2 Thessalonians 2:3-4 3 Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction, 4who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God.
We know he’s the son of destruction, we know this from Daniel 9:27.  The word for temple is naos – the holy of holies.  The reason that the antichrist, the man of lawlessness, the little horn of Daniel 7, the abomination of desolation, does not acknowledge any god nor the god of his fathers he because he displays himself as God.  Take that and put it with our minds eye and put it with the statue that is erected to the beast and the false prophet says if you want to buy or sell you have to take the number of the beast – the number of his name.  In other words you have to do homage to him.

Revelation 13:17 17 and he provides that no one will be able to buy or to sell, except the one who has the mark, either the name of the beast or the number of his name.
This beast that is standing there is the embodiment of all that Satan is.  He’s been given his power by Satan.  
Revelation 13:2 2 And the beast which I saw was like a leopard, and his feet were like those of a bear, and his mouth like the mouth of a lion. And the dragon gave him his power and his throne and great authority.
Kay wants us to see the parallel.  He displays himself as being God.  Revelation 13 is the chapter about the antichrist – the beast.  Antichrist is not a word used here – it’s used in 1 John.  
Revelation 13:7 7 It was also given to him to make war with the saints and to overcome them, and authority over every tribe and people and tongue and nation was given to him.
In Israel people can sit on the roof tops and can see the temple mount – the Al-Azsa Mosque is there right now and the Dome of the Rock.  But the temple will be rebuilt.  We know that Jerusalem will be trodden down by the Gentiles until the time of the Gentiles are fulfilled.  We know the Jews will have their temple but they will not have their Jerusalem – they will not have domain over it.  People could watch any event from the rooftop they could watch him as he takes his seat in the temple and declares that he is God.  He demands that every nation, tribe and tongue worship him.
Revelation 13:8 8 All who dwell on the earth will worship him, everyone whose name has not been written from the foundation of the world in the book of life of the Lamb who has been slain.
They will fall down and worship him yet we know that those that worship him will end up in the lake of fire.  Back in Matthew Jesus is going to tell them what is going to happen and to give them the sequence of events.  He’s given them the sequence because they’ve asked.
Matthew 24:3,21-27,29-30 3 As He was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to Him privately , saying, "Tell us, when will these things happen, and what will be the sign of Your coming, and of the end of the age ?" 21"For then there will be a great tribulation, such as has not occurred since the beginning of the world until now, nor ever will. 22"Unless those days had been cut short, no life would have been saved; but for the sake of the elect those days will be cut short. 23"Then if anyone says to you, 'Behold, here is the Christ,' or 'There He is,' do not believe him. 24"For false Christs and false prophets will arise and will show great signs and wonders, so as to mislead, if possible, even the elect. 25"Behold, I have told you in advance. 26"So if they say to you, 'Behold, He is in the wilderness,' do not go out, or, 'Behold, He is in the inner rooms,' do not believe them. 27"For just as the lightning comes from the east and flashes even to the west, so will the coming of the Son of Man be. 29"But immediately after the tribulation of those days THE SUN WILL BE DARKENED, AND THE MOON WILL NOT GIVE ITS LIGHT, AND THE STARS WILL FALL from the sky, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken. 30"And then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and then all the tribes of the earth will mourn, and they will see the SON OF MAN COMING ON THE CLOUDS OF THE SKY with power and great glory.

Signs and wonders do not always come from God.  Verse 29 ‘those days’ after the three and one half years, after the final period of the indignation.  And then he’s going to gather His elect, His chosen people from the four corners of the earth.
Mathew 24:31 31 "And He will send forth His angels with A GREAT TRUMPET and THEY WILL GATHER TOGETHER His elect from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the other.
What is the 1,290 days?
Daniel 12:11-12 11 "From the time that the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomination of desolation is set up, there will be 1,290 days. 12"How blessed is he who keeps waiting and attains to the 1,335 days!
He’s talking about perseverance, not apostasizing, clinging to Him, endurance, there is a blessing for those that make it though.  
Jeremiah 13:11 11 'For as the waistband clings to the waist of a man, so I made the whole household of Israel and the whole household of Judah cling to Me,' declares the LORD, 'that they might be for Me a people, for renown, for praise and for glory ; but they did not listen.'
There is a blessing because what follows this is Jesus Christ comes down from heaven in great clouds and great glory and then He mounts His throne.  Kay thinks this verse in Matthew is used out of context many times.
Matthew 25:31-37 31 But when the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the angels with Him, then He will sit on His glorious throne. 32"All the nations will be gathered before Him; and He will separate them from one another, as the shepherd separates the sheep from the goats; 33and He will put the sheep on His right, and the goats on the left. 34"Then the King will say to those on His right, 'Come, you who are blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world. 35'For I was hungry, and you gave Me something to eat; I was thirsty, and you gave Me something to drink ; I was a stranger, and you invited Me in; 36naked, and you clothed Me; I was sick, and you visited Me; I was in prison, and you came to Me.' 37"Then the righteous will answer Him, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry, and feed You, or thirsty, and give You something to drink?
Daniel 7:9-14 9 I kept looking Until  thrones were set up, And the Ancient of Days took His seat ; His vesture was like white snow And the hair of His head like pure wool. His throne was ablaze with flames, Its wheels were a burning fire. 10"A river of fire was flowing And coming out from before Him; Thousands upon thousands were attending Him, And myriads upon myriads were standing before Him; The court sat, And the books were opened. 11"Then I kept looking because of the sound of the boastful words which the horn was speaking; I kept looking until the beast was slain, and its body was destroyed and given to the burning fire. 12"As for the rest of the beasts, their dominion was taken away, but an extension of life was granted to them for an appointed period of time. 13"I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man was coming, And He came up to the Ancient of Days And was presented before Him. 14"And to Him was given dominion, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoples, nations and men of every language Might serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion Which will not pass away; And His kingdom is one Which will not be destroyed.

Remember Daniel 7 says ‘one like a Son of Man’.  Matthew parallels with Daniel 7.
Matthew 25:40 40 The King will answer and say to them, 'Truly I say to you, to the extent that you did it to one of these brothers of Mine, even the least of them, you did it to Me.'
There is a faithful remnant and He said “when you clothed these Jews, when you clothed these people that would not take the mark of the beast, when you fed them, when they were incarcerated and you visited them you were doing it as unto me.”  Those inherit the kingdom.  But then He says to the goats:
Matthew 25:41-42,44-46 41 “Then He will also say to those on His left, 'Depart from Me, accursed ones, into the eternal fire which has been prepared for the devil and his angels; 42for I was hungry, and you gave Me nothing to eat; I was thirsty, and you gave Me nothing to drink; 44"Then they themselves also will answer, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry, or thirsty, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not take care of You?' 45"Then He will answer them, 'Truly I say to you, to the extent  that you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.' 46"These will go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life."

The goats will go away into eternal punishment.  There is a reward, God is a just God and a fair God.
Daniel 12:12 12 “How blessed is he who keeps waiting and attains to the 1,335 days!
 Joel 3:14 14 Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decision! For the day of the LORD is near in the valley of decision.
Joel talks about how He’s going to judge the nations.  It’s going to take time.  If we last we are blessed.
Daniel 12:13 13 "But as for you, go your way to the end; then you will enter into rest and rise again for your allotted portion at the end of the age."

When – at the end of the age.
Daniel 7:13-14 13 "I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man was coming, And He came up to the Ancient of Days And was presented before Him. 14"And to Him was given dominion, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoples, nations and men of every language Might serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion Which will not pass away; And His kingdom is one Which will not be destroyed.
It says at the end of Daniel 7 when the court sits for judgment and the little horn of Daniel 7, the antichrist, the man of lawlessness, the beast:
Daniel 7:26-27 26 'But the court will sit for judgment, and his dominion will be taken away, annihilated and destroyed forever. 27'Then the sovereignty, the dominion and the greatness of all the kingdoms under the whole heaven will be given to the people of the saints of the Highest One; His kingdom will be an everlasting kingdom, and all the dominions will serve and obey Him.'
Revelation 5 talks about men from every tribe, tongue, kindred, and nation singing praises and saying “worthy is the lamb that was slain to receive glory and honor and power and dominion.  For thou has purchased us with thy blood from every tribe, tongue and nation.”  
Revelation 5:9 9 And they sang a new song, saying, "Worthy are You to take the book and to break its seals; for You were slain, and purchased for God with Your blood men from every tribe and tongue and people and nation.
Kay asks if we’ve been purchased with the blood of the lamb, have we bowed the knee, acknowledged that Jesus Christ is God, had a life that show we have done this?  True faith is always manifested by a changed life.
2 Corinthians 5:17 17 “Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new things have come.
Have we confessed; do we believe that Jesus is the Christ and that He is the son of God, the Son of Man and that He is the one that is coming.  Kay asks if we’ve believed that and repented of our sins and if we walking in our own way and doing our own thing that we are not walking according to the Word but to ourselves and that is sin. 
James 4:17 17 Therefore, to one who knows the right thing to do and does not do it, to him it is sin.
Have we repented from our sins and acknowledged Jesus and received Him.  If not, today is the day of our salvation.  All we need to do is cry and call upon the name of the Lord and he will save us because He’s even given us the grace and the faith to do that.
Romans 10:13 13 for "WHOEVER WILL CALL ON THE NAME OF THE LORD WILL BE SAVED."
So just bow your head right now and if you have never received Christ or have never had a changed life although you’ve made a profession of faith then just call upon the name of the Lord and say:
God, I believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Messiah, the promised One.  I believe that He is your son, I believe that He is the savior of the world, I believe that He died for my sins and I believe that there’s no other way to come to you except through Him and I receive you right now, Jesus, as my Lord, as my savior, as my God.  And God says to you welcome to the family precious one.  Welcome to the family.  I give you the gift of eternal life.
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
