Daniel – Part II 

Lesson 9
Understanding Of The Time Of The End
Abomination of Desolation – The Time of the End
Where are those who will pay the price to have insight and understanding into the word of God and into the times in which we live?  Where will we find those that will not apostasize, who will not turn their back on the truth, who will not depart from the truth no matter what comes their way.  As we look at Daniel 11 today we’re going to see that the time of the indignation is coming and that as the time gets closer and closer the temptation is going to be greater and greater and greater to turn your back to forget what we learned or to not take time to learn – to gain insight.  Today we are going to pick up where we left off in Daniel 11.  We pick up right after Alexander the Greats’ death when his kingdom is suddenly taken away – when that horn is suddenly broken off and four horns come up in its place.  

Daniel 11:4 4 "But as soon as he has arisen, his kingdom will be broken up and parceled out toward the four points of the compass, though not to his own descendants, nor according to his authority which he wielded, for his sovereignty will be uprooted and given to others besides  them.
Kay wants us to see what we are leaning what we have learned.  Daniel 2-7 is written in Aramaic - in the common language of the people.  It was not written in Hebrew.  God was showing it had a broader audience and that broader audience was the Gentiles.  In Daniel 2 and 7 God gives us a glimpse of the times of the Gentiles.  The times of the Gentiles when the Gentiles begin ruling over Israel under the reign of Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon who takes them into captivity.  The whole nation is wiped out under Nebuchadnezzar.  The times of the Gentiles are in motion.  The times of the Gentiles, and Kay wants us to see this, they go all the way through the reign of the, what we call the Antichrist.  The one that is standing and jumps to position to the true Christ and is putting himself up as being god.  So it takes us all the way through that time.

Luke 21:24 24 and they will fall by the edge of the sword, and will be led captive into all the nations; and Jerusalem will be trampled under foot by the Gentiles until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled.
It takes us up all the way to the coming of the establishment of the kingdom.  In Daniel 2 it’s pictured as the stone that crushes the statue and a kingdom is set up.  
Daniel 2:34 34 “You continued looking until a stone was cut out without hands, and it struck the statue on its feet of iron and clay and crushed them.
In Daniel 7 it is shown to us as when the saints occupy the kingdom and then all the world is brought under the reign of Messiah.
Daniel 7:13-14 13 "I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man was coming, And He came up to the Ancient of Days And was presented before Him. 14 "And to Him was given dominion, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoples, nations and men of every language Might serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion Which will not pass away ; And His kingdom is one Which will not be destroyed.
But then in Daniel 8 he shifts back to the Hebrew language and Daniel 8 – 12 is in Hebrew.  God is going to take what is going to happen during the times of the Gentiles and He is going to specifically pull out certain things that go and pertain to Israel so that they can understand their place in the latter days.  We know in Daniel 10 that the final vision is so that they might have understanding.  Daniel 10:14 is very important that is why Kay keeps hitting it.
Daniel 10:14 14 “Now I have come to give you an understanding of what will happen to your people in the latter days, for the vision pertains to the days yet future."
He is showing what is going to happen to Daniel’s people.  He’s not as interested in the broad nations of the times of the Gentiles as He is interested in the details of what is going to happen to Daniel’s people – to the Jews.  He wants the Jews to have understanding so that when these events begin to happen in history they are not led astray or overwhelmed with what seems to be a horrible condition of Israel.  And so they do not become bitter and turn their back on God because it seems like God has forsaken Israel.  
In Daniel 8-11 we have the following points.  
How Israel will fair during the times of the Gentiles
Even in Daniel 8 that happens.  Daniel 8 has the vision of the ram and the goat- the Medo-Persians and the attack of the goat on the Medo-Persian Empire.  We discussed this previously how the one horn brought down the Medo-Persian Empire and that was Alexander the Great.  
Tradition tells us he went to Jerusalem to conquer it.  When he arrived, Yada, the priest, got others and they came out from the city in white robes to greet Alexander the Great.  Kay wants us to get this as these are people that have insight.  When they came out they read to him from the prophet Daniel chapter 8.  
Daniel 8:20-21 20 The ram which you saw with the two horns represents the kings of Media and Persia. 21The shaggy goat represents the kingdom of Greece, and the large horn that is between his eyes is the first king.
Kay thinks they stopped reading there and didn’t tell him what his fate would be.  He was so impressed with that that he turned around and he left Jerusalem.  If the enemy would, in a sense, bow to him and acknowledge him and his greatness then he would leave the alone.  If they opposed him then he became absolutely violent and brutle.  
From there he goes down in to Egypt where he establishes the city of Alexandria.  In Egypt they bow to him and they call him a Pharaoh and so he thinks that he is a god.  We see a group of people that had insight from the book of Daniel and knowing their enemy and knowing what he’s like they come and they have that insight and that is what spares Jerusalem – this is according to tradition.

In Daniel 8 – 11 we focus on how the Jews are going to handle the relationship to the Gentiles.  We know from Daniel 8 that much of that chapter is about this small horn that comes up out of the four horns of the successors of Alexander the Great and the little horn comes up after that and it focuses on that.  It focuses this man that we know is Antiochus Epiphanes – we know that from history because he fills the description.  But what happens is that as it focuses on him it even gives us details about how long he is going to be in power, what’s going to happen to the sacrifices and the temple and what’s going to take place during that time.  The focus, what Kay wants us to see, is on the details in respect to the Jews.  If we can keep this in mind we will understand Daniel 8 -12 and we will look at it from the Jewish perspective and this is what we want to do.  
We are going to look at the final period of the indignation.  Kay wants us to pick up this phrase.  It’s used two places in Daniel.  This man that is giving Daniel the vision of the ram and the goat says:

Daniel 8:19 19 He said, "Behold, I am going to let you know what will occur at the final period of the indignation, for it pertains to the appointed time of the end.
Not what’s going to occur during the indignation but what is going to occur at the final period of the indignation.  If we follow our time phrase and if we remember everything that we’ve studied, the final period of that indignation is the last seven years.  
Daniel 9:27 27 "And he will make a firm covenant with the many for one week, but in the middle of the week he will put a stop to sacrifice and grain offering; and on the wing of abominations will come one who makes desolate, even until a complete destruction, one that is decreed, is poured out on the one who makes desolate."
There is going to be a dividing of three and one half years and three and one half years.  We know from Daniel 9 that there’s a covenant made with the many – many – that’s very important.  Those are the people that don’t have insight.  This man who is the prince who is to come from the Roman Empire makes a covenant with the many for seven years.  In the middle of the seven years he puts a stop to sacrifice and grain offering.  We know there is going to come a time when he is going to make desolate.  He is going to make desolate and the one that makes desolate is going to be wiped out.  As we look at that, this is the final period of the indignation. 
What is the indignation?  We have to think of God’s indignation.  
Isaiah 34:1-2 1 Draw near, O nations, to hear; and listen, O peoples! Let the earth and all it contains hear, and the world and all that springs from it. 2For the LORD'S indignation is against all the nations, And His wrath against all their armies; He has utterly destroyed them, He has given them over to slaughter.
When is the Lords indignation going to be poured out against all nations?  Another word for indignation and that translators have translated it is wrath.  When we look at it this last three and one half years is a time of wrath.  It’s the Lord’s indignation.  From the aspect of Daniel 2 and 7 God pours out His indignation on all the nations.  We saw last week the prophecies from Zechariah when God gathers all the nations against Jerusalem and then the Lord comes to fight against those nations. 
Zechariah 12:1-9 1 The burden of the word of the LORD concerning Israel. Thus declares the LORD who  stretches out the heavens,  lays the foundation of the earth, and  forms the spirit of man within him, 2 "Behold, I am going to make Jerusalem a cup that causes reeling to all the peoples around; and when the siege is against Jerusalem, it will also be against Judah. 3 "It will come about in that day that I will make Jerusalem a heavy stone for all the peoples; all who lift it will be severely injured. And all the nations of the earth will be gathered against it. 4In that day," declares the LORD, "I will strike every horse with bewilderment and his rider with madness. But I will watch over the house of Judah, while I strike every horse of the peoples with blindness. 5"Then the clans of Judah will say in their hearts, 'A strong support for us are the inhabitants of Jerusalem through the LORD of hosts, their God.' 6"In that day I will make the clans of Judah like a firepot among pieces of wood and a flaming torch among sheaves, so they will consume on the right hand and on the left all the surrounding peoples, while the inhabitants of Jerusalem again dwell on their own sites in Jerusalem. 7"The LORD also will save the tents of Judah first, so that the glory of the house of David and the glory of the inhabitants of Jerusalem will not be magnified above Judah. 8"In that day the LORD will defend the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and the one who is feeble among them in that day will be like David, and the house of David will be like God, like the angel of the LORD before them. 9"And in that day I will set about to destroy all the nations that come against Jerusalem.

We saw it in Joel multitudes in the valley of decision.  We’ve seen it in the Minor Prophets – there is a final period of indignation.
Joel 3:12-14 12 Let the nations be aroused And come up to the valley of Jehoshaphat, For there I will sit to judge All the surrounding nations. 13Put in the sickle, for the harvest is ripe. Come, tread, for the wine press is full; The vats overflow, for their wickedness is great. 14Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decision! For the day of the LORD is near in the valley of decision.
When we look at this it’s indignation against the nations but is it indignation against God’s people?  We know that God uses the nations as His hammer, so to speak, His weapon of judgment against the Jews.  He raises up the Babylonians, the Assyriens.  He brings them down as an instrument of judgment.  He did it with Assyria and the Philistines and He’s done it throughout history.  But now does He bring indignation against His people?

Ezekiel 22:1-4 1 Then the word of the LORD came to me, saying, 2 "And you, son of man, will you judge, will you judge the bloody city? Then cause her to know all her abominations. 3"You shall say, 'Thus says the Lord GOD, "A city shedding blood in her midst, so that her time will come, and that makes idols, contrary to her interest, for defilement! 4"You have become guilty by the blood which you have shed, and defiled by your idols which you have made. Thus you have brought your day near and have come to your years; therefore I have made you a reproach to the nations and a mocking to all the lands.
The bloody city is talking about Jerusalem.  What we need to remember is that from the time of Babylon all the way through to the end of the indignation – to the final period of the indignation – Israel will be a mockery to the nations.  If we can understand that and gain that insight and have understanding then it can take us through the ups and downs of history and the kings and their folly, brutality, megalomania and all of that.  It sobers us up.

Ezekiel 22:24 24  Son of man, say to her, 'You are a land that is not cleansed or rained on in the day of indignation.'
He’s talking about Jerusalem (her).  They do not have insight and are not paying attention.  They have the book and are not paying attention.  He’s looking for a man with insight.
Ezekiel 22:30-31 30 “"I searched for a man among them who would build up the wall and stand in the gap before Me for the land, so that I would not destroy it; but I found no one. 31 "Thus I have poured out My indignation on them; I have consumed them with the fire of My wrath; their way I have brought upon their heads," declares the Lord GOD.
Them = the land of Israel, the city of Jerusalem.  Daniel points us to the last three and one half years – the period of the final indignation.  And yet he’s pointing to the people at the end of this time, then Messiah will reign, then the saints will occupy and rule and reign with Him.  Then Israel will be everything that it should be and Israel will be saved.
Hosea 2:23 23 “I will sow her for Myself in the land. I will also have compassion on her who had not obtained compassion, And I will say to those who were not My people, 'You are My people!' And they will say, 'You are my God!' "

What a warning for us because if we refuse to have insight and refuse to listen to God and refuse to be the men and women that God wants us to be then we can know that God brings on our own heads our ways.  Because we have chosen to depart from truth, we have chosen to walk out of the light and choose darkness and this is why we see broken bodies and broken lives and broken relationship all around us.  This is why our society so fragmented and such pain and sin as we are just like Greece now and we are saying that homosexuality is just as viable as heterosexuality.  We are throwing away and casting away even the marriage contract and we just live together.  We are bringing on ourselves our own ways and with our own ways, because they are not God’s ways, comes the indignation of God, comes the wrath of God.  In Revelation we’ll learn that the last three and one half years are when God pours out His seven bowls of wrath upon the earth and upon the kingdom of the beast and then Jesus Christ comes.  We know how He annihilates Babylon and how He annihilates the kings of the earth and how He destroys the beast and the false prophet and casts them in to the lake of fire and how the devil is changed for one thousand years.  We know all that and it fits together. 
We are looking at the final period.
 Daniel 8:19 19 He said, "Behold, I am going to let you know what will occur at the final period of the indignation, for it pertains to the appointed time of the end.
Daniel 11:36 36 "Then the king will do as he pleases, and he will exalt and magnify himself above every god and will speak monstrous things against the God of gods; and he will prosper until the indignation is finished, for that which is decreed will be done.
Kay suggests putting a reference between these two verses.  In Daniel 11:36 he jumps from verse 35 to verse 36 a millennia.  He jumps over all those millennia and comes to the end of the time, to the final little horn, to that one that makes this covenant and He’s telling us that this one is going to prosper until the final end of the indignation, until the indignation is finished.  What indignation?  Kay wants us to be able to say it and understand it – God’s indignation against the nations and God’s indignation against His people – because they did not obey and they did not believe and they did not simply bow the knee and acknowledge God.  And because of that This evil one is going to prosper.  
The time of the end is appointed.  
In Daniel 11:35 He is talking about Antiochus Epiphanes.
Daniel 11:35 35 “Some of those who have insight will fall, in order to refine, purge and make them pure until the end time; because it is still to come at the appointed time.
Because it – it = the end time.  God has history all laid out.
Revelation 22:13 13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end."
He knows the beginning and the end and everything in between.  We need to understand that and we know there’s an appointed time for the end.  There’s even an appointed time for the end of our trial.  God knows the day of the end of our trials.  God knows how that trial is going to end.  God knows it all and He wants us to have insight.
Israel is given details about this period of history
Israel is given enough details to take them through this period of history right up until the time of the indignation – the appointed time.  He has given them enough details helping the faithful to know their God and have insight into the times and stand firm.  He’s given them enough details so that they can have insight. 

The apostatizers are warned and the faithful are encouraged
He warns the apostatizers, apostocy means to depart from – those that say they are Jews and don’t live like Jews and don’t worship God like Jews are supposed to worship God.
Daniel 12:2 2 Many of those who sleep in the dust of the ground will awake, these to everlasting life, but the others to disgrace and everlasting contempt.
There is a resurrection.  It doesn’t end with a grave.  It doesn’t mean we die and that’s it and it’s over.  It’s everlasting contempt.  It is the lake of fire where the worm dies not and the fire is not quenched and it is eternal just as life is eternal.  He gives encouragement to the faithful.
Mark 9:44 7 [where THEIR WORM DOES NOT DIE, AND THE FIRE IS NOT QUENCHED.]
There is a resurrection at the end of the age
He tells Daniel we will arise for our allotted portion at the end of the age.
Daniel 12:13 13 But as for you, go your way to the end; then you will enter into rest and rise again for your allotted portion at the end of the age."
The last verse of this book He wants Daniel to understand.  It is a word that encourages us to insight.  Kay wants us to see how He uses the word insight.
Daniel 11:33 33 "Those who have insight among the people will give understanding to the many; yet they will fall by sword and by flame, by captivity and by plunder for many days.
This is what is happening with us as we study.  We know many who want an easier Bible study, they want to be told what to believe instead of digging it out for themselves and that precepts is too hard.  It’s not too hard it just take discipline and time.  We gain the insight and we give understanding to the many.
Daniel 11:35 35 Some of those who have insight will fall, in order to refine, purge and make them pure until the end time; because it is still to come at the appointed time.
If we have insight and fall it doesn’t mean we are going to stumble and turn away from God.  But it means we are going to die.  We are facing death and He’s telling us that some of us will face these trials where it’s life or death.  Some of our brothers and sisters are facing life or death right now – they are facing torture and be-heading; if they leave the Muslim faith and profess Jesus Christ their families are going to kill them.  But what does it do, it purges them, refines them and purifies them and makes them pure until the end of time.
Revelation 2:10 10 “'Do not fear what you are about to suffer. Behold, the devil is about to cast some of you into prison, so that you will be tested, and you will have tribulation for ten days. Be faithful until death, and I will give you the crown of life.
Daniel 12:3 3 Those who have insight will shine brightly like the brightness of the expanse of heaven, and those who lead the many to righteousness, like the stars forever and ever.
If we have insight we are going to shine brightly and if we lead others and give them insight so they live righteously we are going to be like the stars.  We are going shine forever and ever – that is true greatness.  
Daniel 12:10 10 “Many will be purged, purified and refined, but the wicked will act wickedly; and none of the wicked will understand, but those who have insight will understand.
He’s talking about the final period (the last three and one half years) when He says many will be purged.  God wants He people Israel to have insight so He’s going to give them incredible details about history so as they go through they can acknowledge it is what God said.  Not that they take what has happening in history and make the word of God conform to it but they see what is happening and recognize that the word of God has said it.
In Daniel 11 starting at verse 5 after the death of Alexander the Great and his kingdom is given to others.  We know his four generals Lysimachus, Cassander, Ptolemy I Soter, and Seleucus Nicator are the four generals that receive this.  In verse 5 through verse 20 He covers a period of about 148 years.  He gives little details about the wars between the rulers.  The Ptolemies are in the south (Egypt); the Seleucids are north (Syria).  In between is the nation Israel – it is not called Palestine for a long time.  There is a conflict between the kings of the north and a conflict between the kings of the south and he gives us details.  
Daniel 11:10 10 "His sons will mobilize and assemble a multitude of great forces; and one of them will keep on coming and overflow and pass through, that he may again wage war up to his very fortress.
In Daniel 11:10 he begins to tell us about Antiochus III the Great who lives from 223 to 187 B.C.E.  His main enemy is Ptolemy Philopater and they fight.  Ptolemy Philopater is an indolent king.  He is interested in wealth and a life of ease.  When he beats Antiochus III the Great instead of pursuing him and taking advantage he goes home to live in his life of luxury.  Eventually Antiochus III conquers them.  Antiochus III life comes to an end:

Daniel 11:19-20 19 "So he will turn his face toward the fortresses of his own land, but he will stumble and fall and be found no more. 20 "Then in his place one will arise who will send an oppressor through the Jewel of his kingdom; yet within a few days he will be shattered, though not in anger nor in battle.
After Antiochus III the Great is Seleucus IV Philopater.  This is the king of the north after Antiochus III the Great dies and he dies and then all of a sudden there’s one that comes to the throne in intrigue.  The one that comes to the throne is Antiochus Epiphanes.  We have met this man before in Daniel 8.
Daniel 8:23-26 23 In the latter period of their rule, When the transgressors have run their course, A king will arise, Insolent  and skilled in intrigue. 24 "His power will be mighty, but not by his own power, And he will destroy to an extraordinary degree And prosper and perform his will; He will destroy mighty men and the holy people. 25 "And through his shrewdness He will cause deceit to succeed by his influence; And he will magnify himself in his heart, And he will destroy many while they are at ease. He will even oppose the Prince of princes, But he will be broken without human agency. 26 "The vision of the evenings and mornings Which has been told is true; But keep the vision secret, For it pertains to many days in the future."
Daniel 11:21 21 In his place a despicable person will arise, on whom the honor of kingship has not been conferred, but he will come in a time of tranquility and seize the kingdom by intrigue.
Despicable person – He’s just given us the character of this person.  This is a man that is despicable, knows how to use intrigue, a man that takes the throne that does not belong to Him and he becomes the king.  This is Antiochus IV Epiphanes.  He’s the eighth in the line of successors from Seleucus from the kings of the north.  He was nicknamed by others Epimanes which means madman.  He did not see himself as that way.  He cast a coin with his face on it and imprinted Antiochus Theos Epiphanes – Theos = God; Epiphanes = God made manifest.  Alexander the Great thought himself part god, he thought himself descendent of Zeus, he saw himself as god man.  Now we come to Antiochus Epiphanes and he is portraying himself as God made manifest.  He had basically two enemies.  He’s going to rule over Israel but the first of his two enemies is Egypt.  He does intrigue there and makes plans, he’s going to deceive he’s going to conquer them. 
On the little island of Cypress are some ships called the ships of Kittim or Chittim.  These are his second enemy.  They belong to a rising power called Rome.  Rome which becomes the forth beast.
Daniel 7:23-24 23 “Thus he said : 'The fourth beast will be a fourth kingdom on the earth, which will be different from all the other kingdoms and will devour the whole earth and tread it down and crush it. 24 'As for the ten horns, out of this kingdom ten kings will arise; and another will arise after them, and he will be different from the previous ones and will subdue three kings.
Rome is the forth kingdom that is in power and then the ten horns in Daniel 7 that still has not happened.  It’s a prophesy not fulfilled.  He describes this king.
Daniel 11:22 22 "The overflowing forces will be flooded away before him and shattered, and also the prince of the covenant.
The prince of the covenant was the high priest and he was the one that was to see that covenant was kept that the covenant was obeyed – the covenant of the law.  The high priest was the prince of covenant.  Antiochus Epiphanes sells the priesthood.  He removes the valid priest who is resisting him and he is resisting him because Antiochus Epiphanes, like Alexander the Great, want’s to Hellenize the Jews.  The one that is standing in his way is the prince of the covenant.  He puts in a new priest that persuades the people to worship the Greek culture.
Daniel 11:23-24 23 After an alliance is made with him he will practice deception, and he will go up and gain power with a small force of people. 24 "In a time of tranquility he will enter the richest parts of the realm, and he will accomplish what his fathers never did, nor his ancestors; he will distribute plunder, booty and possessions among them, and he will devise his schemes against strongholds, but only for a time.
The strategy of Antiochus Epiphanes was to capture Egypt and he had Rome that was going to try to stop him and he had already captured Israel.  He was ruling over Israel.  In the first assault on Israel 40,000 Jews were killed in three days and 10,000 more were carried into captivity.  He wanted to unify people like Alexander the Great did.  He had the people speak Greek.  He wanted the common language Koine Greek to be the language of the day.  The New Testament is written in Koine Greek.  It is the New Testament that is the book of the church.  The church, in the beginning, is made up of Jews.  He wants them to wear Greek cloths, adopt Greek philosophy and worship Greek gods.  This goes directly against the Ten Commandments.  The first commandment is Thou shall have not other gods before me and you shall not make a likeness.
Exodus 20:3-4 3 You shall have no other gods before Me. 4 "You shall not make for yourself an idol, or any likeness of what is in heaven above  or on the earth beneath or in the water under the earth.
In the Greek culture there are statues of the Greek gods.  Therefore he makes it unlawful to read the Torah (the first five books of the Bible), to observe the Sabbath and to practice circumcision.  A large portion of non-religious Jews – listen very carefully – entered into a covenant with Antiochus Epiphanes.  They apostatized, they departed from their heritage, the departed from the commandments of God.  
They had a gymnasium built in Jerusalem.  What is so great about the Greek culture is that they loved the body and they look at a naked body and they do not think lewdness or anything they just love the body.  Greek men were not circumcised and we can see this in the statues.  The gymnasium is a social place where the baths are, and where they work out and develop this body.  The Jews that were hellenized had their circumcision reversed so that when they were in the gyms they were not seen as circumcised Jews.  They actually went to doctors to have this done so they would look like Greeks.  This is recorded in the book of Maccabees and others.  Many stopped circumcising their sons.  God tells us in Genesis that if males are not circumcised they are broken off from the covenant.

Genesis 17:14 14 But an uncircumcised male who is not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin, that person shall be cut off from his people; he has broken My covenant."
These people do not have insight and are not reading the word and are not prepared for this one who is to come.  Therefore they are seduced by the times and the culture.  This is why all the statistics indicate that born again Christians are not much different from the world and it’s because we’ve been seduced.  We’ve been seduced because we do not have insight and do not believe the Bible and we are so busy taking care of our own bodies and material possessions and working and walking in our own way and understanding that we do not have insight.  We are groping in the darkness trying to find our way around and stumbling and hurting ourselves because we do not have insight.  This was called the Apostocy – it was written in the book of Maccabees in chapter 2:15 “Then the kings officers who where enforcing the apostocy . . .”.  
He conquered Memphis but couldn’t take Alexandria – the city named after Alexander the Great.  He goes home and comes back again a second time.  This time there are ships in the port that came down from Kittim and have soldiers on them.  One who is a head of all the soldiers is Laenas.  
He tells Antiochus Epiphanes to go home and that if he doesn’t he’ll have to fight Rome.  Laenas draws a circle around Antiochus Epiphanes and tells him that if he steps out of the circle he’s made his decision.  Antiochus Epiphanes is really made and he turns around and is on his way to Syria he buys people with his spoils of war.  We can read about this in Kay’s book Israel My Beloved.  He gives favors of this in the apostocy, vents his rages and appoints Appoloneus, his general, to occupy Jerusalem and he wants every stamp, every trace of Judaism to be stopped and all were to be fused into one culture.
Daniel 11:29-30 29 At the appointed time he will return and come into the South, but this last time it will not turn out the way it did before. 30 "For ships of Kittim will come against him; therefore he will be disheartened and will return and become enraged at the holy covenant and take action; so he will come back and show regard for those who forsake the holy covenant.
So he goes back and is taking action but anyone who will apostasize, anyone that will disregard the holy covenant he will show regard for them.
Daniel 11:31 31 "Forces from him will arise, desecrate the sanctuary fortress, and do away with the regular sacrifice. And they will set up the abomination of desolation.
This is exactly what we ready about in Daniel 8 when it described Antiochus Epiphanes again. 
So this is what he did, Appoloneus went into the temple and took a pig, which is an unclean animal, and they sacrificed it on the altar.  They went into the Holy of Holies.  The Arch of the Covenant is not there. It disappeared after the Babylonian captivity and there’s no record of the Arch of the Covenant being there.  The erect a statue of Zeus in the Holy of Holies.  Zeus, the supposed one that impregnated Olympias, which brought forth Alexander making him a god man.  They erect the statue of Zeus who is the father of all the gods.  This was given to Daniel and his people so they could read all these things before it happened.  By reading all these things they would have insight as to the times and what God is doing.  They would know it wasn’t the final period of the indignation because that is what God is going to tell them.  They know that more is going to come and it’s going to get worse.  They also know that the stone will crush the statue, the saints will take possession of the kingdom, and that this one is going to be brought to an end because they read about it in Daniel 8.

During this time also, if they would kill any babies that were circumcised, hang the baby boy around the parent’s neck and eventually they would kill the parent.  During this time they took the holy scriptures and drew heathen symbols all over the holy scrolls, they burned them and desecrated them.  

Daniel 11:32 32 By smooth words he will turn to godlessness those who act wickedly toward the covenant, but the people who know their God will display strength and take action.
Appoloneus sends his soldiers throughout Israel and it says in Maccabees 2:15 “then the kings officers who were enforcing the apostocy came to the city of Modiin to make them offer sacrifice.”  Modiin is half way between Jerusalem and Joppa and Joppa is close to present day Tel Aviv.  They want Mattathias, who is a priest, to sacrifice a pig on this altar – because they are trying to bring them all into total hellenization.  The world today is trying to do the same thing – draw us into the culture.  They don’t want us standing for the Ten Commandments, standing righteously because it condemns them.  Mattathias said no, he would not do it – this is the people that know their God – they will stand firm, they will display strength.  Another Jewish boy comes up from the crowd and said he would do it and he begins to sacrifice the pig and Mattathias pulls a knife from his robe and kills the Jewish boy and kills the officer of Antiochus Epiphanes.  He then he calls for all those that stand and know God to follow him and what we have is the Maccabean revolt. 
The Maccabean revolt leads to the Hasmonean Dynasty that rules up until 63 B.C.E. when Pompey comes from Rome and conquers Israel.  Rome takes over Israel.  Many during the Maccabean revolt who stood for the Lord suffered greatly.    

Daniel 11:32-33 32 “By smooth words he will turn to godlessness those who act wickedly toward the covenant, but the people who know their God will display strength and take action. 33 "Those who have insight among the people will give understanding to the many; yet they will fall by sword and by flame, by captivity and by plunder for many days.
And that’s what Judas Maccabeus did.  Judas Maccabeus what the third son of Mattathias and nicknamed the Hammer.  He is the one that leads the groups.  
Daniel 11:34 34 “Now when they fall they will be granted a little help, and many will join with them in hypocrisy.
This is exactly what happened in the Maccabean revolt.  Eventually they go in and cleanse the temple.  They get rid of the statue of Zeus, put in the menorah – they don’t have enough oil but it miraculously lasts for eight days and it is the feast of Hanukkah and it is on December 25.
There are Jews that don’t have insight that are ready to apostasize and yet in hypocrisy they join with the true because it’s beneficial to them to be on the winning side.  Beware of those who are living as hypocrites in the church simply for their own benefit.

Daniel 11:35 35 “Some of those who have insight will fall, in order to refine, purge and make them pure until the end time; because it is still to come at the appointed time.
But it’s alright because there’s an award – an allotted portion at the time.
Is Antiochus Epiphanes the little horn from Daniel 7 that is there when Christ comes – no.  It is still yet for an appointed time.  

Kay wants us to see in 11:35 – God is in charge of time.  It will come at the appointed time.  Kay believes that with all that is going on in the world we need to be living as if that time could come any day.  Until then Israel will be persecuted.  There will be wars, rumors of wars, persecution, and anti-Semitism.  Nothing will bring it to the end until the indignation is finished –until God’s wrath has been poured out on Gentiles and on His own people in order to bring them to the point where they will look up and they will mourn when they see Him.  During that time those who have insight and do not apostocy will be rewarded.
Daniel 11:36 36 “Then the king will do as he pleases, and he will exalt and magnify himself above every god and will speak monstrous things against the God of gods; and he will prosper until the indignation is finished, for that which is decreed will be done.
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
