Let’s see what we can discover just by looking closely at the text of Scripture
OBSERVATION

1. Quietly read Jeremiah 15: 15-18..
        UNDERLINE every ref to Jeremiah (pronouns) … (Hint: he is the “me “ in v. 15)

                                       What is he doing right?                     (shade with light red “bubble”)
2. Now read v. 19-21…Continue to UNDERLINE references to Jeremiah…
                                         also mark every reference to God with a purple triangle

UNDERLINE (in purple) what God promises He will do FOR Jeremiah in these verses.


3. CIRCLE the repeated phrase “if you” in verse 19…

                                       What 2 things does God tell Jeremiah to do?

Interpretation

What is Jeremiah doing in v. 18? [Accusing God]
What does it mean to “return” in v. 19? [Repent] 
What do you think it means to “extract the precious from the worthless”? [Faith, NOT Doubt]
What does the last part of v. 19 mean? [compromise, tickle ears]
Application
What is God’s Promise if you are FAITHFUL to do these things?

 If you are faithful to your calling as a follower of Christ, tough times WILL come. 
Cross-Reference 2 Tim 3:12 “All who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will be persecuted.
When you feel forgotten, will you respond the way Jeremiah did in v. 18 …Have you ever thought   of God as a “deceptive stream” [unreliable wadi]?
Cross-Reference What did Jer KNOW about God BEFORE persecution began? See Jer  2:13 [God-the Fountain of Living Waters ]
How WILL you respond when persecution (or “persecutors” as in Jeremiah 14:14) come?

Will you HOLD TRUE to your calling and extract the precious from the worthless, trusting in what God has promised in His Word…that He is WITH you to save & deliver you?
