High Place (Satanic) ritual worship involved burning incense, sacrifice, feasting, drunkenness, sexual promiscuity, perversion, bestiality, violence, loud moaning, cutting of the flesh (cleansing of sin)-degrading all involved.





Some rituals took place in temples, some in groves of trees, others in “open air”
