God directs it to be given to Levites for their service to Him (they have no inheritance in the land of promise)

Then the Levites (servants in the tabernacle) were to give the “best” of the gifts as a tithe of the tithe to the priests (sons of Aaron)

	Lev 27:30-31

   seed of the land & fruit of the trees.

(You may redeem part of it, but add 20%)

Dt 12:11

Bring all that I command you

Dt 14:22-28

Tithe all the produce:

grain, wine, oil, first born of the herd

Dt 26: 1-2

Bring some of first fruits you obtain in the land to Lord
	Dt 12:6

Brought to the place the Lord chose to establish His name. (later,  this place was Jerusalem)

Dt 12:17

NOT to be eaten within the offerer’s gates (hometown, household)
	Dt 14: 28

Every 3rd year, the tithe was to be given to the poor in their own hometown.
	Lev 27:30

  Tithe is HOLY to the Lord

Dt 14:23

Learn to fear Him

Dt 14: 29

That the poor may eat & be satisfied

That the Lord may bless you

Dt 26:5-9

Remember God’s covenant promise to provide for them

Mal 3:7-12

God will rebuke the devourer
	Dt 14:23

 To be eaten in the presence of the Lord so they would learn to fear Him
