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Lesson 7

DEUTERONOMY 27-30

Deuteronomy 29:19-20

“And it shall be when he hears the words of this curse, that he will boast, saying, ‘I have peace though I walk in the stubbornness of my heart in order to destroy the watered land with the dry.’ “The Lord shall never be willing to forgive him, but rather the anger of the Lord and His jealousy will burn against that man, and every curse which is written in this book will rest on him, and the Lord will blot out his name from under heaven.

Because we are under GRACE, can we ignore God’s LAW?                 May it Never Be!
Romans 6:1-2

 Are we to continue in sin that grace might increase? May it never be! How shall we who died to sin still live in it?
Romans 6:15-18

 What then? Shall we sin because we are not under law but under grace? May it never be! Do you not know that when you present yourselves to someone as slaves for obedience, you are slaves of the one whom you obey, either of sin resulting in death, or of obedience resulting in righteousness? But thanks be to God that though you were slaves of sin, you became obedient from the heart to that form of teaching to which you were committed, and having been freed from sin, you became slaves of righteousness.

Romans 7:7,12

What shall we say then? Is the Law sin? May it never be! On the contrary, I would not have come to know sin except through the Law; for I would not have known about coveting if the Law had not said, “You shall not covet.”…So then, the Law is holy, and the commandment is holy and righteous and good.

Romans 7:13-14

Therefore did that which is good [The Law] become a cause of death for me? May it never be! Rather it was sin, in order that it might be shown to be sin by effecting my death through that which is good, that through the commandment sin might become utterly sinful.

For we know that the Law is spiritual; but I am of flesh, sold into bondage to sin.

Galatians 3:21

Is the Law then contrary to the promises of God? May it never be! For if a law had been given which was able to impart life, then righteousness would indeed have been based on law….

Some say…  “Saved by Faith Alone…Just BELIEVE!”

So, after we are saved,  is RIGHTEOUS behavior optional?

 “And then I will declare to them, ‘I never knew you; depart from Me, you who practice lawlessness.’

Matthew 13:41

 “The Son of Man will send forth His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all stumbling blocks, and those who commit lawlessness,

Matthew 23:28

 “Even so you too outwardly appear righteous to men, but inwardly you are full of hypocrisy and lawlessness

THE APOSTLES SAY…

James 2:14, 17

14 What use is it, my brethren, if a man says he has faith, but he has no works? Can that faith save him?…

17 Even so faith, if it has no works, is dead, being by itself.

James 2: 20-26

20 But are you willing to recognize, you foolish fellow, that faith without works is useless? 21 Was not Abraham our father justified by works, when he offered up Isaac his son on the altar?22 You see that faith was working with his works, and as a result of the works, faith was perfected;23 and the Scripture was fulfilled which says, “And Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness,”  and he was called the friend of God.24 You see that a man is justified by works, and not by faith alone.25 And in the same way was not Rahab the harlot also justified by works, when she received the messengers and sent them out by another way?26 For just as the body without the spirit is dead, so also faith without works is dead.

Titus 2:14

[Jesus] who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself a people for His own possession, zealous for good deeds.

1 John 3:4-10

Everyone who practices sin also practices lawlessness; and sin is lawlessness.5 And you know that He appeared in order to take away sins; and in Him there is no sin.6 No one who abides in Him sins; no one who sins has seen Him or knows Him.7 Little children, let no one deceive you; the one who practices righteousness is righteous, just as He is righteous;8 the one who practices sin is of the devil; for the devil has sinned from the beginning. The Son of God appeared for this purpose, that He might destroy the works of the devil.9 No one who is born of God practices sin, because His seed [Holy Spirit] abides in him; and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.10 By this the children of God and the children of the devil are obvious: anyone who does not practice righteousness is not of God, nor the one who does not love his brother.

Galatians 5:13-16

For you were called to freedom, brethren; only do not turn your freedom into an opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another.14 For the whole Law is fulfilled in one word, in the statement, “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” 15 But if you bite and devour one another, take care lest you be consumed by one another. 16 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh.

Why is there so much LAWLESSNESS in the church today?

How should we respond to those who transgress God’s Law?
2 Thessalonians 2:7

For the mystery of lawlessness is already at work; only he who now restrains will do so until he is taken out of the way.

[Many Christians interpret the “restrainer” to be the Holy Spirit, that indwells the TRUE body of believers. When the TRUE universal Church is removed from the earth at the time of the Rapture, lawlessness will greatly increase all over the world.]

2 Thessalonians 2:3
Let no one in any way deceive you, for it [Day of the Lord’s Judgment] will not come unless the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness [the Anti-Christ]  is revealed, the son of destruction 

[Is today’s false doctrine of “easy-believism” -that we are “saved” even in the midst of persistent lawless behavior after we confess our faith in Christ- hurling the church toward its final apostasy?]

2 Timothy 3:1-5

But realize this, that in the last days difficult times will come. For men will be lovers of self, lovers of money, boastful, arrogant, revilers, disobedient to parents, ungrateful, unholy, unloving, irreconcilable, malicious gossips, without self-control, brutal, haters of good, treacherous, reckless, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God; holding to a form of godliness, although they have denied its power [to overcome sin]; and avoid such men as these.

1 Timothy 6:3-7

If anyone advocates a different doctrine, and does not agree with sound words, those of our Lord Jesus Christ, and with the doctrine conforming to godliness, he is conceited and understands nothing; but he has a morbid interest in controversial questions and disputes about words, out of which arise envy, strife, abusive language, evil suspicions, and constant friction between men of depraved mind and deprived of the truth, who suppose that godliness is a means of gain.

2 Timothy 2:19

 “Let everyone who names the name of the Lord abstain from wickedness.”

2 Timothy 2:21-26

Therefore, if a man cleanses himself from these [dishonorable] things, he will be a vessel for honor, sanctified, useful to the Master, prepared for every good work. Now flee from youthful lusts, and pursue righteousness, faith, love and peace, with those who call on the Lord from a pure heart…And the Lord’s bond-servant must not be quarrelsome, but be kind to all, able to teach, patient when wronged, with gentleness correcting those who are in opposition, if perhaps God may grant them repentance leading to the knowledge of the truth, and they may come to their senses and escape from the snare of the devil, having been held captive by him to do his will.

2 Timothy 3:12-13

And indeed, all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will be persecuted.  But evil men and impostors will proceed from bad to worse, deceiving and being deceived.

2 Timothy 4:1-4

I solemnly charge you in the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who is to judge the living and the dead, and by His appearing and His kingdom: preach the word; be ready in season and out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort, with great patience and instruction. For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but wanting to have their ears tickled, they will accumulate for themselves teachers in accordance to their own desires; and will turn away their ears from the truth, and will turn aside to myths.

Galatians 6:1-2

Brethren, even if a man is caught in any trespass, you who are spiritual, restore such a one in a spirit of gentleness; each one looking to yourself, lest you too be tempted. Bear one another’s burdens, and thus fulfill the law of Christ.
