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The Shekinah Glory!
Shekinah (or Shechinah), being derived from same Hebrew root of “tabernacle”-mishkan, means “to dwell”. The Shekinah is translated as the radiant “Presence of God”. While this term does not actually appear in the Bible, it is pictured several times throughout the Scriptures. Post-Old Testament rabbis, trying to avoid the use of anthropomorphisms, used this term to refer to the visible presence of God as noted in the “cloud of glory” first seen in Exodus. Rabbinic traditions think of God’s Shekinah as omnipresent, but is especially present in Israel, in synagogues, and houses of study.
