MAN: The Image of God

( What Was The Nature of God’s Image & Likeness ?
1ST ADAM: A unique representation (representative) of God; distinct from the animals; a “shadow” or reflection of who God is.

1 Corinthians 15:45-49

So also it is written, “The first man, Adam, became a living soul.”  The last Adam became a life-giving spirit. However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural; then the spiritual. The first man is from the earth, earthy; the second man is from heaven. As is the earthy, so also are those who are earthy; and as is the heavenly, so also are those who are heavenly.  And just as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly.

1 Corinthians 11:7

a man ought not to have his head covered,.. he is the image and glory of God; but the woman is the glory of man.

2ND ADAM [Christ Jesus]: The EXACT representation of God; complete embodiment of God.

Hebrews 1:3
And He is the radiance of His glory and the exact representation of His nature, and upholds all things by the word of His power.

John 14:9
Jesus *said to him, “Have I been so long with you, and yet you have not come to know Me, Philip? He who has seen Me has seen the Father; how do you say, ‘Show us the Father’?

And He is the image of the invisible God, the first-born of all creation.
( What was lost of the image of God in the Fall ?
· In Adam’s Fall, even though the reflection of God was distorted, as sin warped man’s intellect, emotions, values, and will, the image was not totally lost. 

· Each of us continues in some measure to reflect our Creator and each of us has an eternal destiny.
