Satan and His Attacks

· Satan would love for us to see him as a being without power.

· When you don’t understand your enemy, it’s EASY to be deceived.

· Our struggle is NOT against people, but with Satan.

· Fear of our enemy is GOOD…it makes us more careful.

Know Satan’s tactics to avoid pitfalls!

	uses god’s creation
	· We don’t expect things of Creation to be used by something other than God.

· Ex: snake,  fire from heaven,  boils


	uses the familiar
	· Person, Place, Event…
”Christian” bookstore, school, radio, colleges

· Never drop your guard!     Be a Berean!

· Ex: Judas


	uses “beauty”
	· Music



	uses intelligence
	· Satan uses logical arguments. God doesn’t always tell me why.

· God is keeping something from you that you ought to have.

· PRIDE: I want to understand (so I have control)

· People do not come to the LORD through their head,
                                           but through their heart.

· Beware of the strength of your own mind. 

· Your greatest natural strength is your greatest spiritual weakness.



	gets us alone
	· Satan draws us away from the “pack”, then pounces to attack.



	uses our sin
	· Our sin is Satan’s foothold in our life.

· II Cor 2:10-11; Eph 4:26-27; I Tim 3:7; II Tim 2:25-26



	mixes truth/lies
	· You won’t die: 

            True: not physically immediately
             False: died spiritually instantly.

· Your eyes will be opened

True: gained knowledge. 
 False: knowledge of the wrong things.

· Ex: Wheat & Tares: Mixes evil people with good people.



	attacks god’s word
	1. Satan questions God’s Word

2. Satan re-interprets God’s Word. 

· Does not use the logical straightforward interpretation
(perspicuity)
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Ephesians 6:11-16
11 Put on the full armor of God, that you may be able to stand firm against the schemes of the devil.
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12 For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the powers, against the world forces of this darkness, against the spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places

13 Therefore, take up the full armor of God, that you may be able to resist in the evil day, and having done everything, to stand firm.

14 Stand firm therefore, having girded your loins with truth, and having put on the breastplate of righteousness,

15 and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 

16 in addition to all, taking up the shield of faith with which you will be able to extinguish all the flaming missiles of the evil one.

Our war is with things we cannot see

Therefore, appeal to the great God we cannot see to win that war.
