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Are you afraid of the future? Are you frightened about what might come upon this earth? A time of Tribulation is coming such as has never been and will never be again. You have a right to be frightened unless you know where there’s an ark of safety, where you can hide and be protected so that when judgment comes you can be in that ark of safety. Before that time comes upon the earth—this time of Tribulation such as the world has never seen—there is going to be an outpouring of seducing deceptive spirits. These are spirits that would seek to convince you, “No, it’s all right. Judgment’s not coming. You’re okay; just relax and enjoy life. You only have a short time so get as much as you can any way that you can and relax. God’s a God of love. He would never judge the world like that.” 
But God would and He’s going to. He told us about it a long time ago back in the book of Genesis. He had some preachers of righteousness proclaim that judgment was going to come when the Lord comes with thousands of His angels. Those preachers prepared us for the days that we are living in now—in the Day of Judgment that is quickly coming.
In the last lesson you learned about seducing spirits that had come upon the daughters of men in the days of Noah. Looking at where Noah is mentioned in the Bible you can learn some incredible things about the future. Noah should be your role model in how he walked during a time of pending judgment, which you can learn in Hebrews 11. Enoch is mentioned in these verses too so this will put it in context:

Hebrews 11:5-6a By faith Enoch was taken up so that he should not see death; and he was not found because God took him up; for he obtained the witness that before his being taken up he was pleasing to God. ((underline this in your Bible.) And without faith it is impossible to please Him…
What is faith? When you think of Noah you think of the Flood. When you look at that account and at what God says, you have a choice: Are you going to believe God, or others? Are you going to believe what God says or are you going to believe deceiving spirits that could cause you to put a big question mark on the word of God by saying things like: “Well science says… When you dig in the rocks and study geology, this is what it says. When you study science or theories and this is what it tells us, then the Bible couldn’t be true.” We’re always face to face in a battle, in warfare, for the mind just as Adam and Eve were. “Indeed has God said?” Will we believe what God has said, or man? By the way, from a future lesson, if you look at the rocks and let them speak, they say, “Hey, you’d better pay attention to Noah, and the Word of God.” There are seducing spirits in intellectual contests with us. We’re put down so many times because we take the Word of God at face value.

Enoch pleased God. He is mentioned in Genesis 5, a chapter where everybody else is dying but he walks with God then “he is not” because God took him. He was pleasing to God.
Hebrews 11:6-7a And without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is (that He is God), and that (look at this in regard to the pending judgment:) He is a rewarder of those who (diligently) seek Him (who pursue Him). By faith, Noah, being warned by God…
Today you’re being warned by God that there is a coming judgment. You can either believe Him or listen to men and spirits that would seduce you using the tongues, intellects, minds, and pride of men not to believe the Word of God. The choice is yours.

Hebrews 11:7 By faith, Noah, being warned by God about things not yet seen.
Hebrews 11:1 Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen.
Kay is absolutely convinced that the Bible is God’s book and that what God said happened in the days of Noah happened. Although she has not seen it Kay is absolutely convinced that God’s wrath is coming as well as the judgment, yet He can deliver us from that wrath to come. That is faith. It may look like everything is great but Kay knows what the Word of God says: It’s not great because the iniquity of man is great upon the earth and God judges iniquity. So Kay knows.
The Ark of Safety
Hebrews 11:7a By faith, Noah, being warned by God about things not yet seen, in reverence (“reverence” means that Noah feared and respected God. He took God at His word.) prepared an ark for the (safety and) salvation of his household. 
Kay is talking about an ark of safety that has been prepared for us. It is an ark of salvation for us and hopefully our households, if you help your household come to know the Lord

Hebrews 11:7b …In reverence prepared an ark for the safe salvation of his household by which (the preparation of that ark) he condemned the world,
Noah condemned that world because he believed God and walked in righteousness. He was an awesome man in his generation because as he moved among his people all the rest of them did not fear or reverence or worship God. Each one of them went his own way. The earth was corrupt and filled with violence. The thoughts of men’s hearts were only evil continually. Yet in the midst of that crooked and perverse generation there was a man who walked with God and saw that his household did the same. Shem, Ham, Japheth, their wives, and Noah’s wife, eight people in the midst of this world that was greatly populated, stood for God. Noah was warned by God so he prepared an ark for the salvation of his household. In doing so and in people seeing the building of that ark and hearing the message that judgment was coming, turned their backs on it, laughing, hooting and hollering because here was a man building a huge lumbering ship and there was not any water in sight. Here was a man who preached to them.
Hebrews 11:7c …He condemned the world, and became an heir of the righteousness which is according to faith.
There’s a righteousness that comes into our lives when we believe God. This is a genuine belief with a total conviction in what you believe—an absolute surrender. This is a knowledge that leads to a conviction that the knowledge you have is true, which leads to absolute surrender and results in a walk appropriate and in line with that. This is what you see in Noah’s life.

When Noah built that ark by walking in obedience to God, he became a preacher of righteousness.

2 Peter 2:4-5 For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but cast them into hell and committed them to pits of darkness, reserved for judgment; and did not spare the ancient world, but preserved Noah, a preacher of righteousness…
Noah built an ark made of gopher wood. He didn’t just stand there and only pound nails but preached while he did it. He proclaimed to men, warning them.

2 Peter 2:5b …but preserved Noah, a preacher of righteousness with seven others when He brought a flood upon the world of the ungodly.

God is going to bring judgment upon our world. 

Where else is Noah mentioned? Get it in the depth of your being that this is a real man in a real place at a real time with a real judgment, who was spared because he lived in an ark of safety. He was safe in that ark. Noah is mentioned in Genesis, then in Chronicles in a genealogy. Noah is mentioned in Luke because God wants us to understand something:
Luke 3:36 The son of Cainan, the son of Arphaxad, the son of Shem, the son of Noah, the son of Lamech.
Noah is being put in the genealogy of Jesus, through Mary. 

Luke 3:38 …the son of Enosh, the son of Seth, the son of Adam, the son of God.
In Isaiah 54 God gives Israel a promise that He is their Maker, their Husband, their Redeemer.

Isaiah 54:5-7 “Who is called the God of all the earth. For the LORD has called you, like a wife forsaken and grieved in spirit, even like a wife of one’s youth when she is rejected,” says your God. “For a brief moment I forsook you, but with great compassion I will gather you.”
God is talking about His dealings with Israel because of Israel’s sin.

Isaiah 54:8 “In an outburst of anger, I hid My face from you for a moment; but with everlasting lovingkindness I will have compassion on you,” says the LORD your Redeemer.
How was Noah saved from the judgment that came? He went into the ark of salvation and brought his family in there with him.
Isaiah 54:9 “For this is like the days of Noah to Me; when I swore that the waters of Noah should not flood the earth again, so I have sworn that I will not be angry with you, nor will I rebuke you.
God refers to a real event, a real person and a real flood from a time when He destroyed the earth. Afterward He made a promise: “I will not destroy the earth again with a flood.” 

In Ezekiel 14 God talks about the judgment He will bring on Israel and also on the nations that turn their backs on Him.

Ezekiel 14:12-14 Then the word of the LORD came to me saying, “Son of man, if a country sins against Me (a country: “If the United States of America sins against Me; if Korea sins against Me; if Indochina, or any country, sins against Me…) by committing unfaithfulness, and I stretch out My hand against it, destroy its supply of bread, send famine against it, and cut off from it both man and beast, even though these three men, Noah, Daniel, and Job were in its midst…
Kay has in her class two men and their wives from Moldova. God is saying here that if He were ready to judge Moldova, “Even if Noah were there, or Daniel or Job were in that country, they could not rescue these people.” Only the righteous will survive. He’s saying that judgment is coming and if Noah, Daniel and Job were there they could not rescue anyone but themselves.

Ezekiel 14:14b [v] …Even if Noah, Daniel, and Job were in its midst by their own righteousness they could only deliver themselves.
Why was Noah safe in the ark? It says in Genesis 6 that Noah was a righteous man and his sons were righteous men. That’s why they survived.

In Matthew, Luke and Peter, whenever Noah is mentioned it’s in regard to a coming judgment. In Genesis 6 the sons of God were coming down and cohabitating with the daughters of men. There are several different views on who these sons of God were: 

1.  That they were the godly line of Seth—that they were the people in Seth’s godly line; they walked with God and cohabitated with the daughters of men. This makes no sense to Kay and has studied it, but may make sense to you. This is the newest view. 
2.  It was a royal line of kings who came to cohabitate with the daughters of men. 
3.  They are angels. Kay believes this. These were angels who came down and, as Peter says, “They did not keep their own domain but went after strange flesh.” Because of that, God has reserved them for judgment against the day that is to come.
What is that day that is to come? Noah talks about it. (All of this points to your future.) Enoch was taken up because he walked with God. He was a preacher. In Jude 14-15 he was the one preaching to propel them all the way into the future saying that the Lord will come with ten thousands of His angels to judge the earth. This is yet future for us. 
This will give you a sense of where we are going:

1. Enoch is caught up to meet God. After walking with God he goes home to Him. 

2. Seducing spirits come, which Kay believes:

a. are the sons of God—those angelic beings that come down to cohabitate with the daughters of men and seduce them

b. are part of all this corruption upon the earth that grieves God in His heart.

3. Noah builds his ark

4. God’s judgment falls upon the world. 
Who is safe and secure during this time? Only those in the ark. Everyone else is outside the ark perishing. God is about to destroy every living thing on the face of this earth except what is in the ark. If Noah was a preacher of righteousness then he preached to these people. They could have been in the ark if they would’ve believed him. There was room in the ark for them. If you take all of the animals from all the species and put them in the ark there was still room left over. There was still room in the inn. 
So Enoch was taken up, there were seducing spirits in this time, and there was an ark of safety. What is this picture? Today we are living in the day and age of seducing spirits. We live in a time when judgment is going to come again upon the face of this earth. But we have a promise that we can escape the wrath that is to come if we will believe in Jesus Christ. When God’s judgment comes upon the earth we who are righteous, like Noah, Daniel and Job, can escape this judgment. This is a picture of an ark of safety via the Rapture of the saints—the catching up of the saints—to spare them from the wrath to come. 
(  On the timeline from lesson 7 draw an up-arrow to the right of the cross during the Last Days and write above it: “Rapture”.
There is another picture of an ark. This is a safety for those who must go through this time of torment because they will have not yet believed [at the time the Rapture occurs] but you will see them safe in the ark of God. Judgment is going to come, but there is (will be) an ark of safety. It is found in Jesus Christ because the judgment of God fell on Him at Calvary so it doesn’t have to fall on you. 
Genesis 6:1-3 Now it came about, when men began to multiply on the face of the land, and daughters were born to them, that the sons of God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful; and they took wives for themselves whomever they chose. Then (a connecting word, a time word, a progressive word) the LORD said, “My Spirit shall not strive with man forever, because he also is flesh; nevertheless his days shall be one hundred and twenty years.”
There is debate: Some say that God is saying, “From now on men are only going to live to be 120 years old.” But that’s not true because afterward they lived longer. It might be true in this day and age because men don’t generally live for 120 years but to Kay it doesn’t fit the context. She believes that God is saying, “I’m grieved about what’s happening. My Spirit’s not going to strive with these men forever. His days shall be 120 years.” (You may disagree with Kay, that’s all right, just like you may disagree when she looks at these “sons of God” and calls them angels. This is fine as long as you’re mature. Kay is mature enough to disagree. Are you mature enough to disagree and still listen like she will?) She believes it means that in 120 years the flood and judgment will come. “My Spirit’s not always going to strive with man.” There will come a day when the door of the ark is closed. There will come a day when the line is drawn and you cannot anymore be saved because you heard, you refused, and now it’s too late. 
Don’t you imagine that when those people were drowning as the rain came and the flood started and the water rose higher and the ark had still not been lifted up from the ground that people were pounding on that ark crying to be let in but it was too late because God had shut the door? There’s a day coming when God is going to shut the door. 
The Nephilim

Genesis 6:4a The Nephilim were on the earth in those days.

“Nephilim” means “giants”. They were giants. It is used again in Numbers 13:33 when people go to spy out the land for Israel they say:

Numbers 13:33a “There also we saw the Nephilim (the sons of Anak are part of the Nephilim);”
Genesis 6:4 The Nephilim were on the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the sons of God came in to the daughters of men, and they bore children to them. Those were the mighty men who were of old, men of renown.
Thus the Nephilim were men who wanted to make a name for themselves or had already done so. Here were these sons of God who had come to the daughters of men and produced children. It could be that those children were part of these giants. Or it could have simply been the angels—the sons of God—coming to the daughters of men to cohabitate with them, while at the same time there were Nephilim—giants—upon the earth. We don’t know exactly. All we can do is go from Scripture to Scripture to see what it says. We know that “sons of God” (bene-elohim) is a reference to angelic beings. We saw it in Job 1:6; 2:1; 38:7. In Genesis 11:5 when God refers to the sons of men, He calls them the “sons of men.” There are also references in the New Testament. There is more to learn about the angels. 
Seducing Spirits
(  Write Jude 5-7 under “seducing spirits” on the left side of the timeline and in Genesis 6. 
There is also a warning about seducing spirits in the Last Days so that you are not deceived. Jude tells how God is going to destroy those who do not believe. In Jude 6 he uses the illustration of what God had done to the angels. 

Jude 5-7a And angels (“angels” is a masculine noun) who did not keep their own domain, but abandoned their proper abode, He has kept in eternal bonds under darkness for the judgment of the great day. (There is a judgment yet to come.) Just as Sodom and Gomorrah and the cities around them, since they (Sodom and Gomorrah and the cities around them) in the same way as these (angels) indulged in gross immorality and went after strange flesh.
If these are not the sons of God from Genesis 6, Kay doesn’t know what they are or what Jude is talking about. But if this is a reference to the angels—the sons of God—who cohabitated with the daughters of men, then it makes sense. What did they do? They indulged in gross immorality by choosing these beautiful good women for themselves—as many as they wanted. They “went after strange flesh”, i.e. an angel cohabitating with a human being. So God has reserved them in punishment unto fire. 

Genesis shows a picture that foreshadows what is going to happen in our future. Enoch is one picture of it, as are the seducing spirits. The judgment of the world because of its iniquity (by the Flood) is a picture of what is to come in our future. 
(  On the timeline in the Last Days under “seducing spirits” write: 1 Tim 4:1; 2 Peter 2:1-11
1 Timothy 4:1 But the Spirit explicitly says that in later times some will fall away from the faith, paying attention to deceitful spirits and doctrines of demons.
We have to be careful for there are some who profess to know the Lord but will fall away because they paid attention to seducing spirits, deceitful spirits, demons.

2 Peter 2:1a But false prophets also arose among the people,
Remember that faith is the only thing that pleases God. We can listen to God or we can listen to man. 

2 Peter 2:1-4a But false prophets also arose among the people, just as there will also be false teachers among you, who will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even denying the Master who bought them, bringing swift destruction upon themselves. And many will follow their sensuality, and because of them the way of the truth will be maligned (laughed at, put down); and in their greed they will exploit you with false words; their judgment from long ago is not idle, and their destruction is not asleep. For if God did not spare angels when they sinned…
This sounds like what was just read in Jude, and possibly what happened in Genesis when angels sinned and left their own domain to cohabitate with the daughters of men.
2 Peter 2:4-6 For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but cast them into hell and committed them to pits of darkness, reserved for judgment; and did not spare the ancient world, but preserved Noah, a preacher of righteousness, with seven others, when He brought a flood upon the world of the ungodly; and if He condemned the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah…
What was the problem with Sodom and Gomorrah? Their iniquity came up into the nostrils of God. There was gross immorality in those cities. This is also described in Jude as he talks about the coming destruction and judgment.

2 Peter 2:7 If He rescued righteous Lot, oppressed by the sensual conduct of unprincipled men
Note that judgment comes but God rescues the righteous. He doesn’t rescue the unrighteous. You can’t grab somebody and take them along and say, “Believe, believe. Get in here,” and rescue them if they don’t believe God. 

2 Peter 2:8 (for by what he saw and heard that righteous man, while living among them, felt his righteous soul tormented day after day by their lawless deeds),
Do you feel the same thing? Do you look at all the lawlessness and iniquity and feel tormented?

2 Peter 2:9 Then the Lord knows how to rescue the godly from temptation (from trial), and to keep the unrighteous under punishment for the day of judgment,
There’s a clear distinction.

(  Under “seducing spirits” on the timeline in the Last Days write “2 Peter 2:1-11” where it talks about angelic beings.
2 Peter 2:10 And especially those who indulge the flesh in its corrupt desires and despise authority. (Don’t we live in a day when people are doing that and despising authority?) Daring, self-willed, they do not tremble when they revile angelic majesties.

You see this in television: “I just told that old devil and kicked him you-know-where.” You know what they say. They’re brash men. They’re false teachers.

2 Peter 2:11 Whereas angels who are greater in might and power do not bring a reviling judgment against them before the Lord.
These are the false teachers, the “seducing spirits” who are coming in. 1 Peter 3 is a very interesting Scripture.

1 Peter 3:18 For Christ also died for sins once for all, the just for the unjust, in order that He might bring us to God, having been put to death in the flesh, but made alive in the spirit;
Jesus died, descended into hell but was alive in the spirit.

1 Peter 3:19-20 In which also He went and made proclamation to the spirits now in prison, (Who are these spirits?): who once were disobedient, when the patience of God kept waiting in the days of Noah, during the construction of the ark, in which a few, that is, eight persons, were brought safely through the water.
What does Noah have to do with our day? 
(  On the timeline in the Last Days during the seducing spirits, write that the earth is corrupt. Write 2 Timothy 3.
In this part where the Rapture and seducing spirits are, there is a metaphoric ark of safety. Then the Day of the Lord comes, this three and a half years of Tribulation. And then the coming of the Lord. As it was corrupted in the days of Noah, so it is corrupted in our time.

2 Timothy 3:1-5 But realize this, that in the last days difficult times will come. For men will be lovers of self, lovers of money, boastful, arrogant, revilers, disobedient to parents, ungrateful, unholy, unloving, irreconcilable, malicious gossips, without self-control, brutal, haters of good, treacherous, reckless, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of god, holding to a form of godliness, although they have denied its power; and avoid such men as these.
We’re in danger. We’re in danger if we don’t know the Word. We’re in danger of being seduced. This is the way it was in the days of Noah. Those days are coming. What do people say about those days?

2 Peter 3:3 Know this first of all, that in the last days mockers will come…
“In the last days” began with the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. We’re living in the last days. We know that Christ came the first time to die. The second time He’s coming for judgment. He’s coming for salvation—to rescue those who believe in Him, who hide in the ark of His safety. What does “hiding in the ark of His safety” mean? Remember that judgment fell on the ark but the people in the ark were secure. What’s our ark of safety? Jesus Christ because the judgment of God came on Jesus on the cross. He who knew no sin was made to be sin for me and for you that you and I might be made the righteousness of God.

2 Corinthians 5:21 He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.
Every person living during these “last days” looks back to what Jesus Christ does. When they believe in Jesus they are kept in an ark of safety where God will keep and preserve them. This is a parallel between Noah’s ark and this ark of safety even though in these latter days there is no literal ark. 

In these last days scoffers are going to come.
2 Peter 3:3-4a Know this first of all, that in the last days mockers (“scoffers” in Jude) will come with their mocking, following after their own lusts, and saying, “Where is the promise of His coming?”
“You Christians have been talking about Jesus coming all these years. Oh, Jesus, where are you? Come Lord Jesus.” They’re mocking. They say, “Don’t you know, everything has continued since it was in the beginning?”

2 Peter 3:4b-6 For ever since the fathers fell asleep, all continues just as it was from the beginning of creation.” For when they maintain this, it escapes their notice that by the word of God the heavens existed long ago and the earth was formed out of water and by water (Genesis 1:1-2); through which the world at that time was destroyed, being flooded with water. 
They say: “Everything has been the way it has always been. All those fossils in the ground simply come from a very old age earth.” They deny that those fossils in the ground probably came from a time of judgment. Why? They don’t want to believe there’s a God in heaven who judges sin and men. They don’t want to listen—to Noah in that day nor do they listen in our day because of seducing spirits. They don’t want to hear about a God who says He will judge sin. We have a righteous God who tells us in Matthew 24 and in Luke about Noah.
Matthew 24:37-39 “For the coming of the Son of Man will be just like the days of Noah. For as in those days which were before the flood they were eating and drinking, they were marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, and they did not understand until the flood came and took them all away; so shall the coming of the Son of Man be.”
Two men in the field: one taken and one left. In the flood the unrighteous were taken. The righteous were left. In the coming day of judgment—the Day of the Lord—the unrighteous will be taken away (not the righteous—that’s the Rapture.) Who’s going to be saved and go into the kingdom? The righteous. That is not Rapture but is after the coming of the Lord. Two are in the field: one is taken, the other left. What happens? Jesus speaks about it in parables in Matthew 13: He gathers the wheat and stores it in the barn while the rest are burned by fire. In Matthew 25 Jesus sits on His throne and gathers the sheep and goats before Him—the nations. He separates the sheep from the goats. The sheep go into the kingdom; the goats are cast into fire. So who survived the judgment? In Noah’s day, the people in the ark. In our day we do because we know God. Mockers don’t want us to believe that. They don’t want us to believe a Flood. Key phrases in Genesis 6 show that the judgment was certain and that it wiped out everyone.
Genesis 6:7 And the LORD said, “I will blot out man whom I have created from the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping things and to birds of the sky; for I am sorry that I have made them.”
God is sorry because of their corruptness and the evil of their hearts. 

Genesis 6:13a, 17 Then God said to Noah, “The end of all flesh has come before Me;” Behold, I, even I am bringing the flood of water (“mabbuwl” the deluge of water) upon the earth, to destroy all flesh in which is the breath of life, from under heaven; everything that is on the earth shall perish.” Only those in the ark are saved and preserved.
Genesis 7:4b “And I will blot out from the face of the land every living thing that I have made.” 
Genesis 7:21 All flesh that moved on the earth perished, birds and cattle and beasts and every swarming thing that swarms upon the earth, and all mankind;

Genesis 7:23 Thus He blotted out every living thing that was upon the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping things and to birds of the sky, and they were blotted out from the earth; and only Noah was left, together with those that were with him in the ark.
Judgment is coming. God is going to destroy the unrighteous. Yes, a God of love will do that in righteousness. A God of love has warned you even as Noah warned his people. He has prepared an ark and has said, “Come, get in the ark of safety, the ark of salvation. Believe on Jesus Christ and you will not perish.” But if you do not believe you will be judged. Wiped out. But living forever in the lake of fire. It’s the day of salvation. Don’t miss it.
