“Church Words” DEFINED
Atonement: The blood payment that covers sin. Since the cost of sin is death, God instructed His people in the Old Testament to offer an innocent animal’s life each year to substitute for the price of their life. ONLY the death (blood) of the sinless man, Jesus Christ, the Son of God, could purchase God’s forgiveness for our sin and cleanse our guilty conscience FOREVER. Romans 6:23, Leviticus 4:35, Hebrews 10
Believe  pisteu   (verb)    /     Faith  pistis

1.  A firm intellectual conviction of the truth about the deity of Jesus Christ.     "You believe that God is one. You do well; the demons also believe, and shudder. But are you willing to recognize, you foolish fellow, that faith without works is useless?" James 2:19-20      intellectual “belief” alone does not save!

2.  The acceptance of Jesus’ blood sacrifice for my sin and a personal surrender to Him as the Master of my life. But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, [even] to those who believe in His name, John 1:12   If you confess…Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you shall be saved Romans 10:9 

3.  A continuing conduct that is inspired by that surrender to God. Now I make known to you, brethren, the gospel which I preached to you, which also you received, in which also you stand, by which also you are saved, if you hold fast the word which I preached to you, unless you believed in vain." 1 Corinthians 15:1-2  
Gospel: euangelion  The “good news” of truth about Jesus Christ which needs to be lovingly communicated to all mankind, since all humans are born separated from God because of the first man’s sin. Romans 5:12; 1Corinthians 15. This is the ONLY way a person can be eternally saved from the fires of hell. Acts 4:12. Includes two basic truths:  
1. The death of sinless Christ to pay the price of our sins Romans 4:23-25 (Proof: He was buried)  John 19:32+
2. Jesus was raised to life to demonstrate that God was satisfied with the payment for sin (Proof: He was seen alive by over 500 witnesses!). Acts 1:3, I Corinthians 15:3-6
Grace: The strength to do what is right according to God’s Word. For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all men instructing us to deny ungodliness and worldly desires and to live sensibly, righteously and godly in the present age, looking for the… appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior, Christ Jesus;                   Titus 2:11-13
Redemption:  Comes from the word "redeem" which was “to buy out of a slave market and set free.”  Theologically, to be purchased by God from Satan, out of the slavery of sin, NEVER to be sold again. "knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your futile way of life inherited from your forefathers, but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, [the blood] of Christ." 1 Peter 1:18-19  
Propitiate:  To satisfy God’s holy anger over sin.    [Jesus Christ] is the propitiation for our sins   1 John 2:2
Reckon: To credit one’s account Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned to him as righteousness. Galatians 3:6
Reconcile:  Because of sin, a holy God and evil man were enemies. Because Jesus' blood satisfied God’s anger, man could be brought near to a Holy God in joyous fellowship (but only if he were willing to be washed or covered with Jesus’ atoning blood)

Righteous: to conform perfectly to God's standard of holiness     the Law is holy, righteous, and good.   Romans 7:12
Salvation: To live in fellowship with God forever. For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; Ephesians 2:8 
Justification:  (Past) "I have been saved from the Penalty of sin (which is death: separation from God, because I accepted Jesus’ blood payment for my sin). (NT) Being Born-Again  by God’s Holy Spirit into the New Covenant causes us to hunger and thirst for His righteousness. John 3:3-6; Ezekiel 36:25-27; Matthew  5:6
Sanctification: (Present) "I am being saved from the Power of sin (through the indwelling Holy Spirit) I am gradually being conformed to His image while living in this fleshly body. Romans 8:29-30
Glorification:  (Future) "I shall be saved from the Presence of sin (at the time of my physical death, my spirit will be joined with God in heaven and later my body will be resurrected). Rom 8:30; I Cor 15; 2 Cor 5:2, 8; I Thess 4:13-18.
Savior: refers to Jesus  (16x) or God  (8x) in the New Testament. God is the One who saves; Jesus’ blood is the means. Since Jesus ascended into heaven, He has sent His Holy Spirit to live within the hearts of believers to keep us as His own and instruct us in godliness until we see Him face-to-face. John 14:16-17; 26, Eph 1:13.
