Rom. 3:10  There is none righteous, not even one.

Forgiveness must come from a Divine source

Gen. 3—why to err is human—fall of Adam & Eve & thus mankind

Gen. also shows that to forgive is divine—animal skin covering; Noah; Abraham

Gen. 22 foreshadows the coming forgiveness of God—Abe offering Isaac as burnt offering; Ram dies as substitute for Isaac

Lev. 1-7  Offerings

Lev. 8-9  Priest

Lev. 10  Divine wrath

Lev. 11-15  Separation

Lev. 16  Day of Atonement—How sinful people can be brought before a holy God to have fellowship with Him.  How this holy God can be rightly approached by a sinful people.

Lev. 16:1  Aaron sons die

Lev. 16:2  Not to enter holy place at any time

Kapporeth—mercy seat   [image: image3.png]



Propitiatory—satisfaction

The mercy seat is where God’s holiness is satisfied, so that a holy God can forgive a sinful people.

Lev. 16:3  Priest brings sin and burnt offerings 

Lev. 16:4  Washing himself; wears only linen—humble attire

Heb. 9:22  “…without shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.”

Lev. 17:11  “For the life of the flesh is in the blood…”

Hilasterion—Greek for propitiation

Pictures of Day of Atonement in NT:

Rom. 3:23-25  “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, being justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption which is in Christ Jesus; whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in His blood through faith.  This was to demonstrate His righteousness, because in the forbearance of God He passed over the sins previously committed;”

Redeem—To buy a slave out of the market, and setting him free

Jn. 8:34  “…everyone who commits sin is the slave of sin.”

Jn. 8:36  “So if the Son makes you free, you will be free indeed.”

Seven—Number of perfection; completion

1 Jn. 2:1-2  “…And if anyone sins, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous; and He Himself is the propitiation for our sins; and not for ours only, but also for those of the whole world.”

Now that our sins are forgiven, we are not to have any more consciousness of sin, nor are we to withhold forgiveness from others.

1 Jn. 2:2  The whole world has the opportunity to have their sins forgiven.

1 Jn. 4:9-10  “By this the love of God was manifested in us, that God has sent His only begotten Son into the world so that we might live through Him.  In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins.”

Hilasmos—propitiation

Lev. 16:29-31  Day of Atonement is a permanent statute

Heb. 2:17  Jesus, a merciful & faithful high priest, to make propitiation for us

Heb. 8:1-2  There is no place for the priest sit in the tabernacle, but in heaven Jesus can sit because His work is complete.

Zech.  In one day the nation will be saved

Heb. 9:1-4  golden altar in v. 4—golden censor taken in on Day of Atonement

Heb. 9:5  hilasterion—propitiation—mercy seat

Heb. 9:6-7  once a year with blood

Heb. 9:8  way for the people not yet disclosed

Heb. 9:9  worshiper not made perfect in conscience

Believe God and put that consciousness of sin behind us.

Heb. 9:9-12 entered once, having obtained eternal redemption

Heb. 9:13-14  our conscience cleansed

To accept forgiveness is belief—faith 

This brings peace, which is what the peace offering is all about

Heb. 10:1-2  the Law was only a shadow

Heb. 10:3  those sacrifices were a reminder of sins

Heb. 10:18  forgiveness means He paid it all

Heb. 10:19-22  …Let us draw near in full assurance of faith…

Heb. 10:23  Hold fast!
