Leviticus 25-27, Lesson 7

What Would it be Like if God Ruled?
If you were to live under God’s jurisdiction, in other words if you were to live under a theocracy, what would it be like? How strict is God? How just is God? How reliable is He? What is the extent of His power? Could you trust Him? Could you take Him at His word? This is what we want to look at in these final chapters of Leviticus. But first, have you ever considered these questions? Have you ever been quite long enough to ask yourself, “If I were to live under the complete dominion of God, what would it be like and what would I think of God and how well do I know God?”
 When you look at the word of God, what you see is His rule book, His biography. This is the untampered account of how God deals with man and how He has dealt with man down through the ages.  You see the prophecies of what is coming in the future when the entire world will live under a theocracy. The book of Leviticus sets before us a theocracy, a people that God has chosen, and a people that He has put under His laws and His statues and His commandments.
 As we come to Leviticus chapter 24, He has just given us an account of all the feasts, the appointed times when they are to celebrate these things and come up to Jerusalem three times a year. When He finishes this, He lays out instructions for them. When we look at these instructions, I believe we can see precepts, standards for our lives, things we are to live by in picture form. 
The 1st thing that is talked about in chapter 24 is the menorah. It was in the holy place just outside the veil. When facing the veil, it was on the left. It was the seven-branched lampstand. 
Green clock over the word “continually” (3 times in four verses He uses the word)
Leviticus 24:1-4

Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, 2 “Command the sons of Israel that they bring to you clear oil from beaten olives for the light, to make a lamp burn continually. 3 “Outside the veil of testimony in the tent of meeting, Aaron shall keep it in order from evening to morning before the Lord continually; it shall be a perpetual statute throughout your generations.   4 “He shall keep the lamps in order on the pure gold lampstand before the Lord continually. 

They were to burn the lamp throughout their generations as long as there was a temple. Now there was debate; was this menorah lit all the time? Or was it lit from evening to morning. We don’t know but in:

 1 Samuel 3:3 and the lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the temple of the Lord where the ark of God was, 

So this verse could imply that it burned from evening to morning. Whatever it’s implying the principle is there: from evening to morning there would be no light apart from the menorah. So what you see is the principle that when we are under a theocracy, we will never walk in darkness. When we are under a theocracy we have the light of the Lord. He holds us by the hand, and we will not stumble. You may say “I am in the dark about what I am to do?”

Isaiah 50:10 who is among you that fears the LORD, that obeys the voice of His (Jesus) servant, that walks in darkness and has no light?...
In other words, you belong to the Lord; you fear the Lord; you are walking and listening to the voice of His Servant, yet you don’t know exactly which way to go. When you don’t know, what do you do? 
Isaiah 50:10…Let him trust in the name of the LORD and rely on his God.

In other words, you may not know, it may seem dark but you have Jesus. You have the light of life. You have the Holy Spirit. In His presence there is no darkness. So all you do is grab Him; cling to Him, and take it one step at a time. You will find yourself walking in the light. God wants them to see that in Him there is no darkness.

The next thing we see is The Bread that will go on the table in the holy place. It is called the “showbread,” the bread of His presence. He gives instructions for that bread. He shows them that not only will you have the light of life but under My theocracy, I am always going to feed you and take care of you. You’re always going to have your needs satisfied.
Matthew 5:6“Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be satisfied. 

Your can know that under a theocracy you have the light of life, and you have the bread of God. The Bible says “that man does not live by bread alone but by every word that proceeds out of the mouth of God.”You have the very word of God. In the very beginning the Word was with God and the Word was God and the Word became flesh and dwelt among us. There is that constant sustenance so that you will never hunger.
Leviticus 24:10-23 gives an account of the holiness of God’s name.
10 Now the son of an Israelite woman, whose father was an Egyptian, went out among the sons of Israel; and the Israelite woman’s son and a man of Israel struggled with each other in the camp. 11 The son of the Israelite woman blasphemed the Name and cursed. So they brought him to Moses. (Now his mother’s name was Shelomith, the daughter of Dibri, of the tribe of Dan.) 12 They put him in custody so that the command of the Lord might be made clear to them. 13 Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying,
Leviticus 24: 14 (The LORD is speaking. This is a theocracy.) “Bring the one who has cursed outside the camp, and let all who heard him lay their hands on his head; then let all the congregation stone him. (You say, “whoa, I don’t know if I would want to live under a theocracy.” But I want you to know if you live under God’s rules there are commands you are to keep. There are consequences.)  15 “You shall speak to the sons of Israel, saying, ‘If anyone curses his God, then he will bear his sin. 16 ‘Moreover, the one who blasphemes the name of the Lord shall surely be put to death; all the congregation shall certainly stone him. The alien as well as the native, when he blasphemes the Name, shall be put to death. 17 ‘If a man takes the life of any human being, he shall surely be put to death. 18 ‘The one who takes the life of an animal shall make it good, life for life. 

When you live under a theocracy, you are not going to use the name of the Lord God in vain. You’re not going to blaspheme the sacred name. 

In this passage under a theocracy, there is a death penalty for those who take another person’s life, for blaspheming the Lord and all the other things you saw as you studied in Leviticus. Under this theocracy there are no prisons. Judgment was executed so swiftly. It was to be a just judgment. Justice was fast.
Leviticus 24:19-20‘If a man injures his neighbor, just as he has done, so it shall be done to him: 20 fracture for fracture, eye for eye, tooth for tooth; just as he has injured a man, so it shall be inflicted on him. 

In other words you don’t take them to court and sue them for everything they have because you lost an eye. It is a just judgment. 

Leviticus 24:22‘There shall be one standard for you; it shall be for the stranger as well as the native, for I am the Lord your God.’ ” 

So if you have strangers that are not Jews living under this theocracy, God doesn’t treat them differently. Under a theocracy you see justice for all, but you also see that there is a death penalty.

When McCain and Bush where vying for the Republican nomination, a woman got on the phone during a call-in they were having and said, “I am a Christian and Christians believe in the sanctity of life. I am against Bush because he is for the death penalty.” I thought she didn’t know the whole council of God. You don’t know what it’s like under a theocracy. You’re walking according to your opinion and taking scripture out of context instead of seeing the whole word of God. Remember in Leviticus 24, there is one standard for all. There is light so you need not walk in darkness. There is bread to provide for you and there is justice.
Leviticus 25 starts mentioning the land. I think this is going to help you understand the political situation in Israel.

Leviticus 25:2“Speak to the sons of Israel and say to them, ‘When you come into the land which I shall give you, then the land shall have a Sabbath to the Lord. 

Mark land with blue (for Israel) and underline in green (for location)

We saw the sabbath for man, now we are going to see the sabbath for the land. 
Leviticus 25:3-4‘Six years you shall sow your field, and six years you shall prune your vineyard and gather in its crop, 4 but during the seventh year the land shall have a Sabbath rest, a Sabbath to the Lord; you shall not sow your field nor prune your vineyard. 

 What are they going to do for a crop the 7th year? This is where the awesomeness of God comes in. God lets them know under a theocracy all you have to do is obey me, and I will take care of the consequences. You obey Me and remember I am your God. I will feed you and lead you. You just trust Me, and that is an act of faith. He’s going to tell them about the crops. It’s like crop rotation.
Leviticus 25:8-10‘You are also to count off seven Sabbaths of years for yourself, seven times seven years, so that you have the time of the seven Sabbaths of years, namely, forty-nine years. 9 ‘You shall then sound a ram’s horn abroad on the tenth day of the seventh month; on the day of atonement you shall sound a horn all through your land. 

What is seven times seven? It’s 49 years and in the 50th year 

Leviticus 25:10 ‘You shall thus consecrate the fiftieth year and proclaim a release through the land to all its inhabitants. It shall be a jubilee for you, and each of you shall return to his own property, and each of you shall return to his family. 

 When does this Jubilee start? Well first of all, what is it?  It is a release; meaning the land was given to them by God. Remember in Joshua when they go into the land and the land is portioned out to the tribes and the families, and that’s their land and that land is to be for that tribe and that family forever. So they have their land, but a man could become poor and sell his land in order to get money for what he needs. God says the 50th year is a year of jubilee; it’s a year of celebration, because what you lost is returned to you. Now it is returned in a fair and just way. If you studied this you know that there is compensation to this person for the time up until the time of jubilee for the crops that he missed. 

Leviticus 25:47 ‘Now if the means of a stranger or of a sojourner with you becomes sufficient, and a countryman of yours becomes so poor with regard to him as to sell himself to a stranger who is sojourning with you, or to the descendants of a stranger’s family, 
In the passage above you also see the release of someone that has become so poor that he has sold himself to another as a slave, and yet he says;

Leviticus 25:39-43 ‘If a countryman of yours becomes so poor with regard to you that he sells himself to you, you shall not subject him to a slave’s service. 40 ‘He shall be with you as a hired man, as if he were a sojourner; he shall serve with you until the year of jubilee. 41 ‘He shall then go out from you, he and his sons with him, and shall go back to his family that he may return to the property of his forefathers. 42 ‘For they are My servants whom I brought out from the land of Egypt; they are not to be sold in a slave sale. 43 ‘You shall not rule over him with severity, but are to revere your God. 
Talks about slavery, how they are to be treated as human beings and not slaves but as hired man. 
Leviticus 25:44-46 ‘As for your male and female slaves whom you may have—you may acquire male and female slaves from the pagan nations that are around you. 45 ‘Then, too, it is out of the sons of the sojourners who live as aliens among you that you may gain acquisition, and out of their families who are with you, whom they will have produced in your land; they also may become your possession. 46 ‘You may even bequeath them to your sons after you, to receive as a possession; you can use them as permanent slaves. But in respect to your countrymen, the sons of Israel, you shall not rule with severity over one another.
The passage above talks about slaves that are not Jews and how they must be treated as men, men that have a soul and you will be held accountable for the way you treat a slave. 

When does the year of Jubilee begin? On the Day of Atonement when the 49th year happens, they take the trumpet (Jubal- father of musicians in Genesis 4:21.) But it starts on the Day of Atonement. What is the picture there? Under a theocracy, once our sins are paid for totally and completely and absolutely atoned for, then there is a new beginning, a release, you are no longer a slave, get what you lost in Adam and become an heir of God and a joint heir with Jesus Christ. It’s an awesome, awesome picture.
Under God’s plan, His rule, His theocracy, there is hope. There is a year of Jubilee, a year of release, a year of restoration coming. What you thought was lost is not gone forever; there is restoration.

Joel 2:2A day of darkness and gloom, a day of clouds and thick darkness. As the dawn is spread over the mountains, so there is a great and mighty people; there has never been anything like it, nor will there be again after it to the years of many generations. 

There is provision. He is going to provide. In other words, it’s your responsibility under a theocracy to obey God, because God is the ruler. It is God’s responsibility to take care of His people.
Leviticus 25: 18


 under line THAT
‘You shall thus observe My statutes and keep My judgments, so as to carry them out, that you may live securely on the land. 

In other words, there will be no war. You obey me. I will supply your needs.
Leviticus 25:19-2 0‘Then the land will yield its produce, so that you can eat your fill and live securely on it. 20 ‘But if you say, “What are we going to eat on the seventh year if we do not sow or gather in our crops?”  21then I (God, the sovereign ruler of all the universe, the Creator of the heavens and the earth, the One who spoke and brought forth all the vegetation) will so order My blessing for you in the sixth year that it will bring forth the crop for three years. 

 God is over all, and God says, “You obey me, and I will provide for you.”  He is God, precious one, and He is there to provide.

You also see in this chapter that we are to sustain the poor countrymen; there is a sharing and caring, there is not a taking advantage of another person under a theocracy. 
Leviticus 25:55 ‘For the sons of Israel are My servants; they are My servants whom I brought out from the land of Egypt. I am the Lord your God. He is going to take care of them.
Morgan “From this Day” a daily devotional, he tells 3 stories:
1. John Benes was a friend of Luther’s. He was a reformer. Emperor Charles the 5th hated him, absolutely hated him. He was out to get John Benes and tried to assassinate him. He sent the Spanish Calvary out and John was sitting there and all of a sudden he got word that the cavalry was coming. He grabbed a loaf of bread off of the table and ran and hid in the hayloft. He hid in the hayloft. When the bread was gone he dared not come out. What did God do? God sent a chicken; everyday the chicken went up to the hayloft and laid an egg in the same place for 13 days. So every day he had an egg. But the 14th day there was no egg and he thought, what am I going to do?  On the 14th day word came that the Calvary has left. Is God able to take care of His people? Is He able to make those crops come in? He is able to bring a chicken and have it lay an egg. Yes He is.
2. John Craig was a victim of the inquisition; scheduled for execution. That night he escaped and fled into the Italian country side. He was hiding and a dog came up. And you don’t want to have a dog by you because it will start barking. But this dog had a purse in his mouth. He drops the purse at John’s feet; it had enough money to get John out of the country. This is our God.
3. Robert Bruce of Scotland (Braveheart), fleeing for his life ran into a cave to hide. Then all of a sudden he heard men. They came to the cave and said, “He couldn’t be in here because he would have broken the spider’s web that’s over the hole to the cave.” Robert Bruce got on his knees and thanked God: “that in the tiny bowels of a spider You can place a shelter for me.” This is God, and it is our job to obey Him.
Leviticus 26 When you are under God’s rule you can know this, that obedience is expected and disobedience is judged, God is fair and equitable, but God is God. We have seen all the way through the book of Leviticus that God is holy. When you see what it is like to live under a theocracy, you will see that God chastens, that God keeps His covenant forever. He does not reject forever. You can know that when you are under a theocracy, God expects obedience; God judge’s disobedience; God chastens his people.
Hebrew 12:6-8 For those whom the Lord loves He disciplines, And He scourges every son whom He receives.” 7 It is for discipline that you endure; God deals with you as with sons; for what son is there whom his father does not discipline? 8 But if you are without discipline, of which all have become partakers, then you are illegitimate children and not sons. 

God chastens His people. You need to remember that and also that God will honor those that live under Him and those obey Him and will judge those that do not obey Him.

Go to Leviticus 26.

Remember to mark land that belongs to Israel in a special way, because Israel’s turmoil is connected to Israel’s land; their lack of peace is because of the land. 

Leviticus 26: 1‘You shall not make for yourselves idols, nor shall you set up for yourselves an image or a sacred pillar, nor shall you place a figured stone in your land to bow down to it; for I am the Lord your God. 

You don’t see idols around Israel, but you do see Jews buying little red strings to ward off the evil eye. You see Jews that are caught up in this mystical kind of religion that has nothing to do with the clear cut, perspicuous word of God that which He has made very clear and very plain. You see an idolatry of the body, idolatry of money and prestige, the same as you see in the USA.
Leviticus 26-2-5 ‘You shall keep My Sabbaths and reverence My sanctuary; I am the Lord. 3 ‘If (condition) you walk in My statutes and keep My commandments so as to carry them out, 4 then I shall give you rains in their season, so that the land will yield its produce and the trees of the field will bear their fruit. 5 ‘Indeed, your threshing will last for you until grape gathering, and grape gathering will last until sowing time. You will thus eat your food to the full and live securely in your land. 

In other words if you are going to obey Me, this is what I am going to do. I am going to do it in reference to your land. In the first 13 verses in Leviticus 26, He tells them what He is going to do. Let me summarize it for you.
1. You will have rain: 

 In 1999 the Sea of Galilee was so low (this is where they get their water) was lower then when they discovered the “Jesus boat.” They have not had rain in the rainy season.
I have asked Jewish friends; don’t you believe this is because of your disobedience, don’t you believe it’s because you are not believing God about the land? Because you as a nation are talking about selling what God has given you and what is God’s.
Leviticus 25:23‘The land, moreover, shall not be sold permanently, for the land is Mine; for you are but aliens and sojourners with Me. 

Why a lack of rain? Because they are talking about giving land for peace and they don’t know that peace comes when they obey God, and when they live according to His statues and ordinances.  They have rejected Jesus Christ and the new covenant; they are still under the old covenant. The old covenant lasts until you come to faith in Jesus Christ. Then the veil is taken away and you see the truth and move from old covenant to new covenant. When they obey they will have rain, crops, security and peace, in other words no war. 

Leviticus 26:6-10‘I shall also grant peace in the land, so that you may lie down with no one making you tremble. I shall also eliminate harmful beasts from the land, and no sword will pass through your land. 7 ‘But you will chase your enemies and they will fall before you by the sword; 8 five of you will chase a hundred, and a hundred of you will chase ten thousand, and your enemies will fall before you by the sword. 9 ‘So I will turn toward you and make you fruitful and multiply you, and I will confirm My covenant with you. 10 ‘You will eat the old supply and clear out the old because of the new. 

Leviticus 26:13‘I am the Lord your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt so that you would not be their slaves, and I broke the bars of your yoke (slavery) and made you walk erect. 

 All you have to do under my theocracy is obey Me.
Leviticus 26:14-15‘But (contrast) if you do not obey Me and do not carry out all these commandments, 15 if, instead, you reject My statutes, and if your soul abhors My ordinances so as not to carry out all My commandments, and so break My covenant,

This is what some Jews say: “If I am God’s chosen people, I wish He would have chosen someone else.” I hear that all the time says Kay. If they really understood they wouldn’t say that. But they are ignorant of the word of God. They study the Talmud (which is man’s interpretation of the Torah) instead of the Torah itself which is what God says.
Leviticus 26:16-19 I, in turn, will do this to you: I will appoint over you a sudden terror, consumption and fever that will waste away the eyes and cause the soul to pine away; also, you will sow your seed uselessly, for your enemies will eat it up. 17 ‘I will set My face against you so that you will be struck down before your enemies; and those who hate you will rule over you, and you will flee when no one is pursuing you. 18 ‘If also after these things you do not obey Me, then I will punish you seven times more for your sins. 19 ‘I will also break down your pride of power; I will also make your sky like iron and your earth like bronze. (no rain)
 Leviticus 26:18 ‘If also after these things you do not obey Me, then I will punish you seven times more for your sins.   

In other words, if I, God, bring you to the divine woodshed and I chasten you and I bring these things upon you and you say with a rebellious spirit, “Hit me again.” I will seven times.
Leviticus 26:21 If then, you act with hostility against Me and are unwilling to obey Me, I will increase the plague on you seven times according to your sins. 

In other words, if you don’t get on your knees and repent and say, “God I have sinned,” and if you are stiff- necked God says, “You are acting with hostility against Me. Remember, this is a theocracy.  I am God, and you are my covenant people. Remember there is blessing for obedience and curses for disobedience.” He is saying this to His covenant people. When we get to the book of Deuteronomy you will see it and understand and be set free from some erroneous teaching thinking that you are under curses and things like that.
Leviticus 26:23-24 ‘And if by these things you are not turned to Me, but act with hostility against Me, 24 then I will act with hostility against you; and I, even I, will strike you seven times for your sins. 

Let me ask you a question. You say you are a child of God, you say you belong to God - do you obey Him? Do you honor His statues and commandments? You say, “No I am under grace, I don’t have to.” 

Romans 8: 1-2 Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 2 For the law (principle) of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. 

You don’t have to live in sin any more and you don’t have to suffer the consequences of death.
Romans 8:3-4 For what the Law could not do, weak as it was through the flesh, God did: sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin, He condemned sin in the flesh, 4 so that the requirement of the Law might be fulfilled in us, who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 

In other words, He put a death blow to sin; you’re no longer a slave to sin.

Now you can walk according to the flesh and according to the Spirit but if you are a true child of God, you can’t walk long time in the flesh. If you think you can, you need to examine yourself and see if you are really saved, and don’t be deceived. What does God do? He chastens you. Is there turmoil? Is there a lack of peace? 

John 13-17 Jesus gets His disciples alone and prepares them for what is ahead; He tells them all these intimate, wonderful things about life in the Spirit, persecution and how the world is going to hate us as the world hates Him.
John 16:33 “These things I have spoken to you, so that in Me you may have peace. In the world you have tribulation, but take courage; I have overcome the world.” 

In Christ there is always peace. We live in the world and the world is going to hate us. There will be tribulation. But because I live in Christ, I can have peace even in the midst of the tribulation.

I John5: 4  For whatever is born of God overcomes the world; and this is the victory that has overcome the world—our faith. 

 So when you walk under this theocracy, when you walk in obedience to God, no matter what the world is saying, no matter what the world is doing to you, but you hang on to Him and cling to Him, you will have the blessings of God and the peace of God. Israel missed the peace of God because they did not obey God.

Leviticus 26: 27-28 ‘Yet if in spite of this you do not obey Me, but act with hostility against Me, 28 then I will act with wrathful hostility against you, and I, even I, will punish you seven times for your sins. 

What is the punishment that is to come?  They going to eat the flesh of their children. He’s going to lay siege to Jerusalem, and they’re going to cook and eat their own children. God is going to destroy the high places they built, those idolatrous places; God is going to make their sanctuaries desolate and then:
Leviticus 26: 32 ‘I will make the land desolate so that your enemies who settle in it will be appalled over it. (The enemies are going to move in but they are going to think the land is awful.)
 Leviticus 26:33-35 ‘You, however, I will scatter among the nations and will draw out a sword after you, as your land becomes desolate and your cities become waste. 34 ‘Then the land will enjoy its Sabbaths all the days of the desolation, while you are in your enemies’ land; then the land will rest and enjoy its Sabbaths. 35 ‘All the days of its desolation it will observe the rest which it did not observe on your Sabbaths, while you were living on it. 

You did not obey God and forgot that this is a theocracy. You forgot that I bless you if you obey; I judge you if you disobey. So I am going to scatter you throughout the land.
Israel’s turmoil is connected with its land. Put this chart before you. 

Psalm 24: 1A Psalm of David. The earth is the Lord’s, and all it contains, The world, and those who dwell in it. 

 Genesis 12: 2 And I will make you a great nation, And I will bless you, And make your name great; And so you shall be a blessing; 

Genesis12:5 Abram took Sarai his wife and Lot his nephew, and all their possessions which they had accumulated, and the persons which they had acquired in Haran, and they set out for the land of Canaan; thus they came to the land of Canaan. 

Genesis12:7 The Lord appeared to Abram and said, “To your descendants I will give this land.” So he built an altar there to the Lord who had appeared to him. 

Genesis13:15 for all the land which you see, I will give it to you and to your descendants forever. 
Mark forever. There is no replacement theology; it is not a doctrine that is in the word of God.  It is a twisting of the scriptures. Just let the scripture speak.

 Genesis 15:18 On that day the Lord made a covenant with Abram, saying, “To your descendants I have given this land, From the river of Egypt as far as the great river, the river Euphrates: 

 Genesis 17:8 “I will give to you and to your descendants after you, the land of your sojournings, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.” 

In the Torah (the first 5 books of bible) the land is given to them as an everlasting possession. He tells them about the temple they are to build, about the sacrifices and the feasts. He puts His Shekinah glory there in a cloud. But what happens? He gives them these statues, and they don’t obey Him. So in 586 BC what does God do? He destroys the temple, destroys Jerusalem. The children of Israel are now in captivity for 70 years, why? 
Because for 490 years they did not keep the Sabbath. So they owe God 70 Sabbaths. They didn’t obey and remember it’s a theocracy. They’re gone from  605 BC until they return. In 516 BC they rebuild the temple. But now the glory departed in 586BC and does not return. 
Then we move to the first coming of Jesus Christ. We move to the feast the Feast of Passover. This is what the Passover shows us: the Lamb of God that takes away the sins of the world, the Lamb of God that gives us life instead of death. We have the first coming. The Jews are in the land until 70AD again the temple is destroyed and again the Jews are scattered. Once again they have an opportunity to obey God and to believe God, and they did not do it. They set up their own system, rejected the commandments of God in order to keep the traditions of man.
 Then what do you have? Jews are out of the land; this is the last time they are to be scattered. God begins to bring the Jews back to the land. You have this movement, this Zionism, you have people making aliyah (which means to go up). Jews have in their hearts that they don’t belong in other countries. They belong in Israel. That is so true.
Ezekiel 36: 19-20

“Also I scattered them among the nations and they were dispersed throughout the lands. According to their ways and their deeds I judged them. (It’s a theocracy) 20 “When they came to the nations where they went, they profaned My holy name, because it was said of them, ‘These are the people of the Lord; yet they have come out of His land.’ 

This was the land that He gave them for everlasting possession. If they would have obeyed, they could have stayed there, and they would not have any problem with the Palestinians.  But God moved them out because of their disobedience.
Ezekiel 36:21-24“But I had concern for My holy name, which the house of Israel had profaned among the nations where they went. 22 “Therefore say to the house of Israel, ‘Thus says the Lord God, “It is not for your sake, O house of Israel, that I am about to act, but for My holy name, which you have profaned among the nations where you went. 23 “I will vindicate the holiness of My great name which has been profaned among the nations, which you have profaned in their midst. Then the nations will know that I am the Lord,” declares the Lord God, “when I prove Myself holy among you in their sight. 24 “For I will take you from the nations, gather you from all the lands and bring you into your own land. 

So what do you have? You have the Jews coming back to the land. Then you have the fulfillment, and it is still yet to be, of the Day of Atonement when all Israel will be saved of those who believe which will be a third, which is what Zechariah tells us
 Ezekiel 36:25-28“Then I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will be clean; I will cleanse you from all your filthiness and from all your idols. 26 “Moreover, I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you; and I will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you a heart of flesh. 27 “I will put My Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My statutes, and you will be careful to observe My ordinances. 28 “You will live in the land that I gave to your forefathers; so you will be My people, and I will be your God. 

At the end of Leviticus God shows them that He will judge them, but:
Leviticus 26: 40-43‘If they confess their iniquity and the iniquity of their forefathers, in their unfaithfulness which they committed against Me, and also in their acting with hostility against Me— 41 I also was acting with hostility against them, to bring them into the land of their enemies—or if their uncircumcised heart becomes humbled so that they then make amends for their iniquity, 42 then I will remember My covenant with Jacob, and I will remember also My covenant with Isaac, and My covenant with Abraham as well, and I will remember the land. 43 ‘For the land will be abandoned by them, and will make up for its Sabbaths while it is made desolate without them. They, meanwhile, will be making amends for their iniquity, because they rejected My ordinances and their soul abhorred My statutes.

This is a theocracy. The end of Ezekiel is awesome: You start with the Torah (the first five books of the bible). You end with the culmination of time with the Torah again. When you read Ezekiel 40 on, you see then they put the temple back, rebuild the city and then they have the sacrifices, then they keep the appointed times (the feasts) and the glory of the Lord is there.
Ezekiel 40:2 In the visions of God He brought me into the land of Israel and set me on a very high mountain, and on it to the south there was a structure like a city. 

Ezekiel 40:4 The man said to me, “Son of man, see with your eyes, hear with your ears, and give attention to all that I am going to show you; for you have been brought here in order to show it to you. Declare to the house of Israel all that you see.” 

 Ezekiel 43: 1-2 Then he led me to the gate, the gate facing toward the east; 2 and behold, the glory of the God of Israel was coming from the way of the east. And His voice was like the sound of many waters; and the earth shone with His glory. 

 Ezekiel 43:4-5 And the glory of the Lord came into the house by the way of the gate facing toward the east. 5 And the Spirit lifted me up and brought me into the inner court; and behold, the glory of the Lord filled the house. 

Ezekiel 43: 7 He said to me, “Son of man, this is the place of My throne and the place of the soles of My feet, where I will dwell among the sons of Israel forever. And the house of Israel will not again defile My holy name, neither they nor their kings, by their harlotry and by the corpses of their kings when they die, 

He is coming! Again there is going to be the Torah. Again there is going to be everything that you learned in Leviticus. Now what is God’s call to you and me? In Leviticus 27 it ends with a talk of things that are consecrated to the Lord, of things that are vowed to the Lord and one of the things He wants you to understand is this: once something is vowed to the Lord, once something is consecrated to the Lord, it belongs to the Lord for ever and ever and ever. 
Have you presented your body as a living and holy sacrifice onto God? If you have, than you belong to Him for ever and ever, and never to anyone else. What does the book of Leviticus call us to be? It is to be holy even as He is holy. 
Remember you are to live under His jurisdiction. He is a fair God. He is a just God. He is trustworthy. God stands by  His word. He calls to you, Be ye Holy, even as I am holy.”  What a fool you are if you don’t listen and you don’t respond and you don’t bow the knee.  Don’t be like Israel whom God judged. Instead bow the knee and say, “My Lord and my God. Here is Your living sacrifice, holy, acceptable onto You”.
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
