Leviticus 18-22, Lesson 5


What Happens When A Nation Loses The Fear Of God?
What happens when a nation loses the fear of God? Look at our society and you will see. You will see divorce, immorality, lawlessness; you see high crime, greed, arrogance. You see people that are despisers of those that are good and despisers of those that live a holy life. You will see an absolute conviction that there are no absolutes whatsoever.  In other words, I can approach God whatever way I want to. I can live whatever way I want to. It all resides in me and my decision. I am spiritual; leave me alone. So you see spirituality apart from the word of God, a spirituality of man’s own devising, a spirituality that ignores God as God and begins to worship mother earth or whatever: build their own shrines. What happens? Look at our society and possibly look at your own life and ask do you really have a fear of God? To fear God is to trust Him, respect Him as He is.  God is there to be discovered by any man who will search and seek Him with all of his heart. 
Paul says:
 Romans 1:16 for I am not ashamed of the gospel; it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who has faith, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.
Long ago in the days of Moses, God laid out very clearly in picture form in the tabernacle how the righteousness of God is revealed. The tabernacle shows us the righteousness of God, the holiness of God, and how God is to be approached. God wants men to know Him, wants men to understand Him and come after Him. God wants men to seek Him but most of all God wants man to fear Him because He is a holy God. Without holiness no man will see the Lord.

So God gave the Gospel, 
Romans 1:17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, “But the righteous man shall live by faith.” 18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men who suppress the truth in unrighteousness  
To suppress the truth is to hold down the truth in their righteousness, in their ungodliness, in their lack of fear of God

Romans 1:19 because that which is known about God is evident within them; for God made it evident to them
All creation testifies to the fact that there is a God. There is a God consciousness in every single man; there is a vacuum that only God can fill. If you are feeling an emptiness, it is no accident that you were listening to this message because God drew you.

Romans 1:20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made, so that they are without excuse.
When men knew God ~ they knew God in the Garden of Eden; they knew God at the flood, and they knew God all throughout history; God constantly revealed Himself, there were those who did not honor or respect Him.

Romans 1:21 For even though they knew God, they did not honor Him as God or give thanks, but they became futile in their speculations, and their foolish heart was darkened. 22 Professing to be wise, they became fools, 23 and exchanged the glory of the incorruptible God for an image in the form of corruptible man and of birds and four-footed animals and crawling creatures. 24 Therefore God gave them over in the lusts of their hearts to impurity, so that their bodies would be dishonored among them. 

When you ignore God, when you do not fear God, He gives you up. The first thing He gives you up to is to the lusts of your heart that lead to impurity. It says they exchange the truth of God for a lie; they worship and serve the creature (themselves) more than the Creator.
Romans 1:26 For this reason God gave them over to degrading passions; for their women exchanged the natural function for that which is unnatural, and in the same way also the men abandoned the natural function of the woman and burned in their desire toward one another, men with men committing indecent acts and receiving in their own persons the due penalty of their error. 
 But it didn’t stop there. 
Romans 1:28-32  And just as they did not see fit to acknowledge God any longer, God gave them over to a depraved mind, to do those things which are not proper, 29 being filled with all unrighteousness, wickedness, greed, evil; full of envy, murder, strife, deceit, malice; they are gossips, 30 slanderers, haters of God, insolent, arrogant, boastful, inventors of evil, disobedient to parents, 31 without understanding, untrustworthy, unloving, unmerciful; 32 and although they know the ordinance of God, (They know that there is a holy God.) that those who practice such things are worthy of death, they not only do the same, but also give hearty approval to those who practice them

Romans 2:1-2  Therefore (listen carefully) you have no excuse, everyone of you who passes judgment, for in that which you judge another, you condemn yourself; for you who judge practice the same things. 2 And we know that the judgment of God rightly falls upon those who practice such things
What is the truth?  Notice where God says, “I am the Lord your God.”
Leviticus 18:2-3 “Speak to the sons of Israel and say to them, ‘I am the Lord your God. 3 ‘You shall not do what is done in the land of Egypt where you lived, nor are you to do what is done in the land of Canaan where I am bringing you; you shall not walk in their statutes.

You are to walk to a different drum beat because I am your God and you are My people.
 Leviticus 18:4 ‘You are to perform My judgments and keep My statutes, to live in accord with them; I am the Lord your God. 5 ‘So you shall keep My statutes and My judgments, by which a man may live if he does them; I am the Lord. 

 I want you to understand to whom He is speaking; these are God’s people. They have been redeemed out of Egypt under the blood of the Passover lamb. They have come out of slavery because they have been chosen by God. They have come out because God had made a covenant with them. God has demonstrated His power, His sovereignty, He rules over all. He did what He wanted to do to Pharaoh and the land of Egypt. The Israelites have the law of God. They have His standard of righteousness. They have His tabernacle. They have the visual demonstration of His holiness and how someone who is a human being with all the pull of the flesh can approach a holy God. They have a priest who represents them before God. God dwells with them by His cloud over the Holy of holies. They have homeland given to them by God for an everlasting possession.  God is about to take them there. Leviticus only covers one month between Exodus and Numbers. 

In Numbers they number the people and start out on their journey towards this land.  God is preparing them: how are they to live when they get there. We have just studied Leviticus 16 and we have seen when they sin there is a way. There is atonement that can be made for sin. The priest will take the blood of the sacrifice and take it into the holy of holies and put it on the mercy seat. When he puts it on the mercy seat their sins will be covered; they will be atoned for. There’s a goat that will be taken into the wilderness. That goat is the goat of removal. So for a year their sins are covered. Year after year they know this. But now how are they to live? They are about to go into this land, a land where people do not fear God, a land that is much like your land and my land.
 In Leviticus 17, God gives them clear instruction. There is only one place that you are allowed to worship Me, and that one place is God’s holy tabernacle. God wants them to know that the life is in the blood and without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sins. 

Now they know all of this and as they know all of this God says “Now you have to walk in my way and keep My statutes.” So He lays before them the precepts of life and the consequences of not obeying. He has demonstrated this with the death of Nadab and Abihu. 

Now they’re on a journey to a land given to them by God. They are to be a holy people because He is a holy God. 
And listen, what is holy is not to be profane or defiled. What is holy? They are holy even as (if you are a true child of God) you are holy. That is what this segment in Leviticus 18 is all about. Leviticus 18 answers a host of questions of what is going on today. I want you to see the word of the Lord.

He deals with a major problem in America, and that is the problem of incest. There is not to be sexual relations with any extended as well as immediate family member.
Leviticus 18:6 INCEST ‘None of you shall approach any blood relative of his to uncover nakedness; I am the Lord. 7 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father, that is, the nakedness of your mother. She is your mother; you are not to uncover her nakedness. 8 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father’s wife; it is your father’s nakedness. 9 ‘The nakedness of your sister, either your father’s daughter or your mother’s daughter, whether born at home or born outside, their nakedness you shall not uncover. 10 ‘The nakedness of your son’s daughter or your daughter’s daughter, their nakedness you shall not uncover; for their nakedness is yours. 11 ‘The nakedness of your father’s wife’s daughter, born to your father, she is your sister, you shall not uncover her nakedness. 12 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father’s sister; she is your father’s blood relative. 13 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your mother’s sister, for she is your mother’s blood relative. 14 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father’s brother; you shall not approach his wife, she is your aunt. 15 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your daughter-in-law; she is your son’s wife, you shall not uncover her nakedness. 16 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of your brother’s wife; it is your brother’s nakedness. 17 ‘You shall not uncover the nakedness of a woman and of her daughter, nor shall you take her son’s daughter or her daughter’s daughter, to uncover her nakedness; they are blood relatives. It is lewdness. 18 ‘You shall not marry a woman in addition to her sister as a rival while she is alive, to uncover her nakedness.
Leviticus 18:20 ADULTERY ‘You shall not have intercourse with your neighbor’s wife, to be defiled with her. 

In other words immorality, incest, intercourse with your neighbor’s wife, any one that is not your own wife or husband, defiles you. Do you hear the word of God?
Leviticus 18:21 CHILDREN ‘You shall not give any of your offspring to offer them to Molech, nor shall you profane the name of your God; I am the Lord.
Mark the word profane (brown “P”) 

The children that you have He has given you, He has put in your womb. You are not to give them to another, to sacrifice them, to abort them. The children are yours. When you do not treat your children right, you profane the name of God.

Leviticus 18:22 HOMOSEXUALITY ‘You shall not lie with a male as one lies with a female; it is an abomination.
Who is speaking? It is God. He is saying you can’t have sexual relations with the same sex. God says it is an abomination. You don’t need to interpret it; you just need to know God has spoken and He clear and this is what He says.
Leviticus 18:23 BESTIALITY ‘Also you shall not have intercourse with any animal to be defiled with it, nor shall any woman stand before an animal to mate with it; it is a perversion.
This is what they did in Egypt and in Canaan. They were living in incest and offering their children to false gods. They were having intercourse with their neighbors and homosexual and lesbian relations. So many times we think that this person did it and that person did it, and they hold this position so then it justifies it for me. This simply explains the weakness of our flesh. 

The gospel of Jesus Christ delivers you from the weakness of the flesh, delivers you from all unrighteousness and enables you to live life on a higher plane; the gospel of Jesus Christ causes us to fear God, respect, trust and understand God and order our lives accordingly. 
Well when you look at all this you see that sexual sin defiles the land, it defiles any nation, any land.

Leviticus 18:24-27 Mark the word “land.”
24 ‘Do not defile yourselves by any of these things; for by all these the nations which I am casting out before you have become defiled. 25 ‘For the land has become defiled, therefore I have brought its punishment upon it,(the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all unrighteousness – Rom. 1) so the land has spewed out its inhabitants. 26 ‘But as for you, you are to keep My statutes and My judgments and shall not do any of these abominations, neither the native, nor the alien who sojourns among you (even if they are not a Jew they are to live like you do) 27 (for the men of the land who have been before you have done all these abominations, and the land has become defiled)

 That is one of the reasons He is going to kick out the inhabitants of Canaan, and He is going to put His people there and give them that land.
Leviticus 18:28 so that the land will not spew you out, should you defile it, as it has spewed out the nation which has been before you.
And you will see this if you don’t know it already: the Jews defiled the land. They broke the law, and they were cast out of the land. He’s brought them back; He’s bringing them to Himself. He’s going to bring them to righteousness, but not until they walk under His wrath:  a time of tribulation such has never been and will never be again. In that time of tribulation, He’s going to separate the precious from the worthless, the holy from the unholy, the holy from the profane. He’s going to purify a people for Himself. 
Leviticus 18:29 ‘For whoever does any of these abominations, those persons who do so shall be cut off from among their people.
If you are going to live this way cut, you are to be cut off from the people and God is going to cut you off.  
You see this in 1 Corinthians 5. A man is sleeping with his father’s wife. Paul says I am upset with you because you haven’t done anything about it. You have embraced this man and allowed him to stay in this fellowship. I am telling you since he thinks he’s a Christian, you are to put him out. You are to give him over to Satan for the destruction of his flesh. You are not to even eat with him. God is a holy God and He is to be feared.  God is to be respected.
 Let me ask you a very pointed question so you can do something about it while there is still time:  have you or are you defiling our land, our nation, by disobeying God, by not keeping His holy commandments? Listen to what He says:
Leviticus 18:30 ‘Thus you are to keep My charge, that you do not practice any of the abominable customs which have been practiced before you, so as not to defile yourselves with them; I am the Lord your God.’”
You’ve heard what God says. You can go back and read it again. It is in Leviticus 18. It won’t take you long. You will know the mind, the heart, and the truth of God. Then examine yourself. Are you involved in any of these things that are mentioned? 
If so, it is an abomination to a Holy God. You have 1 of 2 options.

1) God, I see what You say and it is very clear. I am wrong, and I am not going to live that way anymore. I may have the desires and cravings, but God, You say it’s wrong. God, you gave me a way to come to You, a way to be set free. I am coming to You right now by the blood of Your Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, to deliver me from the slavery to sin. I will fear You; I will bow my knee, and I will confess that you’re God. I will cast myself at Your feet and will ask You to set me free from this sin which so easily beset me.
 God is just waiting for that. God will set you free; that’s what the gospel of Jesus Christ is all about. It begins with recognizing that God is God and fearing Him, respecting Him, trusting Him. All it takes is one step of faith, one step of obedience, and when you make that step, God is with you. His spirit is there, and He will set you free from sin’s power, sin’s dominion and some day from sin’s presence.  God, I’d rather die than continue in these abominations. I’d rather die then to defile this land, and I’d rather die then disgrace a holy God. I’d rather die than miss heaven. Here I am God; I am ready to deny myself. I am ready to take up my cross (death to self) and live for you. This is the fear of the Lord, and this is what will stay His hand of judgment. The message needs to get all across this land, that there is a holy God who is to be feared, who is to be obeyed. These are His instructions regarding holiness. If you notice, it begins where we are most vulnerable. It begins with our sexuality.

Leviticus 19:1-2  Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying: 2 “Speak to all the congregation of the sons of Israel and say to them, ‘You shall be holy, for I the Lord your God am holy.
 Now as you know, in Leviticus 18 He makes it clear that His people cannot live like the rest of the world. They’ve come out of Egypt. They’re going into the land of Canaan. They’re not to live like either the people in Egypt or the people in Canaan. As you look at this passage, Leviticus chapters18-22, one of the key words is the word land.  When we live like the nations and don’t live as if God is holy, than it defiles the land. When we defile the land then a holy God spews out its inhabitants.  He judged Egypt, Pharaoh and all the army died. The first born died. God dealt with them. God is about to judge the land of Canaan, and His people will be His sword in His hand to put to death every inhabitant in the land of Canaan. They had a chance to believe. They had Melchizedek, the high priest of Salem. They understood what righteousness was. They had the testimony of the flood. They knew, but they turned their back on it. So God is going to judge them.
The first thing God instructs them on is their sexuality. In chapter 20 what does He do?

In Leviticus 20 God reminds them again; He says remember what I told you on Mount Sinai (Exodus 19 & 24) in the crashing thunder and the flaming fire, the smoke and the trembling earth. Do you remember what I told you? Do you remember how you feared Me and backed away? Do you remember hearing My holy law? Do you remember saying, “It is right, and we will obey it.” Do you remember entering into a covenant with Me? You heard the law. So once again He reminds them of the Law.
These next verses are very important even though it may not look like it

Leviticus 19:5-8 ‘Now when you offer a sacrifice of peace offerings to the Lord, you shall offer it so that you may be accepted. 6 ‘It shall be eaten the same day you offer it, and the next day; but what remains until the third day shall be burned with fire. 7 ‘So if it is eaten at all on the third day, it is an offense; it will not be accepted. 8 ‘Everyone who eats it will bear his iniquity, for he has profaned the holy thing of the Lord; and that person shall be cut off from his people 
That offering that you brought is a holy offering. That sacrifice that you brought has been given to Me. If it has been given to Me, it is holy. 
What does holy mean? Set apart, designated or devoted to God. It is now pure. So if you don’t do what I told you to do, you are not treating it as holy. What is God saying? He is saying that He is a holy God. They are going to the promised land. That land is to be holy. As you get there, you are to be holy because you are My people. Whatever belongs to Me is to be holy. You shall not profane it
 Leviticus 19:12 ‘You shall not swear falsely by My name, so as to profane the name of your God; I am the Lord. 13 ‘You shall not oppress your neighbor, nor rob him. The wages of a hired man are not to remain with you all night until morning. 

Are you obeying this? Are you living this way? God’s character has not changed.
Leviticus 19:14 ‘You shall not curse a deaf man, nor place a stumbling block before the blind, but you shall revere your God; I am the Lord. 15 ‘You shall do no injustice in judgment; you shall not be partial to the poor nor defer to the great, but you are to judge your neighbor fairly.
 You are not to be a respecter of persons. Instead, you are to fear Me.
Leviticus 19:16 ‘You shall not go about as a slanderer among your people, and you are not to act against the life of your neighbor; I am the Lord. 17 ‘You shall not hate your fellow countryman in your heart; you may surely reprove your neighbor, but shall not incur sin because of him.
Is there any one you hate? You’re not to do that. You are a holy people. You belong to a holy God, and that holy God loves unholy people and seeks to bring them to Himself

Leviticus 19:18 ‘You shall not take vengeance, nor bear any grudge against the sons of your people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself; I am the Lord.
To love your neighbor, you do it exactly according to the way God says, not according to your way, but according to what God says. You are to submit to God. 

How relevant is this for today? Well, let’s go on.
 Leviticus 19:26 ‘You shall not eat anything with the blood, nor practice divination or soothsaying. 

You’re not to practice divination, tarot cards, sorcery, and no astrology. You are not to read your horoscope.

Leviticus 19:28 ‘You shall not make any cuts in your body for the dead nor make any tattoo marks on yourselves: I am the Lord. 

Now, that is what God says. Tattoos are going to come and go. They are a whim of our society today. We don’t go by the whims; we are a holy people. We walk, dress and act like a holy people. This is what He says, and it is very clear.
Leviticus 19:29 ‘Do not profane your daughter by making her a harlot, so that the land will not fall to harlotry and the land become full of lewdness.
Have you sat down with your daughter? Have you made her a harlot by giving her birth control pills? Have you made her a harlot by making sure she has her condoms when she goes out on a date? Or have you told her that it’s an abomination on to God, that it is a sin. Have you told here that if she has sex outside of marriage, God has to deal with her? Or have you made her a harlot? 
Have you given her standards? Have you set times and set perimeters for her dating? Have you done it for your sons? This is what God says. “You will bring lewdness into the land.” There is lewdness in the land and not only among the adults but among the teenagers, not only in the world but also in the church and the teenagers in the church. Why? Because we have ceased to preach the centrality of the Holiness of God, the righteous of God and the just judgment of God. We have not divided and separated and shown what is the holy and what is the profane. That’s why our society is messed up. That’s why we have so many illegitimate children and so many abortions and so much sexually transmitted diseases and so many fragmented homes. It’s why we have so many people that have been sexually abused, so many chat rooms, and so much pornography, because the holiness of God has not been central in our preaching. Instead we preach love, but not a love of grace, not a love of faith but a sloppy agape as people say. In other words, you can live anyway you want to and it is perfectly ok with God. But it is not, and this is very clear here.
Leviticus 19:31-32 ‘Do not turn to mediums or spiritists; do not seek them out to be defiled by them. I am the Lord your God. 32 ‘You shall rise up before the grayheaded and honor the aged, and you shall revere your God; I am the Lord.
What do you do with the aging? Do you throw them in nursing homes and abandon them? Do you cut them down, abuse them? Do you know how many old people are abused? It’s an abomination to God.

Leviticus 19:33 ‘When a stranger resides with you in your land, you shall not do him wrong.
Leviticus 19:3 ‘You shall do no wrong in judgment, in measurement of weight, or capacity. 36 ‘You shall have just balances, just weights, a just ephah, and a just hin; I am the Lord your God, who brought you out from the land of Egypt. 37 ‘You shall thus observe all My statutes and all My ordinances and do them; I am the Lord.’” 

We have a holy God; if we don’t live according to what we’ve seen in Leviticus 18-19, you can know this, we will face the just judgment of God

Leviticus 20:1  Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, “You shall also say to the sons of Israel, Any man from the sons of Israel or from the aliens sojourning in Israel, who gives any of his offspring to Molech, shall surely be put to death…
Mark the word “death. You want to know who God is going to judge with death. You want to know who is to be put to death.  You want to see what God says, underline “I will also set my face against that man”   and I will cut him off.   Find out who God is going to set His face against. He’s going to set His face against those who play the harlot, against medians, and spiritualists and those that follow them. 
Leviticus 20.7 Consecrate yourselves therefore, and be holy; for I am the Lord your God. 8 Keep my statutes, and observe them; I am the Lord; I sanctify you.

 Read very carefully about what God says about immorality. Listen because this is the plague of our nation. It is going to the demise of our nation, and we are on our way to destruction. You say, “No, we are prosperous and alright.” But beware when you are prosperous because when you are prosperous that is when you forget God. God warned the children of Israel, and we will see that when we study Numbers and Deuteronomy, and we need to be warned, because when we are prosperous, we don’t see our need of God. We think we can get away with anything, and that is when the axe falls.
Leviticus 20:10 ‘If there is a man who commits adultery with another man’s wife, one who commits adultery with his friend’s wife, the adulterer and the adulteress shall surely be put to death. 

If we were living under a theocracy (we are not), do you know how many people in this nation would be dead? It would be worse than the holocaust.

Leviticus 20:11-11 ‘If there is a man who lies with his father’s wife, he has uncovered his father’s nakedness; both of them shall surely be put to death, their bloodguiltiness is upon them. 12 ‘If there is a man who lies with his daughter-in-law, both of them shall surely be put to death; they have committed incest, their bloodguiltiness is upon them. 13 ‘If there is a man who lies with a male as those who lie with a woman, both of them have committed a detestable act; (This is what God says.) they shall surely be put to death. Their bloodguiltiness is upon them.
 Their bloodguiltiness is upon them. But you’re to put them to death. I am not going to hold you accountable for putting them to death, because they’re the ones that chose death. They are the ones that chose to live a homosexual lifestyle or commit adultery or incest. By their acts of immorality their blood guiltiness is upon them.

Leviticus 20:14 ‘If there is a man who marries a woman and her mother, it is immorality; both he and they shall be burned with fire, so that there will be no immorality in your midst. 
 You are to be a holy people, you are not allowed to permit this in your land, and it must be dealt with.
Leviticus 20:15 If a man has sexual relations with an animal, he shall be put to death; and you shall kill the animal. 

 If you were living under a theocracy you wouldn’t have to fear the internet and the chat rooms because there would be a fear of God and when there was sin it would be done away with. Now how do you put it to death today? 
You simply stop it. But also when you know that it going on, you bring back to their remembrance (out of love) the centrality of the holiness of God that will bring them forgiveness.

He goes on to talk about harlotry in general.

Leviticus 20:19 ‘You shall also not uncover the nakedness of your mother’s sister or of your father’s sister, for such a one has made naked his blood relative; they will bear their guilt. 20 ‘If there is a man who lies with his uncle’s wife he has uncovered his uncle’s nakedness; they will bear their sin. They will die childless. 21 ‘If there is a man who takes his brother’s wife, it is abhorrent; he has uncovered his brother’s nakedness. They will be childless. 22 ‘You are therefore to keep all My statutes and all My ordinances and do them, so that the land(underline land)  to which I am bringing you to live will not spew you out.
 Leviticus 20:23 ‘Moreover, you shall not follow the customs of the nation which I will drive out before you, for they did all these things, and therefore I have abhorred them.
The custom of the nation now is to live together before you are married. The custom of the land is to sleep with them on the first or second date. The custom of the nation is to be a jock and bed every woman that you can and every gal that throws herself at a rock star. That is the customs of the nations: to get a tattoo, to lie with animals, to do all sorts of perversities. It is the customs of the nations.

Leviticus 20:23-24  ‘Moreover, you shall not follow the customs of the nation which I will drive out before you, for they did all these things, and therefore I have abhorred them. 24 ‘Hence I have said to you, “You are to possess their land, and I Myself will give it to you to possess it, (God has a right to do that because the whole earth is His.) a land flowing with milk and honey.” I am the Lord your God, who has separated you from the peoples.
 Leviticus 20:25-26 ‘You are therefore to make a distinction between the clean animal and the unclean, and between the unclean bird and the clean; and you shall not make yourselves detestable by animal or by bird or by anything that creeps on the ground, which I have separated for you as unclean. 26 ‘Thus you are to be holy to Me, for I the Lord am holy; and I have set you apart from the peoples to be Mine. 

P.T. Forsyth in the 1800’s said “Sin is but the defiance of God’s holiness.” If you do not obey these things you have sinned and defied God’s holiness. He goes on to say “Grace is but it’s action upon sin.” The tabernacle shows you the grace of God covering your sin. Go to Calvary; look at Jesus, it’s the grace of God forgiving your sins, the Just dying for the unjust, the One without sin being sin for you and me. Grace is but an action upon sin, the cross is its victory. How do have victory over sin? You receive the grace of God; you receive forgiveness of your sins and you live at the cross. You say I am crucified with Christ: 
Galatians 2:20 “I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me.
He goes on to say: Faith is but its worship. Faith is the worship of God’s holiness. You’ve read truth straight from the word of God. Continue to read every word, and you can see that what God declares as holy; it is not to be defiled, or profaned. It is to be treated as holy. When it’s not treated as holy, than the just judgment of God must come. There is a cutting off, a chastening, and sometimes there is death when you do not obey God.
Whose drum beat are you going to walk to? Are you going to walk to a drum beat of a heart that is deceitful, desperately wicked? Are you going to walk to the drum beat of a society that has no fear of God, that ignores the holiness of God and tramps the blood of Jesus underfoot? Are you going to walk to the rationalization of your society that denies God?  Or are you going to walk to the drum beat of the truth, the word of God, the will of God, the heart of God and holiness of God? Are you going to walk according to the drum beat of truth that will set you free, truth that will sanctify you, truth that will consecrate you, that will bring you into a state of devotion to God, a purity of life? Are you going to walk according to truth that will bring you with clean hands and a pure heart into the presence of God?  
You have heard the word of God. Examine yourself. Sit still, don’t move. Get on your knees, and cry out to God and say, “Cleanse me oh God and I will be cleansed. Save me oh God and I will be saved. Heal me oh God and I will be healed.” He will heal you. He will cleanse, and He will save you. On your knees confess your sins, confess your ungodliness, confess your unrighteousness and tell God that you want to be holy, even as He is holy. And know this, that when you’re holy, you belong to God and God says in 1 Corinthians 3:17 If any man destroys the temple of God, God will destroy him, for the temple of God is holy, and that is what you are. 

 So the minute you become God’s, you are God’s all the way. You are to be holy even as He is holy. Get on your knees and talk to God. My prayer for you right now and for myself is God, show us your holiness; show us your holiness. God, let me live in the centrality of Your holiness. Let me be holy in everything I do. Constantly remind me that I belong to You, that You are a holy God and I am to be holy, even as You are holy.  Oh God, don’t let me distort the truth of the Gospel.  I bear the name Christian and the word Christian means little Christ; may I live as Christ would have me live. May I be holy even as He is holy. My prayer for you is that you would you simply bow your head and pray with me. That you would just begin with, “Lord, I have seen a portion of Your holiness in Your word. I have heard You say that I am to be holy even as You are holy. God, you know my flesh; You know the weakness of my flesh. You know my down sitting and uprising. You understand my thoughts. You know the things I have gotten into in the past and the pull that they have on me. But I’m telling You right now, I want to be holy, and only You can do that. Cleanse me, Father, these are my sins. 
Take time, precious one, to name your sins for what they are. God says if we confess our sins, the word there is: “homologeo”, it means: to say the same thing
 Whatever you are confessing to God, name it. Don’t whitewash it; name it. And know this that the blood of Jesus Christ will cleanse you from that sin and every other sin that you cannot remember. You will be clean. Cry to God now, and tell Him, “Lord, help me to remember that You are holy. Keep the remembrance of You before my eyes. When I am tempted ,when I start to do anything  that is not pleasing to You and not keeping in Your holiness, remind me, and I will chose holiness.
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
