Remember: “FOTO”

(Focus On The Obvious)

Just look for the OBVIOUS information that is provided by the author.

WHO
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Who is the AUTHOR?   What do I learn about his situation or character?
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Who are the RECIPIENTS?  What do I learn about them (him)? What were their needs?
· Are any other people mentioned? What is their character like?

WHAT
· What is the subject or event covered in each chapter?

· What do you learn about the teaching from the text?

· What instructions are given?

WHERE
· What is the SETTING of the book? Geographical location-Urban or Rural?

WHEN
· Time in history? 

· Calendar or Cultural references?

WHY
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Why was this book written? What is the author’s PURPOSE? 

· Why is something being said? Why would it happen? Why at this time? Why this person?

HOW
· How will it happen? How will it be done? How is it illustrated
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
