Kinsman Redeemer – Lesson 3

Kay Arthur (55:35)

     In Revelation 5, we have an awesome scene.  We have John and those in heaven weeping, weeping because there is no one found worthy in heaven or on earth or under the earth to take the scroll and to break the seals.  Until One comes, until One comes and takes the scroll out of the hand of God.  And all heaven says, “Hallelujah.”  And they say, “Hallelujah” because this is the Lion of the tribe of Judah, this is the Lamb that bears those marks in His body of having redeemed the souls of men.  And as He takes that scroll and as He breaks the seals, Revelation 6:9 says, “And when He broke the fifth seal, I saw underneath the altar, the souls of those who had been slain because of the Word of God and because of the testimony which they maintained. And they cried out with a loud voice saying, “How long, O Lord, holy and true will Thou refrain from judging and avenging our blood on those who dwell on the earth.”  “How long O Lord before You will judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth.”

     Is it a mystery to you, Beloved?  If God is God, if He is sovereign, if He is omnipotent, if He is the Almighty God, is it a mystery to you why He allows evil to triumph, why He allows evil men to overcome the good, why He allows His people to be scorned and to be abused, to be despised, to be rejected of men and laughed at and made the scum of the earth?  Is it a mystery to you?  I can understand that it could be a mystery to you.  We want to know why, if God is God, why doesn’t He stop what is going on on earth.  And I think that the clue to that mystery is found in understanding the role of the Kinsman Redeemer as our Blood Avenger.  And this is what we are going to look at this week.  We are going to look at our Kinsman Redeemer as our Blood Avenger.

     Now what have we seen and what have we learned so far about our Kinsman Redeemer.  Well, we learned that the Kinsman Redeemer was:

1) to redeem, or to raise up the name of his brother if that brother died and did not leave an heir.  It is called the law of the Levirate. (Deuteronomy 25) The law of the Levirate simply meant that the brother was responsible to take the wife of his deceased brother and take her and lie with her and raise up a seed so that the deceased brother’s name would carry one.  We saw that last week.  Family is so important to God.  Now what we saw when we went on and studied Ruth, was that if the immediate brother of the deceased would not do that, then another kinsman could do that.  And we saw that in Ruth 4.  

2) We also saw that the kinsman redeemer had the responsibility of redeeming his blood relative from slavery.  So he redeemed from slavery. (Leviticus 25)

3) The kinsman – to fulfill his role – was he was to redeem the land of anyone in the family who had to sell it because of poverty, because of debt.  (Leviticus 25).

     Today, what we want to look at as we bring our study to a conclusion on the Kinsman Redeemer- we want to look at:

      4)  the responsibility of the kinsman to act as a blood avenger.  Remember they cry out in Revelation 6:10, “How long, O Lord, will You refrain from avenging our blood on those who dwell on the earth.”  So they are talking and calling Him to be a blood avenger.

     Now, where do we see that?  We see that in Numbers 35.  Let’s go to Numbers 35 and let’s look at what God has to say in this passage.  And I want us to look at Numbers 35:9-19.  So hang in there with me. If you have not marked your Bible, I would suggest that you mark every reference to avenger or to blood avenger.  “Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, “Speak to the sons of Israel and say to then, ‘When you cross the Jordan in to the land of Canaan, then you shall select for yourselves cities to be your cities of refuge.”  If you look at the map, what you see is you see that they were about to cross the Jordan, they were going to do that in the book of Joshua, and God being previous appointed as you see on the map, cities of refuge.  

     And He says, “You shall select these cities so that the manslayer who has killed any person unintentionally (underline unintentionally) may flee there.  And the cities shall be to you as a refuge from the avenger (and I just colored it red) so that the manslayer may not die until he stands before the congregation for trial.”
     Now he is running there because he killed a man but he did not do it intentionally. Something happened, it was an accidental slaying.

     And then he goes on to say in verse 15 “These six cities shall be for refuge for the sons of Israel, and for the alien and for the sojourner among them; (not only for the Israelites, but anybody that was living in their land) that anyone who kills a person unintentionally (underline it again) may flee there.  But, but (contrast) if he struck him down with an iron object, so that he died, he is murderer; (have you got the word “murderer”?  I don’t want you to forget that word.) The murderer shall surely be put to death.”  (And what I do is I put a black tombstone over every reference to “death” or “dying” in my Bible.) 
     Verse 17 “And if he struck him down with a stone in the hand, by which he may die, and as a result he died, he is a murderer (in other words, if he purposely picks up a stone and then stones him purposefully so that he dies, he is a murderer) 

Verse 18 – and he goes on to say if he struck him with a wooden object, so that he may die as a result he died, he is a murderer; the murderer shall surely be put to death (another tombstone).  Verse 19 “The blood avenger himself shall put the murderer to dearth; he shall put him to death when he meets him.” Do you see the word “blood avenger?”

     Now if you did your homework, you went through and you marked every reference to “blood avenger” all the way through verse 34 – the end of that chapter.  

     Now I want you to see the term “blood avenger.”  What have you and I seen so far in our study of the Kinsman Redeemer?  We have seen that Jesus acts as our Kinsman Redeemer.  Jesus took on flesh and blood because you and I are made of flesh and blood.  And because He is our KINSMAN, and because He is not ashamed as Hebrews 2:11 says, that He is not ashamed to call us brethren.  He becomes our Kinsman Redeemer. He redeems us from slavery.  But you say, “But I’m not in slavery!”  The Bible says in John 8 “Whosoever commits sin is a slave of sin.”  So He redeems me from slavery to sin by dying on the cross for me.  And the same for you.
     He also is to redeem the land, and He is also to act as the blood avenger.  Now we are going to look at acting as the blood avenger, and we are going to see that He is going to redeem for us that inheritance that we had on the earth – that calling that we had from the beginning before Adam and Eve sinned.  So that is what we are going to see today.

     We are going to look at Jesus, primarily, as the Blood Avenger.  And this is why – because God is just and because God is righteous and because God set up the Law here for us, the law of the kinsman redeemer, and laid those principles out so that they would become a shadow and a type and a picture of what Jesus Christ was going to do for us, He must avenge us. In other words, He must put our murderer to death. But you say, “I’m alive.”  But you were born what?  in trespasses and sins. You were born in trespasses and sins.  You were born, and you were born dead as the Bible says. And you remain dead until you come to the second death unless you let Jesus become your Kinsman Redeemer.  

     So, who is the one who murdered us? I want you to go to John 8, and we want to look at verse 44. John 8:44.  And I just want you to know that I am so proud of you. (  I am SO proud of you for studying the Word of God.  I am SO PROUD of you for wanting to learn truth for yourself and for disciplining yourself for the purpose of godliness. In John 8:44 Jesus turns around to these Jews, these Jews who have refused to believe that He is the Messiah, that He is the Promised One, that He is the Christ. And they have refused to believe that. And He turns around and says to them and listen carefully, “You are of your father, the devil.” In other words, you do not have God as your Father, (they have said that they have God as their Father) He says, no, you don’t have God as your Father.  Your father is the devil.  You are of your father, the devil. “And you want to do the desires of your father.” You want to do the desires of your father.  Now what they wanted to do is they wanted to kill Jesus.  Now if their father is the devil, then what does the devil want to do?  He wants to kill Jesus.

     So Jesus says, “He (the devil) your father was a murderer (and you want to catch this, it is a very important phrase, it is a time phrase) he was a murderer from the beginning.” I put a little clock over “the beginning” there. Or you could put it over “from” just so that you can get that time phrase.   “He (the devil) your father was a murderer from the beginning and he does not stand in the truth because there is no truth in him.  Whenever he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own nature; for he is a liar, and the father of lies.”  He is the one that gave birth to all lies.  He is the one that is the source of all lies.  And you see that when you go back to the garden of Eden and you see the tree of the fruit of the knowledge of good and evil and Adam and Eve (she is the one with the curls  - Kay is drawing a tree, Adam, Eve and the serpent) in the garden and the serpent is lying to Eve and saying you will not die.  You will not die.  He lied! He lied! He said, you can eat of the fruit of that tree.  So what was he? He was a murderer from THE beginning.  Now because satan, the serpent of old, murdered man and took man’s position (now listen) and took man’s position as ruler over the inhabited earth, over the world, and we are going to use those two things simultaneously or interchangeably because Scripture uses them interchangeably.  Because satan did this, because he deceived Adam and Eve, then he becomes the ruler of this inhabited earth.  He becomes the ruler of this world.
     So I want us to look at the process.  And we are going to run a number of Scriptures. I want you to go to Genesis 1:28.  We’ve got to go back to the very beginning. (  Genesis 1:28 – God’s speaking of Adam and Eve and “God blessed them; and God said to them, ‘Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it; (subdue the earth) and rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the sky, and over every living thing that moves on the earth.”

     Now we know that the Scriptures tell us that the earth is the Lord’s and the fullness thereof.  God gave it to Adam and Eve as vice-regents over this earth, over this inhabited earth, over this world, so that they might rule in His stead, as His representatives, created in His image. But when Adam and Eve sinned, they lost that dominion over the inhabited earth.  I want you to go to Psalm 8.  And you want to write these down so that you can go back and review them.  You know it is good after you study the Word of God, after you listen to something, if it is theological like that, to go back and get these things in your mind and then possibly to write them in your Bible in a set of cross-references.  And so in Psalm 8:3 and listen carefully because he quotes this in Hebrews 2.  “When I consider Thy heavens, the work of Thy fingers, (David, the king is writing this) the moon and the stars which Thou hast ordained; What is man that Thou doest take thought of him?  And the son of man that Thou dost care for him?  Yet Thou hast made him (man) a little lower than God, and dost crown him with glory and majesty!  Thou dost make him to rule over the works of Thy hands; Thou hast put all things under his feet (under man’s feet). All sheep and oxen, and also the beasts of the field. The birds of the heavens, and the fish of the sea, whatever passes through the paths of the seas. O LORD, our Lord, how majestic is Thy name in all the earth!”  
     You have sung the chorus.  “Oh, Lord our Lord how majestic is Your name in all the earth.”  This is the setting. This is the setting.  So now from there, since he quotes this passage in Hebrews 2, I want us to go back to Hebrews 2.  And I want us to look at this passage again. You know, you think sometimes you are going to wear it out, but you know, you can’t wear out Scripture.  And it is so good for us to be reminded of these things so that they sink deep, deep into our being. And I want you to go to Hebrews 2:5.  In verse 5 he says, “He did not subject to angels the world to come of which we are speaking.”
     Now watch. He is talking in this, he is saying, “Hey. Beyond all of this in time, there is a world to come.” And he says in that world to come, He did not subject all these things (the heavens and the earth and this whole inhabited earth) to angels rather He subjected it to man.  And then he quotes Psalm 8 that we just read.  And he says “What is man that You are mindful of him?”  And then in verse 8 he says, “Thou hast put all things in subjection under his feet.”

     Now listen carefully because this has to do with the role of our Kinsman Redeemer as the blood avenger, as the One who gets back for us the earth that we are to be ruling over.  Remember the kinsman redeemer was to redeem the land.

     In verse 8 it says, “For in subjecting all things to him (man), He (God) left nothing that is not subject to him (man).  But we do not yet see all things subject to him, but we do see Him (Jesus) who has been made for a little while lower than the angels, namely Jesus because of the suffering of death.  Now when did He suffer death? He suffered death when He shed His blood in order to buy us out of the slave market of sin, out from under the dominion of the prince of this world, the kingdom of darkness, out from under being a child of wrath, a child of disobedience, out from under satan’s dominion.  It says “because of the suffering of death crowned with glory and honor, that by the grace of God, He (Jesus) might taste death for everyone.  For it was fitting for Him (God) for whom are all things and through whom are all things, in bringing many sons to glory to prefect the author of their salvation.”  Now the author of our salvation is Jesus through suffering.  “For both He who sanctifies and those who are sanctified, (both Jesus who sanctifies us and those who are sanctified – so I’ll just come over here and I’ll draw a cross.  And this One who sanctifies us and those that are sanctified – man that believes on Jesus – are all from One. Now watch what he says.)  “From One Father (remember from last week we talked about the importance of family and we looked at this verse.)  for which reason He is not ashamed to call them brethren.”  He is our Kinsman.  And it says, “Saying, ‘I will proclaim Thy name (God’s name) to My brethren in the midst of the congregation I will sing Thy praise and again I will put my trust in Him and again “Behold, I and the children (that’s you and me) whom God has given to Me. (Everyone whom has believed on Jesus) since then, the children share in flesh and blood, He Himself (Jesus) likewise also partook of the same.” He became man that through death, death on the cross, He might taste death for every man and that He might render powerless him who had the power of death, that is the devil and might deliver those who through fear of death were subject to slavery all their lives.”

     So what I want you to see is this – the serpent of old murdered us.  He murdered us. He fed us a lie in Adam and Eve.  They believed the lie and by one man sin entered into the world and death passed upon all men.  You could put a tombstone over ever child that is born on the face of this earth because they are born dead in their trespasses and sins, and they shall die a second death unless they are redeemed.   So satan killed us.  Satan was our murderer.  

     So God is going to take us out from under satan’s power. He’s going to deliver us from the one that has the power of death, that is the devil.

     I want you to go to John 12 because what I want you to see in John 12 is that I want you to understand that satan becomes the ruler of this world. Satan becomes the ruler of this world.  John 12:31 – Jesus is speaking; “Now judgment is upon this world.  NOW the ruler of this world shall be cast out.”  See, man was to rule. Man was to have dominion but man lost that dominion because the serpent killed us so to speak – brought spiritual death into our lives.  So now, through the cross and all this whole process that the cross brings and through this total redemption that we are looking at, now the prince of this world, the ruler of this world shall be cast out – shall be cast out. And I, Jesus said, “If I be lifted up from the earth will draw all men to Myself.” Now what does He mean by that?  “He was saying this to indicate what kind of death by which He was to die.”  When He said, “If I be lifted up from this earth,” He is talking about the kind of death He died and that was to be lifted up and to be nailed on the cross.  
     I John 5:19 – and you need to look at it if you aren’t familiar with that verse.  “We know that we are of God and the whole world lies in the power of the evil one.” The whole world lies in the power of the evil one.  Now the whole world that he is talking about is this whole inhabited earth.  And remember it is the duty of the kinsman redeemer to redeem the land that has been sold out of a debt and to put it back in the family.  (  And that is what Jesus is going to do.  It is His responsibility to avenge our blood against the one that murdered us. The murderer has to be put to death.  So, first I want you to go to Luke 4.  I want you to see in Luke 4 – which is an account of the temptation of Jesus, and you find this also in Matthew 4.  Luke 4:5 – Jesus is being tempted of the devil.  “And he led Him up and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world in a moment of time.  And the devil said to Him, (the serpent of old, the devil, satan said to Jesus) “I will give you all this DOMAIN and its glory; for it has been handed over to me, and I give it to whomever I wish.  Therefore if You worship before me, it shall all be Yours.”

     Look at verse 5.  It says, “And he led Him up and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world in a moment of time.”  Literally, if you were going to translate from that Greek, it would say “He led Him up and showed Him all the kingdoms of the inhabited earth.”  So remember, when we are talking inhabited earth, and we are talking about the world, we are talking about terms that used interchangeably.  And so this is what we see.

     Satan is offering Jesus (listen carefully) all the kingdoms of the world if He will forgo being your Kinsman Redeemer – if He will forgo being your Blood Avenger, if He will forgo getting back the earth for you. All he is saying is just take it for Yourself.  You don’t have to share it with anybody.  But see, because He redeemed us here, then we are heirs of God and we are joint heirs with Jesus Christ.  And what Christ inherits, you and I also inherit. (Romans 8:17)
     We know that Jesus didn’t take satan up on this.  Instead, Jesus chose to pay the price.  He chose to pay the price of our redemption, to redeem us from slavery to sin and transfer us from the kingdom of satan into the kingdom of God.  Let’s look at it.
     Colossians 1:12  “giving thanks to the Father who has qualified us to share in the inheritance of the saints in light.”  13 “For He (God) delivered us from the domain of darkness and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son.”  And the next verse says, “In Whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.”

     So the minute, precious one, that you believe in Jesus Christ, He acts as your Kinsman Redeemer.  And what He does in that instant when you receive Him, He transfers you from the kingdom of darkness into the kingdom of light. And you become an heir of God and a joint heir of Jesus Christ.  And He can do that because He hung on the cross.

     I wore red today because of this teaching on the Blood Avenger.  So when He died on the cross, His blood paid for all your sins.  We were not redeemed with corruptible things such as silver and gold from our empty manner of life, but we were redeemed with the precious blood of a Lamb, without spot and without blemish.  (1 Peter 1:18-19) And that redemption then, that redemption that Jesus has wrought guarantees you and me eternal life.  Now when Jesus died on that cross, when He was buried, when He rose again, (take the black skirt as death) so when He rose again from the dead and came back alive, what happened?  Well, then He was raised to sit at the right hand of God the Father UNTIL all of His enemies should be made a footstool for His feet.  And He comes as the Blood Avenger.

     Jeremiah 51:56  He is seated at the right hand of the throne of God. He is going to be there until He comes as our blood avenger.  Jeremiah 51:56 (Oh, how important the prophets are.  And I just want to urge you to keep studying with us all the way through the Old Testament. It is life changing. It is absolutely transforming) 
“For the destroyer is coming against her, against Babylon, and her mighty men will be captured, (now you can see that in Revelation 18) and her might men will be captured, their bows shattered; For the LORD is God of recompense, He will FULLY REPAY.”  Now that is what the blood avenger, that is what the kinsman was to do.  He was to recompense.  He was to repay. And so Jesus is coming again.

     Now how will He repay?  How will He repay?  Well, He will take that scroll that we see in Revelation 5, that scroll that is sealed on both sides, and He will break the seals.

     Go to Revelation 5. Now it talks about the book.  There is a footnote in the New Inductive Study Bible that says that that book is literally a scroll.  Verse 7 “And He came, and took it (the scroll) out of the right hand of Him who sat on the throne.  And when He had taken the book (the scroll), the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, having each one a harp, and golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints.  And they sang a new song, saying, ‘Worthy (they are saying it to this One, the only One who is able to take that scroll and break its seals) art Thou to take the book (scroll), and to break its seals; for Thou wast slain, (What makes Him worthy? He was slain) and didst purchase for God (See, a Kinsman Redeemer had to go and purchase his kinsman. He had to be willing to redeem. He had to be willing to pay the price. That’s what you saw in the book of Ruth.  You saw one kinsman, the closest, that was not willing to pay the price.  You saw the other one, Boaz, that was willing to pay the price. So he had to be willing.  So Jesus was willing)  “for Thou wast slain, and didst purchase for God with Thy blood men from every tribe and tongue and people and nation.”
     Now listen: Not every tribe, not every tongue, not every nation but people.  People from every tribe, people from every tongue, people from every nation to be part of the kingdom of God.  

     Now as we look at this, what I want us to do is I want us to see, what the scroll signifies.  Well, I believe that the scroll signifies the title deed to the earth – the earth that was given to us to reign over.  You see the land of Israel – God says, “My land shall never be sold.”  (Leviticus 25:23) He says don’t you ever sell My land because the land is Mine.  But He in turn gave it to Israel.  He gave it to Abraham, Isaac, to Jacob as an everlasting possession.  And so He gave it to them as an everlasting possession, and they are going to get it again.  Well the earth was given to us, so to speak.  It is the Lord’s, but He gave it to us to rule over and so He is going to redeem it.  Now we see this picture in Jeremiah 32.  Do you see how important it is for you to know the Old Testament as well as the New?  And I would say that if you don’t know the Old Testament, then you are malnourished.  You are spiritually malnourished. (  In Jeremiah 32, God comes to Jeremiah and He says, listen, your uncle is going to come to you and he is going to offer to sell you the land because you have the right of redemption.  I want you to buy it.  Let’s look at it.  Jeremiah 32:7 –I know you studied it, but let’s do it again.  “Behold, Hanamel the son of Shallum your uncle is coming to you, saying, ‘Buy for yourself my field which is at Anathoth, for you have the right of redemption to buy it.’”  Now isn’t it wonderful!  You have studied kinsman redeemer.  And so when you come to a passage like this, hey, you know what Leviticus 25 says and you understand this.  ( I am so proud of you.  And it says, Then Hanamel came and said in verse 8, “Buy my field, please, that is at Anathoth, which is in the land of Benjamin; for you have the right of possession (you are a kinsman) and the redemption is yours; buy it for yourself.”

     And then he said, “Then I knew that was the word of the LORD.”  So what do they do? They take TWO scrolls, two separate scrolls, and they write down that title deed to that land in Anathoth, and they seal it.  So they take two. All right.  Verse 11 “Then I took the deeds of purchase, both the sealed copy containing the terms and conditions, and the open copy.” I took both of those.  Verse 12 “and I gave the deed of purchase to Baruch the son of Mariah, the son of Mahseiah, in the sight of Hanamel my uncle’s son, and in the sight of the witnesses who signed the deed of purchase.  Verse 14 “Thus says the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, ‘Take these deeds, this sealed deed of purchase, and this open deed, and put them in an earthenware jar, that they may last a long time.”
     Why? because they are going to go into captivity.  But when they come back out of captivity, those deeds that are sealed in that jar, just like the dead sea scrolls, those scrolls that go back to the time of Jesus and before the time of Jesus  - those dead sea scrolls are perfectly able to be read because they were sealed in a jar.  So you have a scroll, a title deed, that is sealed in that jar.  What does Jesus take from the right hand of God?  He takes, I believe, the title deed to the earth, and He breaks its seals.
     When He breaks the seals and the seventh seal is broken, then seven trumpets begin to sound.  And they sound one after another.  And then we come to the seventh trumpet.  And I want you to go to Revelation 10.  I love this passage.  And I love this passage as you think and as you put scripture together, you begin to understand the mystery, the mystery of why a sovereign God, who is all omnipotent, who is almighty, why this sovereign God has not, NOT subjected these evil people under His feet, YET.  

     Look at Revelation 10:7 “but in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he is about to sound, then the mystery of God is finished, as He preached to His servants the prophets.”  And that mystery is that some day, some day, some day, the Blood Avenger is coming. Some day He is going to avenge our blood. Someday He is going to get us back our land. He is going to give Israel back its land.  He is going to get mankind that has believed in Jesus, back their dominion over this inhabited world, over this inhabited earth.
     Go to Revelation 11:15 “And the seventh angel sounded (now remember this is when the mystery of God is complete) and there arose loud voices in heaven saying, (listen carefully) ‘The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and His Christ.”’  This kingdom of this world that Adam and Eve lost back here in the Garden has become the kingdom of our God and of our Christ because He is the Kinsman Redeemer.  He is going to redeem that inhabited earth and the rulership that we lost.   And it says, “And He will reign FOREVER AND EVER.  And the twenty-four elders, who sit on their thrones before God fell on their faces and worshiped God, saying, ‘We give Thee thanks, O Lord God, the Almighty, who art and who wast, because Thou hast taken Thy great power and hast begun to reign.” Now listen – “And the nations were enraged, and Thy wrath came, and the time came for the dead to be judged and the time to give their reward to Thy bond-servants the prophets and to the saints and to those who fear Thy name.” They have been saying in Revelation 6:9, “How long O Lord, before, before You judge those who dwell on the earth.”  How long O Lord before You avenge our blood on the earth.”  Well, the time has come.  The time has come with the blowing of the seventh trumpet after the seventh seal is broken.  And so our Kinsman at that time, at that time, will be in the process – taking that final step to fulfill His mission, now listen, and to complete our total redemption – our total redemption.  You see, He has redeemed us from the penalty of sin. The wages of sin is death.  (Romans 3:23) He has redeemed us from the power of sin.  We don’t have to live in sin.  And He is about to redeem us from the presence of sin.  He is about to clean up this earth. He is about to get those squatters, so to speak, off this earth – those usurpers – He’s about to do that.  And when that happens, Jesus will be King of Kings.

     Let’s look at it. Revelation 19:11 “And I saw heaven opened; and behold, a white horse, and He who sat upon it is called Faithful and True; and in righteousness (remember He is the blood avenger) He judges and wages war. And His eyes are a flame of fire, and upon His head are many diadems; and He has a name written upon Him which no one knows except Himself.  And He is clothed with a robe dipped in blood; and His name is called The Word of God.”

     And then it says in verse 15 “And from His mouth comes a sharp sword, so that with it He may smite the nations; (He’s being the blood avenger) He will rule them with a rod of iron; and He treads the wine press of the fierce wrath of God, the Almighty.  And on His robe and on His thigh He has a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.”  And He calls all the birds and the beasts to eat the flesh of kings.  And it says, "And I saw the beast and the kings of the earth and their armies, assembles to make war against Him (these are those of the kingdom of darkness, these are children of disobedience, these are children of wrath) who sat upon the horse, and against His army. (We are the army) And the beast was seized, and with him the false prophet who performs the signs in his presence, by which he deceived those who had received the mark of the beast and those who worshipped his image; these two were thrown alive into the lake of fire which burns with brimstone.”  The Blood Avenger is at work.  “And the rest were killed with the sword which came from the mouth of Him who sat upon the horse, and all the birds were filled with their flesh.”  Revelation 20:1 “And I saw an angel coming down from heaven, having the key of the abyss and a great chain in his hand. And he laid hold of the dragon, the serpent of old, who is the devil and satan, and bound him for a thousand years and threw him in to the abyss, and shut it and sealed it over him, so that he should not deceive the nations any longer until the thousand years were completed; after these things he must be released for a short time.”

     And then it says, “And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given to them.  And I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded (remember those that cried out, “How long O Lord, before you avenge our blood.” Well here are the souls of those people )  because of the testimony of Jesus and because of the word of God, and those who had not worshipped the beast or his image, and had not received the mark upon their forehead and upon their hand; and they came to life and reigned with Christ for a thousand years.”
     And so what you see, precious one, what you see here is the Blood Avenger doing His thing.  I want you to see in Revelation 20:10 “And the devil who deceived was thrown into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are also and they will be tormented day and night forever and ever.”  

     The Blood Avenger has avenged our blood on the face of the earth.  And when He does, what is He going to do? He is going to judge the nations.  Go to Matthew 25.  Don’t you love the way truth weaves together throughout the Word of God. In Matthew 25:31 “But when the Son of Man (our Kinsman Redeemer, our Blood Avenger) comes in His glory, and all the angels with Him, He will sit on His glorious throne.  And all the nations will be gathered before Him; and He will separate them from one another, as the shepherd separates the sheep from the goats; (and listen, the goats will be cast – Matthew 25:46 – into eternal punishment, but the righteous will go into eternal life.)  Our Redeemer is going to rule.

     I want you to go to Psalm 2. This whole Psalm is awesome, but I want you to look at verse 7. “I will surely tell of the decree of the LORD: (He is talking about our Kinsman Redeemer, our Blood Avenger) He said to Me, (God said to Him) ‘Thou are My Son, Today I have begotten Thee. (Now listen, He’s redeeming what we lost in Adam. He’s redeeming the land. He’s redeeming the rulership over this world.)  “Ask of Me, and I will surely give the nations (the Gentiles) as Thine inheritance, and the very ends of the earth as Thy possession.  Thou shalt break them with a rod of iron; Thou shalt shatter them like earthenware.”  He triumphs.
    I want you to go to Revelation 5. I want you to see what he says here. We have looked at it, but I want you to see it. Revelation 5 says we will rule with Him.  (  Our Kinsman Redeemer will have gotten us back the earth, and we will rule with Him.  Verse 10 “’And Thou hast made them (you and me – the redeemed by the Kinsman) to be a kingdom and priests to our God; and they will reign upon the earth.”  (   Because the Blood Avenger, our Kinsman, has wrought our full and total redemption.  

     And what about the land that had been given to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob as an everlasting possession?  That will be returned to the chosen people of God.  I want you to go to Isaiah 59:20-21 Listen to what he says: “And a Redeemer will come to Zion and those who turn from transgression in Jacob,”’ declares the LORD.  And as for Me, this is My covenant with them,’ says the LORD: ’My Spirit which will be upon you, and My words which I have put in your mouth, shall not depart from your mouth, nor from the mouth of your offspring, nor from the mouth of your offspring’s offspring,” (He’s the Redeemer of all their kinsman) says the Lord, “from now and forever.”   

     Isaiah 49:26 Listen for the word redeemer.  “And I will feed your oppressors with their own flesh, and they will become drunk with their own blood as with sweet wine; (He’s the blood Avenger) and all flesh will know that I, the Lord, am your Savior, and your Redeemer, the Might One of Jacob.”  So you and I are going to get our rightful inheritance of the earth.  We are going to be able to rule and reign with Him, but also so is Israel.

     Go to Ezekiel 37 because remember the first time we see Kinsman and we see it in the context of Israel. Ezekiel 37:21 “And say to them, (the sons of Israel) ‘Thus says the Lord God, “’Behold, I will take the sons of Israel from among the nations where they have gone, and I will gather them from every side and bring them into their own land;” (He’s going to redeem the land. ( ) “I will make them one nation in the land, on the mountains of Israel; and one king will be king for all of them.”  Verse 24 “And My servant David will be king over them, and they will all have one shepherd; and they will walk in My ordinances, and keep My statues, and observe them. And they shall live on the land I gave to Jacob My servant, in which your fathers lived; and they will live on it, they and their sons, and their sons’ sons, forever” (FOREVER – because Jesus has done everything that He is to do as the Kinsman Redeemer of mankind and the Kinsman Redeemer of God’s chosen, elect people, Israel.) “And I will make a covenant of peace with them; it will be an everlasting covenant with them. And I will place them and multiply them, and will set My sanctuary in their midst forever.  My dwelling place also will be with them; and I will be their God, (and what does He say?)  they, they will be My people” - my kinsman in the flesh.  He will have completed His work.  And we along with them, along with Israel, will live in the presence of our Kinsman Redeemer forever and ever.  Oh, precious one, precious one, do you belong to Him?  If not, today is the day to have a change of mind, to fall on your knees and say, “God, I need redemption! I need redemption out of my slavery to sin.  God, I need somebody that is going to come to my defense. I need somebody that is going to give me hope and let me live forever and ever and ever.”  

     All you have to do is believe on Jesus Christ, and He will redeem you.  This is what He says.  

     Now what I want to do is take you to the book of Job. I want to take you to Job 19. And as we go to Job, I want to ask you if you remember what the book of Job is all about?  The book of Job opens up (Job 1:6-11) with the sons of God appearing before God.  And as the sons of God (angelic beings) appear before God, as they come and as they stand before His throne, then it says Satan comes up and God says to Satan, “Have you seen My servant, Job? Have you seen what an upright man he is?”

      Satan say, “Yes, I’ve seen him, but I want to tell You something: if you touched him, (You have put a hedge about him) if You would touch him, if you would do that, he would curse You to Your face.”

     So God says, o-kay, I know my servant, Job. Go ahead.  Go ahead, touch everything he has, but don’t touch him. You can touch everything he has.  And you know the story. In one day, everything that Job has is taken away from him except his wife.  And he says, “Naked I came into this world, and naked shall I return. The Lord has given and the Lord has taken away.  Blessed be the name of the Lord.”  In all this, it says, “Job did not curse God.”  Why? Listen. Job knew that he had a Redeemer. Job knew that ultimate triumph would be his because his Redeemer lives.

     Go to Job 19 and let’s look at verse 25 “As for me, I know that my Redeemer lives, and at the last He will take his stand on the earth.”  What have we looked at today?  What have you studied this week if you did your homework?  (and if you haven’t, you’ve missed something.  You’ve missed something.  You missed a depth that I can’t give you in this short period of teaching time.  You’ve missed that. But yes, you’ve gained all this and that’s good.)  But if you’ve studied it, what do you see?  Job knows that he has a Redeemer.  Job knows that Satan has been permitted to touch him, but he has a Blood Avenger. He has a Redeemer and he knows what we have just studied. “I know that my Redeemer lives and at the last He will take His stand on the earth.  Even after my skin is destroyed, Yet from my flesh I shall see God.”  I know that my body is going to be destroyed.  I know that I am going to die, yet I know that I’m going to be raised again and that in my flesh I will see God.   Now what is he saying?  He is saying that my Redeemer is God. He is saying Jesus is God. He is saying Yeshua is God. He says, “Whom I myself shall behold. And whom my eyes shall see and not another.  My hearts faints (melts) within me. (said with deep love and compassion) 

     Precious one, I don’t know what you are going through. I don’t know what you are enduring at the hands of men, at the hands of wicked men?  But I can promise you this: You don’t have to take vengeance because you have a Blood Avenger. And the Blood Avenger has said to you, Vengeance is Mine, I will repay, says the Lord. (Romans 12:19) The mystery?   Here is the answer, here’s the answer, the clue to the mystery is our Kinsman Redeemer, our Blood Avenger, the One who will get back what we lost in Adam.  Oh, beloved, when you understand this, night becomes day, the family is together at home in the new Jerusalem. The mystery is solved. All because we have a Kinsman Redeemer. And what can you say to that, beloved?  You can say, “Hallelujah.”  Because what God began, God completes. Our redemption is complete.  Isn’t that awesome?  Worship Him.
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
