What Does a Bible Study Leader Look Like?
The PERSON

· Totally transformed from the kingdom of darkness to the Kingdom of Light

· Learn like babies: Hungry, crying out for truth

· Living Stones: Inter-dependent, not independently minded. Getting others to take ownership as well

· Royal Priesthood: proclaiming the excellencies of Him who called us. NOT a know-it-all

· Ambassador of the Kingdom. This earth is not our home. Behavior is excellent among non-believers. Not aloof, pompous

Their POSITION in LIFE

· Perspective:  Count all as loss for surpassing value of knowing Messiah . Php 3:7, trials are seen as  “momentary light afflictions” 2 Cor 4
· Relationships: Pure, Holy, Righteous, healthy. Good role model in marriage.

· Possessions: Give first fruits to Lord (first to home church, then freewill to Precept, others).Generous. Are palms closed or open? Not presume on the future by living in debt (except for house, car)
· Future: Hope, not fear. (Good news: during economic collapse, Bible study thrives!) By faith, God is the rewarder of those who diligently seek Him

· Support group: working through issues, leader is a counselor

· Lecture group: learning facts, history

· Fellowship group: meeting emotional needs, loving on each other
